THE REVENUE BILL,

The revenue bill has passed the Legisla-
ture in both branches, and is in the hands
of the Governor. This bill represents an
endeavor to recognize the erroneous char-
acter of the fiscal theories which found ex-
pression in the new Constitution, in regard
to the taxation of personal property.
Actual experience has convinced the people
that to tax representatives of property as
well as tangible things is to impose double
taxation, and that double taxation is in-
juriouns as well as iniquitous. It has been
discovered that the:existing law discrimi-
nates against the thrifty poor as well as
against the thrifty rich ; that the savings
deposits of the workingman, as well as the
shares of the capitalist, are doubly taxed
ander its iniquitous provisions. And since
it 1s now generally recognized that the laws
which make certain classes of property pay
twice are against public policy and calcu-
lated to depopulate the State, there has
arisen an almost universal condemnation of
these provisions. The new revenue law was
drawn to meet this expression of public
sentiment, and to prevent the ill conse-
quences which the revenue law of the last

THE NEW YORK CUSTOM-ZOUSE,

I'he President has sent to Congress a

report on the results of civil service reform
regulations in the New York Custom-
The facts in the case were asked
for by a Senator who is notoriously hostile
to political reform, apparently for the
purpose of throwing ridicule upon the pro-
posed methods, but judging from the tele-
graphic synopsis of the returns, it would
appear that the report is strongly com-
mendatory of the new system, though it
contains an admission to the effect that
some infractions of it have recently been
permitted, under the plea of an extraordi-
nary pressure of business. Speaking of
the results of the experiment upon the
office holders of the New York Custom-
house, the report eays: ‘‘The assurance
“‘that tenure and promotions depended
‘“solely upon their own perscnal merit
‘‘and character, and not upon
‘‘terior considerations or influences, has
** had a happy effect, not only upon these
‘‘ appointees but upon the force gererally,”
This is very significant language. It is,
in effect, a concession of the whole case
on behalf of civil service reformi. And
what has been done in the New York
Custom-house as an experiment must be-
fore long be done threughout the civil
service of the country as 2 permanent sys-
tem. The people will not much longer
submit to surrender the entire machinery
of government as the prizes of partisan
contention, but will realize that politics
may be purified and elevated, at the same
time that the public business is infinitely
better and more economically transacted,
by applying common-sense rules to the ap-
pointment of all public employes.

We are convinced that the Republican
party cannot afford to be put under the
necessity of carrying the odium of the
purposeful defeat of the appropriation
bill. - We say this because we desire to
see the Republican party successful, and
because we wish to save it from errors which
might prove disastrous in their conce-
quences,- Itis impossible to disguise the
fact that there remains no serious obstacle
to the passage of this bill, and no obstacle
which eannot be removed if the Republi-
can members will werk in harmony. The
apportionment bill, even from a purely
partisan standpoint, is not an urgent
measure. There will be no general elec-
tion in this State until the fall of 1882,
and it would be timg encugh to call an
extra session for the consideration of that
and the county government bill, next
winter, It is not as if the Republicans
were required to surrender any legitimate
opportunities, moreover. The defeat of
the appropriation bill is not necessary to
secure a called session, The rational pre-
sumption is that Governor Perkins will
find it necessary to call the Legislature to-
gether in order to apportion the State and
to pass the county government bill, in
any event, and therefore the Republicans
appear to be taking upon themselves an
amount of responsibility which it is neither
politic nor necessary for them to assume.

The appropriation bill can be passed be-
fore the close of the regular session. Of
that there is no doubt, and therefore those
who prevent its passage will be held ac-
countable. Even if there was no prospect
that the Governor would call an extra
session for the consideration of the appor-
tionment bill, it would still be unjustifiable
to defeat the appropriation bill on any
such grounds. No party can retain its
hold upon the people urless it showsa
disposition to put the interests of the com-
monwealth above the interests of party.
No party can expect to be continued in
power if it makes the fact apparent that
it seeks only partisan advantages, and
that it is willing to sacrifice the general
interests to these requirements. Honora-
ble gentlemen do not perhaps fully realize
the popular view of these questions, but
we are very sure that if they persist in
their opposition to the passage of the ap-
propriation bill under existing circum-
stances, they will when they return to
their constituencies discover that they
have committed a very terious blunder.

