SPEECH OF DR. MAY.

The Assembly having 8. B. 27 under considera-
tion on t vening of Monday, Fcbruary 28th, Dr.
May spoke as follows : I voted, Mr. Speaker, for the
previous question because 1 thought the time had

been reached when we should come to a vote on
this question; but the House voted dec iy
again:t that proposition, and I believe it is the issue
now to discuss this to the end, and then vote on it,
and then be done with it. Ushall not detain you

with a protracted speech. 1 bave a few thoughts
that may ocenpy me ten minutes, pe-haps fifteen,
which | shall bring before you, and I shall hope to
tient attention. So far as I am person-

have your j

ally concerned, 1 am not on my feet here to make
any excuse to the p-ople that 1 represent,
or to the people of California, for my vote.
The people who sent me here know
very well how 1 will vote, and did know
it on the day of the election. 1 bezan my recerd on
this floor on this subject in the year 1877-78. That

was the day when the debris question that we are
discussing to-night bad its birth. The Houn. Grove
Johnson, Senator now, acted as accoucheur in its
barth, and a gentleman from San Joaquin (Mr. Sar-
gent), if he will pardon me for referring to him,
and I were nurses, or m'dwives, if you will, on that
occasion. We both of us supp rted the proposition.
1 have remained faithful to it from then till now,
and 1 am not going to desert it to-night.

Mr. Sargent—That was a different bill,

Mr. May—The gentleman says that was another
proposition, and he is right, and here is the record
of it. Here is the proposition that the gentleman
from San Joaquin supported—Senate Bill No. 462—
let me read you the title: ‘““An Act to provide a
system of irrigation, to promote rapid drainage and
improve the navigation of the Sacramento and the
San Joaquin rivers.” Yes, sir, when it came to a
question of improving thc San Joaquin river the
gentleman from San Joaquin (Mr. Sargent) was
ready to take 100,000 out of the State treasury of
California, and he did not grudge a cent of it, and I
voted with him for it, and we got the money, and
thet was the beginning of this thing that we are
discussing here to-night. 1 went back to my home,
and my people knew full wel! the stand I took, for I
was not an idle spec ator of the fight, and they sent
me back here with an increased majority ; and 1
stood here on the floor list winter and with what
ability I had 1 fought for the debris bill, and my
people knew it. There was not one of them that
did not know it, and 1 went back home,and without
solicitation, and when I was in a remote corner of
the State, they renominated me for this place and 1
stand here to-night, as I have stood before,
in faver of the Debris Act and opposed
to 1ts repeal, and 1 know my people well emough to
know that they would scorn me if I deserted 200,
000 people who are lifting up their cry to-day for re-
lief and refused to give it to them. I have never
seen the day or the hour when the cry of humanity
came up to me for help and I did not respond. In
some sense 1 have been a lsver of art in past times,
and I remember full well an engraving that all of
you have seen, representing a mother dog sitting
chained on a kennel that is floating down a torrent,
and she has two or three of her little ones on her
arms and two or three others struggling in the
waters, and she is lifting up her voice to heaven to
know if there is no God in Israel. I tell you, and it
may seem small in me to confess it, that 1 never
look on the picture but my heart sinks within me.
I cannot look upon the face of the dog in its mortal
agony, an agony that is more than human—it is
divine—and when you tell me that more than 200,-
000 people in California are crying out for help and
ask a pittance from me of five cents on every $100,
1 would despise myself, Mr. Spesker, if I said to
them * No.” I believe from my knowledge of the
people of California if I went to-day to San Diego
and made a personal appeal o any one or two hun-
dred men that 1 got together there upon a street-
corner and represented the condition of the Sacra-
mento valley from that point where the second
drop of water is united with the first at ite northern-
most point, and showed them the danger of anni-
hilation of this valley, and then asked them for a hat
contribotion, that the 200 of them would give me $1,-
000. I have not a doubt of it ; and yet, Mr. Speaker,
that is all, that is évery dollar that this debris bill
takes out of the people of San Diego in any one
year. 1 tell you there is something more behind
this thun the mere fact that it draws five cents on
the hundred dollars from the people of this State.
I said I krnow my people in San Francisco, and I
know that I represent them to-night on this floor,
and if Tthought I did not, when I went back home
1 would leave there and go to some other place—
Alameda county. No, I wouldn't go to Alameda.
1 will tell you where I would go, Mr. Speaker—I
would go up to Butte, or Satter, or Yuba, and I'
would say to them, Mr. Speaker, and to you, and to
the gentlemen who represent those counties, *“ Your
God shall be my God, and your people shall be my
people, and I will sink with you in your calamity or
rescue you in your peril.” That is where I stand,
gentlemen of the Assembly, and you suspect by this
time that I am ready to vote “No” on the repeal of

this bill.

1 will tell you there are some of the counties of
this State that have been in the habit of milking
heretofore, and they are not accustomed to the pro-
cess of being milked. We in San Francisco have
a different training. We have paid—during the last
five vears San Francisco has paid over $600,000 for
the support of the schools in other counties of the
State, and she is accustomed to contnibuting for the
benefit of others, and ghe1s not alarmed when you
ask for five cents on the hundred dollars for any pur-
pose of charity or mercy. To Los Angeles county—
1 think the gentleman will pardon me for referring
to his county—san Francisco paid, year by year, for
the last five years, as averaged, almost 40,000, for
the support of her schools. She has paid more—San
Franocisco has—than Los Angeles county has herself
raised for that purpose ; and the amount rcccu'egl by
Los Angeles ccu ty is in proportion to that received
by all the other counties down there.

“f!?..u;hv)_wen, San Luis Obi-po gets nothing ex-
cept this: that in 1876 we paid $5,530 to her; in
1877, $5,625; in 1878, §10,450; in 1879 &q';'g,' and
in 1880, $0,000. That is what we paid to San Luis
Obispo in the last five years; $39,090 to San Luis
Obispo to support ber schools. Bat we dom’t
grudge a cent of it, and we won't come on this floor
and inquire whether she has derived any advantage
from her teachers or not, or whether she has built
any educational brush dams. We will take our
“ammans o that T hona thers hag heen no driying

away of brush dams down there, but I hope she has
got a dollai’s worth of education for every dollar we
have given her,and we will give her more. We
have got it, waiting for her to take it from us.

Now, then, there is another reason why I should
vote “no” on this, and that, Mr. Speaker, is, be-
cause my party has commanded me to do it. The
last Convention of the Republican party that was
held in this rcom, when I was present, pronounced
in favor of this thing and said that the miners
should be protected in their mines and that the
farmers should be protected in the possession of
their property. - %

The Democratic party which met in convention a
few days afterwards put the rame plank in its plat-
form, and pledged the Democratic party to the pro-
tection of the minera and for the protection of the
farmers. And afterwards the Workingmen'’s party
made substantially the same declaration, and here is
what it said. I want to read it to you: ‘“ We must
do all in our power asa party to prevent any con-
flict between the interests of the miner and the agri-
culturist by just laws, engineering skill and public

aid.” That is what the Workingmen said ;
and I reckon after my reading that the
honorable gentleman who distinguishes him-
self so by representing that party, Mr.

When it does
prove 8o, I want to be able to button my coat up in
the presence of all the people and say : ‘“ I stood by
it from first to last, and believe in it and thank God
it is successiul.” If it proves a failure, Mr. Speaker,
and the S .cramento valley from that point which I
describe, where the first drop of its northernmost
waters mingles with the second drop, down to the
Carquinez straits and Suisun bay, and the garden of
this State becomes a desert of drifting sand, I want
even then to stand up and say : ‘It was so in oppo
