San  Fraxcisco, March 14th, — James
Adams, Superintendent of the Silver Lick
mine, Eureka, Nev., was suot, and without
doubt fatally wounded, this evening, by
Adolph - Schander, clerk in the business
office of the Evening Bullelin. 'The affair
took place in a galoon on the southeast cor-
ner of Montgomery and Merchant streets.
Schander states that Adams was an old
business partuer of his at Eureka ; that a
quarrel arose between them about business
matters, and that Adams, after applying op-
probrious epithets, strunck him and made a
motion to draw a pistol, when he (Schander)
opened fire. Adams denies having made any
hostile demonstration, One bullet entered
Adams’ abdomen and the cther pierced his
wrist.

[SECOFD DISPATCH.]

Saxy Frawcisco, March 14th.—Adams,
who was shot by Schander this evening, has
made an ante-mortem statement, to the gen-
eral effect that he was Superintendent of the
Silver Lick mine; that during his absence
from the mine as a member of the Nevada
Legislature Schander and other stockhold-
ers sought to change the management; that
they met in a saloon this evening and talked
the matter over, at first pleasanily, after-
wards with some heat; that he started to
move away, when Schander began shooting,
firing four times ; that he did not attempt to
draw his pistol (a deringer) till after the third
shot.

The Kalloch Murder Trial.

SAN Fraxcisco, March 14th.—In the Kal-
loch case this afternoon a number of wit-
nesees, including officer Tevins, David F.
Hanpton, Cornelius Moorey and Robert
Howe, were recalled by prosecution, but
nothing material was adduced.

General, were all killed A franchise to
build a railroad from Prescott to connect
with the Atlavtic and Pacific Railroad was
'r[assed. Two railroad hills were killed,
Threenew counties were formed during the ses-
sion. Theattempttogetthe Capitalaway from
Prescott was knocked in the head. The
mine-owners were freed from the bullion tax
bill. The bill creativg holidays and one
creating the office of Mineralogist passed.
A similar measure to this last one was de-
feated two year ago.

The Governor has appointed E. P. Clark
as Auditer, 1. J. Butler Treasurer, and J.
¥, Kunapp, John Haynes and William Buff-
um Prison Commissioners. The Council, on
party grounds, refused confirmation of the
fiest four names, and let Buffam through on
the fact of having a Democratic wife,

. The Democratic party have made a record
that guarantees defeat next election. The
members during the session enjoyed a high-
toned ball and a low-toned one. The prin-
cipal item of the former was a leading citizen
of Prescott choking a young lady in an ante-
room for refusing to dance with a member of
the Legislature.
