Wair Pocgers.—One of the prettiest
wall pockets i3 made of a large, round
Japanese fan, old or new, it makes no dif-
ference. That portion of the fan which is
covered with the paper, is covered on both
sides with silk, satin, or silk silicia, in any
color desired. This may be hand.painted,
embroidered, or with simply the transfer
pictures put upon it. The edges of the
covering, where they meet at the edges of
the fan, are neatly whipped together, of
course first being turped in. The pocket
piece, which is placed upon one eide, is
lined with the same covering as is put upon
the fan, and may be made of canvas, a
piece of plaited straw, or a piece of an old
hat ; in the event of its being straw it may
be brushed over with black or brown paint,
or gilded. In the center of the pocket
piece is put an ornamental bunch of wheat

ribbon of a pretty contrasting color,
pocket is a little larger than the fan, so
that when its edges are tacked to the
edges of the fan it will bulge out slightly
as a pocket ought to. The whipping along
the edge is covered with a heavy silk or
woolen cord ; a good picture eord will do
whenever necessary, or pretty knots of
ribbon can be added. The fan is then sus-
pended by a loop of ribben. The cost of
making one of these is but a trifle over
the time required, and they can be made
either of the large or small-sized Japanese
round fans,

THE ARTIST'S PARADISE.—The Chicago
Times quotes from a letter written by an
art student at Munich, as follows. If some

SceeriNGg IN A Corp Room.—There is a
prevailing belief that sleeping in a cold
room is healthy, but facts accamulated
prove that it would be safer to say sleep-
ing in the cold does not generally do harm.
If any person wants to sleep safely in a
cold room he must have a large space, or
else the room must have bad windows and
doors or very porous walls. In order to
keep the atmosphere of a room good there
must be a continuous change of air equal to
about 2,200 cubic feet per hour for each
person. Experiments made in rooms with
brick walls show that with a difference of
| temperature of 34° Fahrenheit, 60° in and 32°
{out doors, the air changed at the rate of
12,600 cubic feet in one hour, but with a
difference in temperature of 7° Fahrenheit
the change amounted to only 780 cubic
| feet per hour, and the opening of a window
of eight square feet could raise the change
to no more than 1,060 cubic feet. These
quantities are instructive. They show
that a difference of 34® in temperature,
with carefully shut openings and erevices,
i is of greater,influence than large communi-
! cations with the outer air at a small differ-
ence of temperature.

A SHORTEAND MAcniNe.—A Paris dis-
patch to the London Standard of February
18th says: *‘‘An interesting trial of a
new stenographic machine was made in the

The mechanism,
which is an Italian invention, is worked by
a kind of key-Loard similar to that of a
small piano, and the stenographic signs,
not uniike those used in the ordinary
French shorthand, are automatically
printed on a continuous ribbon of paper.
