CODIFICATION IN NEW YORK.

The New York -Tim';»-, in discussing
codification of the laws in connection with
the revival of an attempt to introduce the
code framed by David Dudley Field for
that State, refers to California as an ex-
ample of the succeas of this kind of
measure, It is therefore in order to point
out to our contemporary that there are
drawbacks to the satisfaction which a
code affords, and that these drawbacks
appear inseparable from the American form
of governmenf. Codes have hitherto been
found to work well only in countries where
it was possible to keep a very tight rein
upon new legislation. In the United
States the trouble is that no matter how
carefully the laws may be codified, the
codification will in a few years be buried
under a deluge of amendments. That has
been the case with us in California. Every
session of the Legislature has added one or
more volumes of amendments to the code,
to the perplexities of practice, and it
perfectly clear that

18 in the course

of time this method of supplement-
ing and changing the codes must
altogether divest them of whatever

symmetry and harmony they originally
possessed, and bring about a crudeness
and confusion in the condition of the law
at least as objectionable as that which
existed before the work of codification
was thought of. Codes, in fact, may be
extremely useful, and even admirable, if
after they have once been adopted they
can be preserved from hasty and unintel-
ligent amendment. But as under our
system of government a large percentage
of every legislative body is sure to consist
of lawyers, and as the lawyers who seck
political advancement in these times are
not cften the most learned and profound
of their profession, it follows that the pro-
posed amendments to the codes will quite
frequently be blemishes rather than bene-
fits, and thatthey will tend: to make the
body of law they are applied to less per-
fect instead of 80, Unless there-
fore some way can be devised by which
codes may be preserved from rash and
reckless changes, we cannot speak hope-
fully of any experiments in this direc-
tion. New York might find codification
advantageous at first, but the question is
how it would appear at the end of ten or
twenty years. :

tained some deeply interesting accounts of
mysterious disappearances, in which all the
efforts of the police have thus far been
baffled. The mystery of these cases is
deepened when we reflect upon the appar
ent difficulty which surrounds all attempts
to remove the traces of men who have
special reasons for concealing themselves.
When a man commits some crime which
necessitates his flight, or when he wishes to
evade his creditors, the obstacles which
present themselves are almost insurmount-
able. He is recognized in spite of die.
guizes, The telegraph heads him off,
whichever way he turns. Every act bears
traces by which he may be followed. He
cannot make a purchase, *or go to a hotel,
or buy a railroad ticket, without exposing
himself. The opportunities for detecting
him seem innumerable. In many well
known cases such fugitives have been
tracked from country to country all round
the globe, and have been taken at last,
when they thought their identity most
effectually concealed. Yet notwithstanding
the many methods by which clues may
be obtained to fugitives in these days,
the fact remains that men still occasion-
ally disappear as suddenly and com-
pletely as if the earth had swal-
lowed them, and thenceforth the
utmost ingenuity fails to discover the
faintest indication of their fate. Several
such cases have occurred in this city, and
three of these at least remain impenetrable
mysteries to this day. Arthur O’Neil was
last seen on the street in the neighborhood
of a building which had a bad reputation.
He was known to have a large sum on his
person at the time, and therefore it was
concluded that he had been murdered.
But no trace of him has been discovered,
nor has suspicion lighted on the supposed
assassins. The case of Mr. Coffin is still
more remarkable. He left his house at a
comparatively early hour in the evening,
and from that mement no man has seen or
heard of him. The mystery of Thomas
Purcell, the publication of the account of
which has at last brought to light the
whereabouts of the missing man’s effects,
is as deep as that of Edwin Drood. Here
we find an intelligent, educated, prosper-
ous, sober citizen, who so far as is known
lived a peaceful and temperate life, van-
ishing from the midst of the community
swiftly and utterly, and leaving behind no
clues which suggest the cause of his disap-
pearance.

