Sentence Postponed.— ln the Superior

Court yesterday, G. E. Landes, convicted of
l.i,an.y, came bef-r« the Court for sentence,
but up a motion of his counsel the matter
was postponed for one week to give time for
preparing papers vion appeal of the case to
the Supreme Court. The official reporter
was instructed to transcribe into long hand
the report vi the testimony for u?e in the
Court above. The miin point upon which
defendant* counsel rely for obtaining a. new-
trial is that the Court permitted Mrs. Finn
to testify, when, nt the same time, she
claimed to be lib wife. The Judge, it will
be remembered, inrilingupon this question
when itwas raised during the trial, stated to
defsn'lant's counsel that if they admitted
this (fajectiuu to be true (that she
was his wife) then there waa no neces-
sity for further testimony, as that would
prove the charge of bigamy, since the second
marriage ha i :ilrp».iy been proved by the
prosecution. Defendant's counsel then de-
nied the Lane-en Finn marriage, whereupon
Judge Clarke permitted her to testify, as her
murage had not been established. At the
close of tht, testimony for the People the
<|iiestiou was again raised by a motion made
by the defence to strike out her testimony
aud to dismiss the action, as there was not
mifficient proof to convict without her evi-
dence. Aiter full argument of the subject,
the jury having beeu withdrawn, so that it
might not he improperly influenced by the
consideration of a matter exclusively within
the province of the Judge, the motion was
again overruled. The decision of the Court,
therefore, upon the point is the result of full
deliberation. The question involved is, how-
ever, somewhat novel, and one which has not
been passed upon by the Supreme Court of
this State.

The matter, upon being laid before the
Board, wu referred to the Mayor for his ac-
tion, and do doubt a box willimmediately be
ordtreci for the Chiefs office as requested.

Election of Various City Officers— A New-
Board of Health.

The Board of City Trustees held its regu-

lar meeting yesterday morning, allthe mem-
bers present.

The report of the engineer of the city

water works showed that the works were
run fulltime during last week. There were
6,010,250 gallons of water pumped and1.12P
cubic feet of coke consumed.

Acommunication was received from Chief
Karcher, asking that the of Chief of
Police be connected with the telephone office.
Referred to the Mayor.

A remonstrance was presented, signed by
the owners of property on the south side of
X street, between Twentieth and Twenty-
fourth, protesting against the order passed at
the last meeting of the Board which directed
the construction of a sidewalk on that portion
of X street, and asking that the order be re-
considered. Add. C. Hinkson appeared for
the petitioners, and addressed the Board in
favor of revocation of the order. D. H.
Gullion opposed the granting of the request,
stating that a walk was very much needed.
Action was deferred one week.

Apetition was received asking that a side-
walk be ordered builton Seventeenth street,
between 0 and P. Ordered that walk be
built on east side of .Seventeenth, between
streets named.

C. A.Laufkotter asked permission to con-
struct a sewer p(,e along the alleybetween I
and J streets, from NJntsenth to Thirteenth.
Granted, provided the work be done under
supervision of the Street Commissioner.

The ordinance in relation to boys being
kept from the streets at nitfht was read and
then laid over for another week.

A Chinaman named Ong Goon,
who has been employed on the Sanborn
ranch, a short distance out of the city, came
insoon after noon and took dinner a*; a China
restaurant on 1 street. As he finished his
repast, he aro:e from the table, and in an in-
stant drew a butcher knife from his pocket,
and, throwing his head back, drew itacross
his throat, cutting a terrible gash and about
three-fourths severing the windpipe, but
missing the carotid artery. He was taken
into tie wagon in which he had coma to
town, and was being driven out towards the'
ranch when some officers discovered them,
and regarding the matter as suspicious,
tojkthem all to the police headquarters and
locked up the parties who were with him.
Medical aid was called, and the cut closed
and stitched, after which he waß conveyed to
the C< unty Hospita', but ke was in a very
weakened condition when he reached there,
and the wound willprobably prove fital. As
Boon as the real facts of the case became
known the Chinamen who had been locked
up were released. They state that ODgGoon
has recently lost several brothers, sisters and
other relations, and the act was thought to
have been occisinned by despondency and
unsettled mind from this cause.

