Disposition on Both Sides to "Fight It
Out on this Line."

ANOTHER EXPLANATION FROM SENATOR DAVIS.

Washington, March 24 th. The extraor-
dinary contest over the offices of the Senate,

which occupied the whole of to-day's session,
bids fair to waste at least another day, and
'

unless one side or the other shall cease to
continue the struggle it will probably run

into or perhaps extend through a night ses-
sion. The adjournment this afternoon was a
surprise to both parties, itbeing the result »f
a vote taken upon a casual dilatory motion
while two Republicans happened to be mo-
mentarily out of the chamber. No such ac-

cident is likely to occur to-morrow, but on

the other hand it is not at all improbable
that one or more Republicans, who have no

part inthis movement ofdoubtful expediency
which the caucus have inaugurated, willpur-
posely absent themselves, and thus allow a
motion to prevail for the consideration of ex-
ecutive business. Heretofore in ordinary
contests of endurance and persistency the
Democratic clan has been the first to disin-
tregate, but this time, inview of the intrinsic
strength of their position, the Democrats of
the Senate seem likely to stand firm. The
opposition tothe proposed change of officer?,
although thus far confined to the interposi-
tion of dilatory motions, may successfully be
extended to the resource of withholding their
votes, and thus breaking a quorum for the
Republicans With Edmunds absent in
Florida and Saunders paired, the number is
only 35, and tbo assistance of the twoInde-
pendents—Davis and Mahone— gives them
only 37, whereas 39 ars required to make a
quorum, and the Vice-President cannot vote
except in case of a tie.

Washington politicians have received
another surprise to-day in the news from
Albany that the New YorkSenate has unani-
mously indorsed Judge Robertson's nomina-
tion to the Collector of the Port ofNew York
city, and withthe same unexpected unanimi-
ty, has requested his prompt confirmation.
As the' State Senate is controlled by Conk-
ling's friends, this action U surmised by
some persons to have been inspired by him,
witha view ofrelieving him from the embar-
raiuinent of engaging in a contest where be
couldnot hope for final success ; but as he is
not in the habit of shrinking from a conflict
for prudential reasons, there is probably no
truth in this surmise, and the explanation is
doubtless to befound ina6p->Dtaueoundeaiie of
his New York friends to prevent his taking a
position on the subject which, in their judg-
ment, willbe impolitic and prejudicial to his
and their common interests. The prevalent
belief now is that the threatened serious can
test over this nomination will be wholly
averted.

Fair criticism is alwajs
entitled to respect, and the public man who shrinks
from it,even when harsh, docs rotdeserve forbear-
ance. Anattempt has be. nmade to have it appear
that the Legislature which elected me to the Senate
contained aRepublican majority, and that the State
of Illinoisinpopulation was also largely Republican.
Both these assumptions are unfounded. The Legis-
lature at that time stool as follows: Republicans-
Senate 21, House 5!); Democrats— senate -:"..
House C7; Independents— 5, House 6.

and Democrats were almost equally di-
vided, and that the few Independent*
turned the scale.
