Great Ballroud Project.

Demikh, April2d.

Charles Crocker has
arrived here on his way to the end of the
road towards the Rio Grande. He stated in
an interview with a reporter that they had
just completed the purchase of all the lands
necessary in Texas and Louisiana to run the
road direct to New Orleans, and that he had
contracted for 45,000 tons of steel rails.
They have purchased the franchise of the
San Antonia Railroad, with 200 miles of
road. The President of the Topeka Rail-
road, Jefferson Coolidge, and two of the Di-
rectors are here to accompany Crocker to the
front, which has 81 miles of rail laid, . The
road willbe completed and running to New
Orleans on July 1, 1882. They will then
make great redactions in fare and offer great
inducements to emigrants, probably putting
the fare down to $35 for emigrants and $100
for first-class from New York.

A Desperate Miner.
Seattle, April2d.—Thursday eveniog last

a coal miner employed at Newcastle, named
John Walters, applied to Superintendent
Williams for his time (wages account), saying
that he wished to draw his pay and quit tha
camp next day. Mr. Williams replied that
he would give him the time the following
day, it being measuring day, at which
Walters went off, apparently s-itistied. The
next morning, us Superintendent Williams
and Major Burn* wero entering the tunnel,
Wallace approached Williams, and inan ir-
ritable manner demanded hi* time. Will-
iams informed him that he csinld not have it
until the measure was complete.!, whereupon
Williams and Burns stepped aboard the care
and proceeded to the face of the tunnel, two
miles distant. Shortly after they arrivedthere, Walters appeared upon the scene,
worked up to a terrible passion, with a
cocked revolver in ono hand and a knife in
the other. Covering Williams with the
former, he said:

"
I)—n you, give me my

time, or you are a dead man." Mr. Burns
interposed, whereupon Walters thrust the
revolver into his face and said, "

V.m want
*ome of it, too, do you ? Another word, aud
I'llblow your brains out, too." Ke then ad-
monished both of them not to make auother
motion, or he would shoot instantly. They
were confined in a narrow portion of the
tunnel and entirely incapable of self-defense.
Considering discretion the better part of
valor. Williams beat a hasty -retreat to the
mouth of the tunnel under cover of Walters'
revolver. After giving Walters his time,
Williams sent immediately to this city for a
warrant for hi*arrest. Deputy Sheriff Wot l-
ery went out on the atternoon train to serve
the same. Upon approaching Walters the
latter cut and run. VVoolery ordered him to
stop several times, and finally fired over bin
h^ad, whereupon Walters wheeled about and
firedat Woolery, the ball striking Woolery's
side under the coat and passing out behind,
just grazing the skin. Woolery returned the
shot, when a second shot from Walters struck
him in the arm, at tho wrist, sotting out
near the elbow." Woolery, being a last run-
ner, had by this time almost got within
reach of Walters, when Walters dropped the
revolver and, drawing his knife, made a lunge
at Woolery, and Woolery warded off the
blow and responded by dealing Walters a
blow over the head with his revolver, which
felled him to the ground. Woolery now dis-
armed and ironed him, and proceeded back
to Seattle, arriving here last evening, where
Walters is now safely confined in jail. Itap-
pears that a half-breed girl,living at New-
castle, hail preferred charges against Walters
for seduction, and hence his haste to draw
his pay and quit Newcastle. It is said that
some $700 were coming tohim.
