OUT-DOOR AIR AND EXERCISE.

The surest of all natural prophylactics
is active exercise in the open air. Airis a

part of our daily food and by far the moat
important part. Aman can liveon seven
meals a week, and survive the warmest
summer day with seven draughts of fresh
water, but his supply of gaseous nourish-
ment has to be renewed at least fourteen
thousand times in the twenty-four hours.
Every breath we draw is a draught of
fresh oxygen, every emission of breath is
an evacuation of gaseous recrements. The
purity of our blood depends chiefly on the
purity of the air we breathe, for in the
laboratory of the lungs the atmospheric
air is brought into contact at each respira-
tion with the fluidsof the venous and arte-
rial systems, which absorb itand circulate
it through the wholebody ;inother words,
ifa man breathes the vitiated atmosphere
of a factory all day and of a close bedroom
all night, bis life-blood is tainted fourteen
thousand times in the course of the twen-
ty-four hoars with foul vapors, dust, and

noxious exhalations. We need not wonder,
then, that ill-ventilated dwellings aggra-
vate the evils of so many diseases, nor that

pure air should be almost a panacea. Out-
door lifeis both a remedy and a preventive
of allknown disorders of the respiratory
organs ; consumption, in all but the last
Btageof the deli'juium, cm be conquered
by transferring the battle-ground from the
sick room to tha wilderness of the next
mountain range. Asthma, catarrh, and
tubercular phthisis, are unknown among

the nomads of the intertropical des-
erts, as well as among the home-

less hunters of our Northwestern
Territories. Hunters and herders, who
breathe the pure air of the South American
pampas, subsist for years on a diet that
would endanger the life of a city dweller
in a single month. Ithas been repeatedly
observed that individuals who attained to
an extreme old age were generally poor
peasants whose vocations required daily
labor in the open air, though their habits
differed in almost every other respect;
also that the average duration of life in
various countries of the old worlddepends
not so much on climatic peculiarities or
their respective degree of culture as on the
chief occupation of the inhabitants ;the
starved Hindoo outlives the well-fed Par-
see merchant, the unkempt Bulgarian en-

joys an average longevity of 43 years to
the west Austrian citizen's 35.

What Can be Done With Paper.
—

The time when men willlighttheir cigars
at the water faucet cannot be so far off
when we read of the wonderful ways in
which paper has come to be utilized. At
the Melbourne exhibition, held recently,
there was a complete dwellinghouse made
entirely of paper, and furnished through-
out with the same substance. There were
paper walls, paper roofs, paper ceilings,
paper flooring, paper joists, paper stair-
ways, paper carpets, paper bedsteads,
paper curtains, paper bedding, paper
towels, paper bootjacks, paper bath tubs,
paper chairs, paper sofas, paper tables,
paper lamps, paper frying pans, and even
the stoves in which bright fires were kept
burning daily were of papier-mache, and
when the fabricator of this mansion gave a
banquet in this dwelling, the table cloths,
the napkins, the plates, and cups and
saucers, the bottles and the tumblers, and,
last of all, the knives and forks, were
likewise made out of paper.
