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WasHINGTON, April Sth.—The few Sen-
ators who putin an appearance at the Capitol
to-day had not much to say i ard to the
existing dead-lock in the Senate, except that
they saw no signs of a break. The Demo-
crats declared that their side is more firmly
united and determined than ever, and the
Republicans also say that there is no change
whatever in their programme, The recent
speeches of leading Senators on both sides
having exhibited the important bearing of
this contest upon the election of the next
United States Senator from Virginia, it be-
comes of interest to note that an election of
municipal and county officers is to be held in
Virginia early next month, and as the results
of this election are expected tolargelyinfluence
the fall election for Governor and members
of the Legislature, there is a manifest incen-
tive to both parties in the Senate to procras-
tinate the present contest beyond the May
election rather than accept defeat on the
pending issue previously, even if it be per-
ceived by either side to be inevitable soon
afterwards, The general belief in outside
circles, however, is that the deadlock will be
broken in some way within the next ten
days, and as a defection of even half of their
number would not prevent the remainder of
the Democratic Senators from successfully
filibustering against the election cf the Re-
publican candidates, w.i'e on the other hand
the Republicans cannot possibly elect them
or defeat the constantly renewed motions to
go into an executive session, except by main-
taining an absolutely unbroken front, it is the
prevalent opinion that the accumulating pub-
lic pressure for the transaction of executive
business will effect a break, temporary at
first, but soon afterwards irreparable, on the
R can side.

The Dakoeta Land Office— A General Over-
hauling Promised.

WasHINGTON, April 8th.—There is to be a
general overhauling of the Land Office man-
agement in Dakota. General Fessenden, of
Michigan, a practical engineer of high stand-
ing, is to be Surveyor. General Letcher, a
member of the present Ohio Legislature, will
be Register. Both will go out with full in-
structions to remedy the swindling of poor
settlers, so long carried on by the land-sharks,
Secretary Schurz last fall sent out a detec-
tive, who discovered endless cases of frauds.

Mlackmailing Scheme Frustrated—One of
the Conspirators Killed.

NEW YorK, April 8th.—An extraordinary
scheme of blackmail, concocted and planned
with remarkable persistency, but apparently
with little skill, the victims of which were
Louis Strasberger and Charles Adler, of the
firm of Liouis Strasberrer & Co., imperters of
watches and jewelry, No. 15 Maiden lane,
came to a tragic end yesterday. The black-
mailer, or one of them, was shot dead by a
policeman in an attempt to arrest him at the
moment his plot appeared to be crowned with
success, The accemplice of the fellow, who
is known, escaped. How many there are is
unknown, but it is certain that the two were
not alone in their enterprize, Strasberger is
a prominent Hebrew, and reported to be
very wealthy, IHe resides with his wife and
four children at No, 128 East Sixty first
street. The threats of blackmailers were
always directed against both families, and
were addressed to ladies, upon whose fears
they were expected to work. The operations
began as far back as Christmas, and, as they
progressed, the police were called in. On
Wednesday night the climax was reached. Miss
Spleter, the governess, was alone in Stras-
berger’s house when the bell was rung, and a
man who kept his face from the light pre-
sented a letter, whieh was addressed to Mrs.
Strasberger. He was told the latter lady
was out, and when asked to leave the letter
be snatched it and ran away. This was re-
ported to the police, and detectives were set
to watch the house from early morning for
the return of the stranger, This was yester-
day. The man did not return, but in his
stead a boy presented a letter at noon and ran
away after delivering it. The commands in
the letter were obeyed, and the governess
went out protected by the detectives. On
the southeast corner of Madison avenue, ghe
saw a man standing looking towards Stras-
berger's house, Another walked past, ex-
changing signs of recognition with him, As
the latter reached Fifth avenue a pistol shot
ired, and the second man walked towards

st street, The governess crossing,
»d an envelope and the man stooped to
As he did so the detective

