| The New Plan—Rules—Important Change
’ in Terms,

The City Board of Education met last
evening. Present, a full Board., A com-
mittee of Principals was present, and sub-
mitted in writing the proposed plan for pro-
motions heretofore referred to. It was as
{ follows :

That the pupils of the high and gram-
mar schools shall bs promoted only on
the unanimous recommendations of their
teachers and the Principal of the school of
which they are members. That the teachers
of the third and fourth grades shall be pro-
moted with their pupils, and after passing
through the fourth, third and second grades,
shall return to the fourth grade; but in case
there should not be pupils sufficient in the
sccond and third grades at the time of pro-

He believed the plan
would remove the checks now deemed
efficient by which the teachers now see to i
that those of the grades below do the work
allotted them, leaving none to be done in the
upper grade. The present system is an aid
to the Principals in detecting poor work, It
is a benefit to pupils to have a change of
teachers once a year. Assigning to "each
teacher a particular branch of work seems
now to work well. He admitted that the |