It may be argued with great force that
the chief failures of the present session are
attributable to the new Constitution, if it
can be shown that the Republican members
did not deliberately tie up necessary legis-
Iation. But if that can be proved it is
clear that the entire responsibility for the
failure will be transferred to them, and
this responsibility the party ought not to
be made to bear. We do not believe that
the Democrats will offer any opposition to
the passage of the appropriation bill, but
if they should, the responsibility for its
failure will be theirs, and the Republicans
certainly owe it to themselves to give their
opponents the opportunity of committing
themselves on this head. If they do not
take this course it will be in vain for them
hereafter to accuse the Democrats of being
the real obstructionists.

In short, the Republicans must look into
the situation, and estimate its bearing upon
their future, Manifestly it rests with
them to-day to bring up and pass the ap-
propriation bill. Can they afford not to
do this? We are satisfied that they can-
not afford it, and that they have every-
thing to lose and nothing to gain by
further obstruction. No party advantage
to be derived from the new apportionment
can counterbalance the party injury to be
incurred by refusing to provide the means
for carrying on the Government. That
refusal would be made a weapon of by the
Democrate, and it would be a most form-
idable weapon. We therefore hope that
wiser counsels will prevail, and that.the
session will not be aliowed to close until
this vital and indispensable bill has been
passed.

We have evem heard
members admit that they knew nothing
about the question, and yet in the same
breath they have declared their readiness
to take issue with the most careful con-
clusions of science. How can it be possi-
le to determine questions upon their
merits, when members thus refuse to in-
form themselves as to the facts of the
case?

The debris repeal bill has been beaten,
however, and that is sufficient cause for
thankfulness. The Sacramento valley is
not left without the means of protection,
and when the remedies already propose
are applied to the lower course of the
river, as they will be during the next two
years, we have confidence that the bene-
ficial results will be so apparent as to dis-
sipate the prejudice and misapprehension
which have grown up around this question
in some parts of the State. We donot be-
lieve that any adverse public opinion wounld
ever have been formed in this connec-
tion had the facts of the case been fully
and fairly laid before the people, for we do
not believe that there exists in California
any considerable sentiment in favor of
abandoning the Sacramento valley to de-
struction rather than pay a tax of one-
twentieth of one per cent. for its protec-
tion.

There is $20,000 worth of flax awaiting
shipment in Lewiston, Idaho, says the Nez
Perce News, and 80,000 bushels of last
season’s crop has been contracted for, to
be delivered at various points on Snake
river,

On last Tuesday the S. F. and N. P. R.
R. ran the first regular through train to
Guerneville since the storm. Two steam-
pumps have been at work washing away
the debris which covered the track, and
the work has just been completed.

Hunters killed seven cougars lately on
lock creek, Southern Oregon. There has
also been great ‘destruction of deer in the
same neighborhood, one hunter having
killed 150 and another 125. Deer are re-
ported very numerous throughout the
country.

A herder was lately found in a deserted
cabin in the Judith valley, Montana, badly
frozen. On being asked how long he had
been there he said three days, but the
dates go to prove that he had been there
eleven days instead of three, and had been
without food or fire for that length of
time.

Says the Healdshurg fiag: One thing
that stiikes the traveler over roads in this
section of country is the large amount of
new lands being prepared for grapes.
Trees are being cat up into wood, and
stumps and brush grubbed up. The whole
couniry presents an air of thrift and in-
dustry.

Mrs. Jack Tanksley, near Waila Walla,
W. T., was gone many hours from home
during a severe storm, and when found she
was in such a condition that faint hopes
were enterfained of her recovery. She
was cut all of one night, during which she
sheltered herself from the storm by build-
ing a hut of snow.

The shearing corrals of Adrian Mandis at
Delano, Kern county, present a scene of
activity, No less than 120 shearers are
engaged in clipping the fleece from 200,000
sheep. I%isestimated that there will be
quite this number, or more, shorn at the
Delano corrals this season, including the
Haggin flocks and other large flocks which
have been engaged.

The great weight on the hard snow of
December caused many slides along the
Yankee Fork, Idaho, from the mouth of
the Jordan up to Eight-mile Creek.