In this case there are several circum-
stances which add perplexity to the cen-
tral fact of the disappearance. It seems
to be an assured fact that Purcell’s baggage
was taken from the Western Hotel to the
Mechanics’ Hotel on the 15th of Septem-
ber, 1879. But he does not appear ever to
have gone to the Mechanics’ Hotel, and the
fact that he was alive and here on the 26th
of September is proved by the record
which shows him to have cashed a check
at one of the local bankson the latter date.
What was he doing between the 15th and
the 16th of September? Who sent his
baggage from the Western to the Mechan-
ics' Hotel ? How was it that he seems to
have lost control over his own property on
the 15th, and yet to have been in the city
eleven days afterwards? From the 26th
of September all trace of him is lost.
After cashing that check he disappears.
The natural presumption in such a case
must be that he was murdered. But how,
by whom, and for what motive, remains
unanswered. . He was not a man to fre-
quent low haunts. He was not in the
habit of drinking. It is therefore hardly
among the habitual criminals that the
supposed murderer or murderers shonld
be sought. Who had an interest in this
man’s death? Who would have benefited
by it? Did he have enough money with
him to make his murder an object to some
one who had in some way obtained his
confidence ? And, lastly, can it be re-
garded as absolutely certain that he was
murdered ? To none of these questions is
it possible to give any other than specu-
lative answers. The presumption is that
a dark crime has been committed, but all
traces of it are wanting,.

Experience has shown that not only
strangers, but old and well-known citizens,
may disappear in this way. Purcell was
not known here, but O’Neil, and Coffin,
and Chamberlain were. How is it that
these men could vanish so swiftly and
completely that no trace of their mode of
exit remained? It would almost appear
from such examples that the making away
with any man is much easier than has
commonly been supposed. It is true that
in cities situated upon rivers there is an
ever present means of disposing of ugly
evidences of crime, or of suicide, but it
does not seem probable that the river was
an agent in any of these disappeargnces.
All that is known is that these men have
vanished like disembodied spirits; that
they were here at dne moment, and that
the next they had, as it were, melted into
the air, Occasionally, indeed, we hear
whispered rumors that this or the other

criminal could tell startling things if
he would. But the startling things
are not told, and the mysteries

remain vnsolved. How is it that when a
man wants to disappear he cannot, as a
rule, conceal himself, but that when others
wish him to disappear he can be made to
vanish so suddenly and utterly? Or is iv
true, as has been alleged, that most dis-
appearances are really concocted by the
chief actors in them, and that there
are far more voluntary and deliberate
evanishments than criminal ones? Is
there in the breasts of most of our friends
a latent eccentricity which may at any
time develop into an uncontrollable yearn-
ing for concealment and dissolution of ex-
isting ties, or is society so peorly protected
that it is possible for anybody to be
knocked on the head at any moment, and
so effectually made away with that all
subsequent research will be unavailing?
These are puzzling questions, but it is
very clear that the public are interested in
having them answered one way or an.
other.

DIVORCE IN FRANCE.

The movement in favor of a divorce law
in France does not appear to make much
headway, though it is being powerfully
supported. The old ecclesiastical doctrine
of the indissoluble nature of the marital
bond evidently retains its hold mpon a
people who have in most other respects
separated themselves as muclr as possible
from ecclesiasticism. The French view
of matrimony has always been very differ-
ent from that which prevails in Anglo-
Saxon communities, but there are pecu-
liarities about French social usages
which would seem to render a recourse to
divorce almost a logical sequence. It
might be an interesting problem to investi-
gate, whether the comparatively low ideal
of the duties of married women in France
which has prevailed so long is ndt largely
attributable to the inflexible character of
the marriage relation in that country.
When there is no means of resenting

marital infidelity, the tendency must be

marriage bond may conduce to profligacy,
and this has been demonstrated in some
States of the Union, to the great-injury of
society, and to the scandal  of American
civilization, But it is clearly possible to
establish a just medium in this regard : to
permit divorce for reasonable and thor-
oughly proved canses, and to deny it when
sought on frivolous grounds, or grounds
opposed to the interest of public morality.
It is a significant fact that in all the coun-
tries, save one, in which the indis-
soluble character of marriage is main-
tained, history has recorded the preva-
lence of infidelity among mairied people.