THE PURCELL MYSTERY AGAIN.
It is stated that Justice Buckingham,

April19, 18S0, held an irquest on the body
of a man found twelve miles below the city,
on the Yolo side. Justice Buckingham yeE-
terday said the body was badly decomposed,
and he could not siy that it resembled Pur-
cell. The lower part of the face of the body
was gone, and any identification, after a
body bad been seven months in water, by
comparison with photographs taken in life,
wouldbe nonsense. The Justice does not at-
tempt to make any such identification, but
says the body in bight corresponded to
that of Purct-11, and there was a mus-
tache on the face, such as Purcell wore.
The hauds were soft, as were \u25a0 Pur-
cell's, but there were on the body two
pairs of old overalls, whereas Purcell
wore a business suit, and was a well illmini
man. On the other hand, on the body men-
tioned by Buckingham, there waa a pair of
fine boots, and the under clothing was very
five, and totally at variance with the ooairc
and soiled overalls. The body had on it noI
dress shirt, only the undershirt. There was
a haudkerchief inone pocket —unfortunately
that, though removed, has been lost. The
Justice took from the pocket also six keys.
Two of these bear hotel tags numbered 11ami
12. Two others are tied together by about
seven inches cf white string.?. Five of , the
keys are brass and one iron. They are all
longkeys. One is a skeleton key. Itis de-
sirable to have these keys identified if pos-
sible. Ifin response to letters sent it turns
out that the teeth ofFurcell had been filled,

Assignment to a State of Claims
Against Another State.— Attorney

General Ward has writtena letter saying
that grave doubts have been suggested as
to the constitutionality of the law provid-
ing for an assignment to the State of
claims against any of the United States,
and adding : "The State of New Hamp-
shire, some time prior to the passage of
the New York statute, passed an act very
similar to our own. Under this New
Hampshire statute bonds held by a citizen
of that State were duly assigned to the
State of New Hampshire, and a suit in
equity was brought in the name of the
State inthe Supreme Court of the United
States against the State of Louisiana, which
is stillpending. Itwas expected that this
i'ase would have a bearing on the billand
answer in January last. Whether that
has been done Iam^iot advised. The de-
cision of the Supreme Court in that case
willundoubtedly settle the constitutional
question involved in our statute, and
whether the actions provided for therein
can be successfully maintained.

SABLE KLAGS AND URAPEIIT

As when the Empress, not a year ago, was
similarly conveyed. From the \u25a0palace to the
fortress the route taken wa.s from the great
plain infront of the Winter Palace, by the Ad-
miralty quay and English quay to the Nicho-
lasviki bridge, crossing which the procession,
toek the street on a line of the island of Vos-
sileostroff, across the Toalschkcff bridge and
by Alexander park to the fortress, entering
the gate called Ivaneskai. At the funeral
ceremonies of the Empresp, last summer, the
route taken was by Trinity bridge, a wooden
structure of barges, which is removed at the
approach of ice, although the roadways acrois
the frozen Neva are much used. The fortress
is almost immediately opposite the palace.
There is a superstition among the Russians
against transporting the dead over the frozen
ice,and the route by which the cortege passed
was Borne four miles in length.

THE PROCESSION
Consisted in all of thirteen sections, com
prising 172 group?, to describe which would
oc;upy many columns. Among the notice-
able features was a figure which attracted
much attention —

the Knight of the Golden
Armor, mounted upon a korgaously-harnessed
steed, carrying a drawn sword, and supposed
to symbolize the bright and spotless character
of the departed sovereign. The most pictur-
esque features in the ceremonial were
deputatiocs, which fgured for the first time
in Russian history, representing the institu-
tion created by the late Emperor —

the Zem-
stais, the Justices of the Peace, and a motley
group of peasants, with one, at least, of a
venerable and patriarchal appearance

attired ia their winter garb, tome with sheep-
skins and rough cloth overcoatß. Following
the priests came the gorgeous catafalque, on
which rested the coffin under a rich canopy
of cloth of gold, surmounted by white ostrich
plumes.

A .MOST WONDROUS SIGHT
To behold that black tea of hats and caps
transformed into an immense expanse of pale,
upturned fact p. The funeral car was a bier
of ebony and silver on wheels, with
heavily carved silver spokes, and the super-
structure of black and silver. The whole waß

canopied by superb material encircling the
columns of the bier. The coffin of the illus-
trious dtad was almost hidden by a golden
pall lined with white satin, and the vast car
itself was drawn by four black horses com-
pletely shrouded in sable draperies. Four
general aides-de-camp stood one at each coi-

ner cf the cataiakjue, the polished metal
wheels ot which glistened in the sunlight.
Sixteen general officers held the silken cords
of the canopy. Behind the bier of his mur-
dered sire walked Alexander 111. in his im-
perial solitude, bearing alone his filial sorrow
and his state cares, and symbolizing in this last
respect his unequal position. The Emperor
was dressed in a General's uniform, wearing
a ribbon of the Order of St. An-
drew-. Following the Emperor, at a
respectful distance, came the Minister
of the Household, Minister of War and three
officers on duty.