d The stranger sprang back
putting his hand to his hip pocket,
shouted, *I will blow your brains out.”
The detective drew his revolver, and his
ner's hand struck against it. It went off,
and the bullet crashed through the man’s left
eye and he fell dead, A crowd gathered and
the body was taken to the station, Upon it
were found letters in the same handwriting
as in the blackmailing letters, showing the
dead man’s name to be Edward Hermann
Johann Lagert, son of a merchant in Berlin,
Prussia, He wrote to his mother and sweet-
heart that he was poor and almost destitute,
and was coming home., The police late at
pight found that the scheme was the result
of a deep-laid plot, in which Lagert was the
actor, but not the leader. Albert Vogel, a
picture dealer, at No, 32 Stanton street, was
arrested and admitted that he was the leader
and had fired the signal shot., He conceived
the plan while traveling from Europe on the
steamer Republic with Strasberger’s family a
year ago. Lagert lived at 96 Eldridge
street. His uncle is a great banker at Al-
toona, Germany, by name Hans Bauer. His
room-mate, named Danzig, stated that he
understood the whole thing to be a Nihilist
plot to get possession of important papers
compromising the Russian Government, in
the possession of the Strasbergers, This

New York, April 8th.—Further arrests
will soon be made in the Strasberger black-
mailing case. A number of letters not made
public are still in the hands of the police,
who will not disclose the contents until fur-
ther progress in the case.

The detectives here have no
idea how he is connected with it, and Fred-
erick denies all participation in it.

The Southern Pacifie's Refusal to Take
Freight,

Ca1cAGO, April Sth.—The Tribune says :
The Southern Pacific has refused to take
freicht via the Atchison road for the Pa-
cific coast business, not se much because the
new line was much looger to San Francisco
than by the Union Pacific, but principally
becanse the Southern Pacific is a Central
Pacific institution, and the Central Pacific
would force all the Pacific business, or as
much of it as it could control, via the Union
Pacific and its main line, Yesterday dis-
patches were received here informing the
roads running west from this city that Atchi-
son, Topeka and Santa Fe has withdrawn
from all freight traffic for California, Oregon
and Washington Territory. It seems that
the new line commenced with a much larger
patronage than was anticipated by the Union
Pacific, and Jay Gould thought it best to
commence bulldozing operations early, and
prevent the new line from achieving any
popularity, XEven before the new line was
opened Gould succeeded in forcing it to pool
the California- business with the Union Pa-
cifie, retaining, of course, the lion’s share for
the latter route ; but even the little that was
allowed to the Atchison route Gould thought
was too much, and, as stated above, he has
succeeded in preventing the route from doing
any California or Pacific coast business at
all, It appears that Gould concedes to the
Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe the bulk of
the Arizona business, but as that is direct
and by hundreds of miles the shortest route
to Arizona, this concession does not amount
to much, for Gould could not prevent that
business from going that way if he tried.
Collapse of the Chicago Street Car Strike

——Unconditional Surrender of the Com-

pany.

CHICAGO, April 8th.—The street car strike
collapsed suddenly about 3 o’clock this after-
noon, by the absolute and unconditional sur-
render of the company, which decided to
grant every demand of the men, The cars
started from the barns at about 4:30, and as
they began to reappear along the street their
conductors and drivers were greeted with
hearty cheers, hand-clapping and waving of
handkerchiefs from the sidewalks and win-
dows.

Uneconditionally Pardoned.

WaEeeLinG (W. Va.), April 8th.—Governor
Jackson has pardoned unconditionally Elihu
(Gregg, sentenced to be hanged. Gregg was
sentenced for burning the Court-house at Pres-
ton in 1869, escaped once, had a life sentence
once, and is now 78 years old. The Governor
has been deluzed with petitions for his par-
don.