The French people may retain their old
custom in this respect, but they can only
do so0 at the sacrifice of the happiness of
many lives, and at the risk of great and
constant injuries to the morals of society.
There occur marriages which are incapable
of bringing anything but misery to both
parties. In such cases divorce is the only
rational mode of reparation. If, in such
cases, divorce is’ unattainable, there must
be either mutual wretchedness, or a com-
pact for the permission of mutual immor-
ality. The unreasonableness and cruelty
of undertaking to apply a rigid and inflex-
ible rule of life to such multifarious con-
ditions as arise every day out of mar-
riage, do not need to be insisted upon.
Neither France nor any other country can
afford to ignore human nature in the
making of laws, and if divorce is refused,
the consequences of that refusal must be
put up with. There was a period when
the Church’s view of marriage was a
wholesome one, but with the decline of
barbarism it has ceased to operate as a
cement and protection to society, and has
tended more and more to operate as an
obstacle to the development of a pure state
of public morals. Thus far the Church in
Frange has succeeded in keeping its hold
upon the women, and to the influence of
the latter is attributed the strong oppo-
sition which has been offered to the pro-
posed introduction of a divorce law. It
is, however, only a question of time for the

change to be made.

HORRIBLE, IF TRUE.

A brief line in our dispatches yesterday
conveyed the statement, ‘‘ Roussakoff is
‘* being tortured.” This Roussakoff is the
man who has confessed to having thrown
one of the petards by which the Czar was
killed. There can be no doubt that he is
deserving of death, or that his execution
ought to be speedy, but the world has
outgrown the possibility of regarding
such a statement as that of the dispatch
without horror and disgust. Is it possible
that the Autocrat of all the Russias thinks
it consonant with his dignity, and with
the responsibilities of his position, to sanc-
tion the application of torture to this
wretched assassin ? And is it possible that
he thinks such an act of wanton brutality
can have any other effect than to alienate
the sympathy of the world from his house,
and to intensify the animosities and the
fanaticisms which have found their latest

expression  in  Roussakoff's crime?
To torture a _ miserable Nihilist,
no matter what his guilt, is to
put Czardom not merely on a
level with, but below, Nihilism, It is to

proclaim that Alexanderthe Third, too, isan
assassin ; that the skin of the Russian has
this time been scratched deeply enough to
reach the Tartar; that Muascovite civili-
zation in high places is after all not much
travestied by the actions of its lower ele-
ments, We had supposed that torture had
been relegated to the red Indians in
the nineteenth century, and that no country
in the old world wasany More to be discred-
ited by that infamous recourse. Let us hope
that the report about Roussakoff is a mere
canard, and that the reign of the new Czar
is not to be disgraced at its very outset by
so shameful and ignoble a proceeding as
the subjection of a human being to torture.

RAILROAD TROUBLE IN THE WEST.

Bimetallism,

CHicaco, March 21st.—The Tribune re
prints Henry Cernuschi’s argument in favor
of bimentallism on & basis of 15} to 1, and
says : If the writer serves to show that this
ratio will be most convenient for all parties
concerned, it will obviate the need for coin-
age on the continent of Europe, which atany
lower value for silver would be enormously
burdensome ; so costly, indeed, to all the Eu-
ropean Governments interested, that Cer-
nuschi conceives the proposition unworthy of
consideration, On'a basis of 18 to 1, for in-
stance, it would cost France $85,000,000 to
put the required amount of additicnal silver
in her outstanding coinage, to say nothing
of the expense of recoining. Oa the other
hand, the United States, which has compar-
atively little silver outstanding, would gain
by reducing the ratio from 16 to 153, the dif-
ference on each dollar amounting to 12}
grains. Mr® Cernuschi’s argument is very
ingenious and forcible. It is directed to the
consideration of equities, as well as to the ex-
pediency of bimetallism, and will repay a
careful perusal. It has special value in view
of the approaching conference at Paris, as it
indicates a basis on which the representatives
of the Governments of Continental Europe
will be disposed to insist.