HOUSE OF COMMONS,

Loxpow, April 8th,—In the House of
Commons to-day, Lord Elcho gave notice
that he would oppose the land bill by an
amendment that while the House was willing
to consider any measure based upon sound
principles, the present bill is economically
unsound, unjust and impolitic.

Loxpox, April 8th.—In the House of
Lords to-day the Duke of Argyle, Lord of
the Privy Seal, expressed deep sorrow at
leaving the Cabinet, He did so because of
the land bill alone, Although not opposed
to the extension of the ownership of land by
peasants, he opposed the bill, which would
destroy the ownership of land by other classes,
“T think,” hesaid, *‘ the Government scheme
will tend to paralyze the ownership of land
by placing it under limitations unknown in a
civilized country. Under thisscheme neither
landlords nor tenants will be owners. The
ownership will be ina commission of abeyance.
This would result injuriously to the agricult-
ural interests of any country, especially Ire-
land. I felt that I could not as an honest
man be responsible in recommending the
scheme as a whole to Parliament. I regret I
have separated from my friends, especially
from Mr, Gladstone, with whom I have had
connection with ever-increasing respect dur-
ing twenty-nine years.”

AFFAIBRS AT ST. PETERSBURG.

St. PETERSBURG, April 8th.—It is reported
that the Czar has received from the Nihilist
Committee a printed proclamation, dated
March 22d, offering to lay down all arms, in
return, among other things, for amnesty for
the reveluticnists. On the other hand, the
engineers continue to search for mines in the
purlieus of Annitichkeff Palace, and another
is spoken of as having been discovered lead-
ing from the Admiralty to the Saltykoff en-
trance of the Winter Palace,

TRIAL OF THE ASSASSINS OF THE CZAR,

St. PETERSBURG, April 8th.—The trial of
the assassins of the late Czar begun yester-
day. Jeliaboff conducts his own defense,
The space usually occupied by the jury was
reserved for distinguished persons, including
Prince Pierre of Oldenburg; General
Meliontine, Minister of War ; Abaza, Minis-
ister of Finance; Solski, Tmperial Comp-
troller, and General Baranoff, Prefect of St.
Petersburg. Admission to the Court is only
by ticket, and the strictest control is maia-
tained. Ten seats have been assigned to the
foreign press and five to the Russian press,
A life-size portrait of the late Czar, draped
in black, is a prominent feature in the hall.
Senator Fuches, a member of the High Court
of Casgadon, presides, assisted by four Senators
and Touraireff, Assistant Prosecutor of St.
Petersburg, and Postozki, Assistant Prosecu-
tor of the District Tribunal, Sixty-four wit-
nesses and eleven experts will be examined.
Greek, Catholie, Lutheran and Mohammedan
clercy were present to administer oaths, The
reading of the indictment occupied two
hours, 'T'he prisoners were then interrogated,
and the late Czar’s coachman was examined.
The prizoners, when asked, declined to state
their names, ages, professions or domiciles,
The decision of the Court was read rejecting
the protest of the prisoner, Jeliaboff, and
which maintained that the tribunal ought to
be constituted directly by the people or by
its legally elected delegates, and in any case
the prisoners should be tried by a jury.
Jeliaboff, replying to the President, said he
was baptized as a member of the orthodox
church, but denied its orthodoxy. He recog-
nized the doctrine of Jesus Christ, which oc-
cupied an important place in his convictions,
He served the cause of the people. It was
his sole occupation, to which for years he
had sacrificed his whole being. The Court
decided that the depositions of the deceased
merchant Goldenberg, so far as they related
to the prisoners before the Court, be allowed
to be read. The President then ianvited the
chief officer of the Court to read the indict-
ment.

DEMANDS OF THE REVOLUTIONISTS,

BerLiN, April 8th.—A letter from St.
Petersburg announces that the revolutionists
have issued a manifesto, demanding universal
suffrage and freedom of speech, press, con-
science and election, and declaring that if
this programme is adooted the Executive
Committee will dissolve and there will be no
more violence.