Rallroad Affairs in the Northwest.

OMaHA, March 21st,—No trains have ar-
rived here from Chicago over the pool lines
since Saturday, but they are expected here
to-night. The mails for Chicago and the
East have been sent over the Wabash road
via St, Louis, on which trains are running
regularly. The Union Pacific is building a
track three miles long around the washout
west of Fremont, and will have it completed
to-morrow night, and on Wednesday they
will probably resume running through trains
over the Eastern Division. Meantime they
are continuing the running ‘of through trains
over the Burlington and Missouri road to
Kearny without delay or change. They talk
of blasting ount the ice gorges in the Platte
river at various points, so as to let the water
have a free flow,

The Mexican-American Cable.

New Yorg, March 2l1st.—The Herald,
interviewing Capt. J. A, Scrymser, President
of the Mexican-American Cable Company,
recently opened, learns that the work of the
company already completed consists of a
land line of two miles from Brownsville te
Brazos, Texas, thence a cable to Vera Cruz,
via Tampico, 500 miles. The company will
complete by next June a land line from Vera
Cruz to the City of Mexico, 262 miles.
Large construction companies are now orgau-
izing under J. P. Stearns, engineer of the
work, to build land lines across the Isthmus
of Tehuantepec, 150 miles, and to cther points
in Central America. These land lines will
be connecting links to extend the cable ays-
tem southward through Central Awmerica to
Callao,

If Californian
wine-makers go on improving as rapidly in
the quality of their product, the phylloxera,
already become a pest ia the new vineyards,
will be the only active and efficient enemy
against which they will have to contend.

CINCINNATI, March 2l1st.—This morning
Mrs. Gray saw a woman carrying a chiid
which she believed was Davie Kelly,
the- little boy 2} years old who has
been missing since last Thursday, and fer
whom search was about to be made in the
sewers, She followed the woman, and saw
her put the child into the side entrance of
premises on Central avenue. Mrs. Gray
then called a policeman and had the child
and woman taken to the police station, where
the parents and child were overjoyed to find
their lost boy. The woman was arrested,
and gives the name of Kate Fitzgerald, and
her residencs at Newpor:, but gives no ex-
planation of her possession of the child.

Fatal Fall of a Building.

RocHESTER (N. Y.), March 21st.—A three-
story brick building, 100 feet equare, on
Water street, owned by the Rochester Hy-
draulic Company, and occupied for manu-
facturing, fell in ruins this morning. The
cause is believed to have been the explosion
of a steam boiler used for heating the build-
ing. James Schell, aged 20 years, was killed
instantly on the sidewalk by the falling wall,
and four or five other men were ivjured, but
none fatally.

Exeursionists Coming — Experimental
Trip.

St. Louis, March 21st.—The Republican’s
Kansas City special says: An excursion to
California is contemplated by the Directors of
the Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe Railroad
and the Pullman Palace Car Company, which
will probably pass through Kansas City next
Thursday. T'wo trains will start from Boston
for San Francisco, and will be drawn from
here by the locomotives, making the trip in
the ordinary time required fof a passenger
train—114 hours, The train will Be hauled
by the same engines the entire distance, each
having two engineers and two firemen, who
will work six hours at a shift. The purpose
of the trip is an official inspection of the new
banana line. The object of taking the loco-
motives and cars through from the Missouri
river to San Francisco, 2,391 miles, is to see
if it can be done, so great a distance never
having been yet accomplished. The ordinary
work of an engine is 100 to 250 miles a day.
The result of the experiment will be waited
with interest. The engine boilers will be
cleaned on the road, but this detention will
be made up by running 40 miles an hour.