Highest Water Ever Known, and
Still Rising.

PRESERT OUTLOOK AT OMAHA,

Fears in Regard to New Channels
Being Cut.

THE SHOW FALL AT DIFFERENT POINTS,

The £ituation at Sioux City, Yankton and
Other Localities.

[SPECIAL BY TELEGRAPH TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

OMAHA, April 8th.—The river has risen
two feet and a half since last night, and is
still rising. It is now about twenty-one feet
above low-water mark,

THE HIGHEST RISE EVER ENOWN
Here. It is about two feet and a half higher
than the April rise of 1875 and the June rize
of 1857. Everything on the levee is flooded,
and the lowlands on the east side of the river
are flooded for miles, The river is two or
three miles wide here. A broad stream of
ice is floating with the current, which has
moved eastward somewhat, and taken off
some of the pressure on the Omaha levee.
There is about a foot of water in the smelt-
ing works, and two strong currents are run-
ning through the establishment, T'wo hun-
dred employes are temporarily thrown out of
employment on account of a stoopage of the
works. The chances are against saving the
works, but as yet they are all right, - During
this forenoon the water rose very rapidly, and
soon flooded all the Union Pacific shops—
some ten or twelve large buildings—to a
depth of 1rom six to twelve inches, and

WORK WAS ENTIRELY SUSPENDED.
Thirteen hundred men are temporarily
thrown out of employment there. No fears
are entertained as to the safety of the shops, as
they are located far inland, and the water is
only surface water, with little or no current,
The main track to the shops is built up
higher than all the other tracks, and so far
has acted as a dam or dyke, protecting all
that part of the levee lying inside of it, and
inside of which the lumber yards are located.
The water rose to the top of this track, and
a large force of men are at work piling

The Government stone riprap at Omaha is
holding out well, and keeps the current from
working westward, The current seems
swifter than yesterday. When the river
goes down, if the water falls rapidly, great
damage will probably be done here, as this is
a peculiarity of this stream, that when it falls
it cuts away its banks very rapidly and forms
new channels here and there in a very few
hours, as the lowlands are composed of loose
sand deposits, This afterncon a large point
of land on the east side of the river opposite
the Union Pacific werks was gradually cut,
thus allowing the channel to shift further
eastward, which was very favorable for
Omaha. Several hundred men are to be kept
at work all night, heaping up manure along

afternoon on a

the Union Pacific elevated track on the
river front, which is keeping the
water back admirably, though it is
a close race between the water and
men, It is likely to break through

at any moment. The river has fallen one foot
at Sioux City to-day, but is yet rising slowly
here to-night. The river is four miles wide
at this point, reaching from Omaha to Council
Bluffs this afternoon. A broad stream and
strong current is sweeping down past the
western boundary of Council Bluffs and
throngh Spoon Lake, ordinarily a small pond,
just west of the Union Pacitic Hotel and
transfer depot. The water is up to the rails
on the bridges acrcss Spoon Lake, and the
bridges are anchored down with railroad iron
to keep them in place,
A NEW CAUSE FOR ANXIETY.

Considerable ice is floating down -this
stream, and its feared that a new channel
will cut off the approach to the Union Pacific
bridge and leave the bridge thisside. A great
deal of uneasiness is felt by the Union Pa-
cific officials, This new stream, which comes
in at the bend north of Council Bluffs, is
rapidly increasing in proportions and force,
Another stream is running through the Big
Louisy creek, in the western outskirts of
Council Bluffs, and on the east side of the
Union Pacific transfer depot. Should the
water raise six inches more in the Spoon
Lake stream, it may stop the running
of trains over the Union Pacific bridge
temporarily. It is now believed, however,
that the water will begin falling some time
to-night. Numerous families on the bottom
lands around Council Bluffs have abandoned
their houses.

MORE RAILROADS IN TROUBLE,