Brannan's Slice of the Mexican Debf.

New Yorg, March 21st.—In speaking of
the Mexican debt the World says: In the
struggle with Maximillian in 1865, an issue
of $1;000,000 in bonds was made at San Fran-
cisco, Of this issue the Commissioners re-
cogrnize $£540,000, $500,000 of which they
state belongs to Samuel Brannan. Where
the other $40,000 are they don’t know. There
is reason to believe that the $500,000 in
bonds owned by Brannan have been recently
exchanged by him for a grant of land in the
northern part of the Republic.

Grant and the World's Fair.

NEw York, March 2lst.—General Grant
says he will resign to-morrow or the next day
the Presidency of the World’s ¥aif because
of being absent in Mexico ten weeks. How-
ever, the fair will be carried forward. They
say Grant is disappointed because his name
did not attract great numbers of contributors.

Northern Pacific Stock.

CH1cAGo, March 21st.—The Inter Occan’s
New York special says: The distribution of
the residue of the common stock, amounting
to nearly 100,000 shares, which have been
held in the company’s treasury since the or-
gavization in 1875, was considered at the
resular monthly meeting of the Directors of
the Northern Pacific last Thursday. For
personal reasons a quorum of the Board
could not be kept together until the
next day, and the matter was left to the
Executive Committee. On the fellowing day
that committee voted to distribute the stock,
and in accordance with that decision circular
letters were forwarded to persons entitled to
receive stock., Part of the stock has since
been issued, and the certificates are ready for
delivery whenever they shall be called for.

LAST NIGHT'S DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-
UNION. .

THE NEW OHINESE TREATIES.

Recommendation for Ratification Without
Amendment.

THE QUESTION OF AN EXTRA SESSION,

President Garfield Denounces Polygamy as
a “Plague Spot.”

WASHINGTON, March 21st.—The newly-
constituted Senate Committee on Foreign
Relations held their first meeting to-day, and
promptly zcted on the Chinese treaties by

+4 agreeing to report them back to the Senate

with a recommendation for ratification with-
out amendment, The treaties were accord-
vingly reported to the Senate this afternoon,
and placed on its calendar for consideration
in due course hereafter. The committee’s
action to-day, although nominally »unani-
mous, was essentially formal, as it was not

preceded by any detailed considera-
tion of the merits of the treaties,
nor accompanied with any understand-
ing that a member should thereby

be precluded’ from offering amendments, cr
indeed from opposing favorable action in the
Senate. It being universally conceded that
these important treaties, which had already
been examined by the former committee,
must be disposed of during the present
session, and it being equally evident that any
discussion which might arige in this commit-
tee concerning them would have to be gone
over in the Senate, the favorable report was
ordered by the committee consequently, as
the readiest means of expediting final action,
It should be added, however, that aside from
conjecture and some rather vague intima-
tions which may or may not prove to be
significant, there is no special reason to
anticipate that there will be ary considerable
opposition to the ratification of the treaties
in their present terms, and on the other hand
there is strong reason to believe, in spite of
all criticism of the opposition now considered
possible, that they will both be ratified by the
requisite two-thirds majority without amend-
ment.
THE PRESIDENT AND POLYGAMY,

WasHINGTON, March 21st.—The President
said yesterday to a prominent Western Sena-
tor: *‘ Polygamy must and shall be stamped
out. This plague spot on our institutions
must be banished. I ask you, as my friend,
to take your stand in the Senate and fight
this evil until it is crushed out of existence.
We must, however, save from illegitimacy
the children born in Utah of polygamist pa-
rents. I feel bound to do this, because two
of my predecessors saw fit to recogmizas the
institution by the appointment of Brizham
Young, the head of the Church, as Governor
of the Territory.”

THE EXTRA SESSION.

WasHINGTON, March 21st.—A Democratic
Senator asked the President to-day if there
would be an extra session. The President
did not answer positively, but the Senator
says he intimated, in language not to be mis-
taken, that an extra session would be called.
The President also gave Sunset Cox to un-
derstand that the calling of an extra session
had been determined upon by the Republican
Senators. All agreed to-day that the session
should be called, and several said the pro-
clamation would be issued next Wednesday.
The best informed say Congress will be con-
vened on May 20th, to give time for special
elections to fill-vaeancies in Maine ard New
York. Morton, it is understocd, will not go
to France until after the extra session meets
This would leave only Fernando Wood’s va-
cancy to be filled in New York. The report
hasz reached the Democratic leaders that Cor-
nell would not call an election this spring,
thus preventing the election of a Democratin
Wood’s place. The Democrats communicated
with Governor Plaisted of Maine, and it is
reparted that he will not order an election to
fill Frye’s place until one is ordered in New
York to fill Wood’s.

SENATE OFFICERS.

The Democratic Senators say there has
never been any diffserence of opinionin ther
caucuses on the question of testinz the
changes of Senate officers; that the only dif-
ferences were as to the plan of procedure,
They are apparently determined to filibuster
against any change. Two Representatives
are absent, and Anthony is confined to his
room with a severe attack of rheumatism,
reducing the vote of that side to 3%—3 short
of a quornm. If an extra session be called,
however, the indications are that the Demo-
crats will then submit to the new officers,

OPPOSITION TO THE EXTRA SESSION.

CHIcAGO, March 21st. — The Z7ribune’s
Washington special says : The President has
certainly not yet decided on calling an extra
session. The opposition is much stronger
than he believed, and he is very anxious not
to make a mistake in the matter. Robeson,
Keifer and others have represented to him
that it would be unwise and impolitic. They
say the entire amount of outstanding six per
cents. can be paid bzfore next December with
the surplus revenues and a vportion of the
cash now in the Treasury, and that it would
be better to reduce the interest charge by re-
deeming $200,000,000 or even $150,000,000 of
these Ligh rate bonds, than to disturb busi-
pess and put the country to the expense of an
extra session. The Treasury officials esti-
mate the surplus revennes for the ten months
of the calendar year at $100,000,000, and
should this be realized without doubt the
Secretary of the Treasury could redeem and
cancel $150,000,000 of the outstanding sixes
before January 1st. Thissaving would equal
what agy measure passed by another session
would effect, and the Republican party would
never be held responsible for any imperfect
refunding bill, and would suffer no damage
in consequence. The Treasury officials have
made the following computation: The
4} per cent. bonds sold at a price slight-
ly more favorable for the Government
than that which coeuld be realized for the 4s
and 4}3 are respectively 112.5® and 111.33.
Computations based upon these prices show
a rate of interest yield to the investor, if
carried to maturity, of 329 and 3.20 per
cent. per annum, respectively, and this shows
that apart from the desirableness of as short
an option of redecemability as pessible, the 4}
per cents are slightly more advantageous
to the Government in point of annual inter-
est cost. It is probable that $100,000,000 of
44 per ceuts could now be sold for 111} or
111} and accrued interest, at which price the
actual cost to the Government would be less
than 33 per cent, per annum. In other
words, it would be equivalent to placing a
loan at that rate. :

WasHINGTON, March 21st.—The Senate
Committee of Foreign Relations y re-
ported back the Chinese treaties, with a
recommendaticn in each instance for ratifi-
cation without amendment. The treaties
were thereupon placed on the Senate calen-
dar of executive business.

UNITED STATES SENATE.

WasHINGTON, March 21st.—The Vice-
President presented a communication from
the Governor of Wisconsin relative to the
death of M. H. Carpenter. Read and laid
on the table, The Senate then went into an
executive session, and afterwards adjourned.

NOT AN AGENT.

‘WasHINGTON, March 21st.—The Bank of
England, through Secretary Blaine, denies
that it has authorized A. H. C. Prudence,
a St. Louis Notary, to act for them in the
United States in respect to unclaimed div-
idends in the bank.
