THE DEAD ENGINEER.
The funeral of George Bordman Smith,

the locomotive engineer who was killedat

the recent ac.ident on the California and
Oregon Railroad, took place yesterday after-
noon from Masonic Hall, under direction of

Union Lodge, No. 58, F. and A. >!., John
McArthur, W. M.,presiding. The :funeral
was one of the largest ever held in the city.

Many hundreds of the fellow mechanics of
the deceased attended, and almost the entire
force of workmen from the railroad shops
were in the procession. The body lay in the
larger of the Masonic halls and that hall and
the adjoining one was packed with the friends
of the dead engineer, and large numbers were
unable to gain admission to the building.
The floral decorations were exceedingly pro-
fuse and very beautiful, and spoke of many a
tender friendship, loving heart and manly
sympathy. There were ia attendance from
abroad as mourners, Benjamin Smith, of
Alaraeda, Superintenc-ant of Locomotives,
C. P. 11. It,brother to the dsceassd. Ha was
accompanied by bis wife, son and daughter.
T.B. Smith, locomotive eagineer, Oakland,
and brother to deceased ;George Welch of
Oakland, Division Master Mechanic, 0. P.
K.R. ;C. A. Grow, Saa Francisco, of Audi-
tor's Department, C. P. R. R> aid David
Rutherford of South Valiejo. The attend-
ance of Freemasons wa3 the largest seen at
any funeral here for a long time. The body
was conveyed to the CityCemetery and in-

terred in the Masonic plat with the honors of
the Order. The pall-bearers were Stephen
Ursn, W. F. Peterson, Win. Eddy. T. W.
Clark, W. W. Fuller and C. J. Walquist.
The deceased engineer was born inPutney,
Vermont, and was aged 11 years. At the
first call for volunteers in the Rebellion he
enlisted in the Union army. Atthe end of
his term he Cimo to California and enter?.'
upon his trade, that of a locomotive engineer.
He ran first on the old San Jos? road, next
on the Napa Valley road, then on the Cali-
fornia Pa fee Railroad. He then acted for
three ye:ir3 as superintendent of the machine
shop of tlid Central Pacific Railroad atßock-
;liv,and then took an engine on the road and
he'd the place tjthe day of his death. He
never had an accident to a^y ma-
chinery and c his care, and in the
thousands of miles he drove locomotives,
never had a mUhap until the giving way of
rhe trestle which resulted in his sadden
death. He wa3 noted as one of the most
trustworthy of drivers, and as being pauctu-
alityitself. His trains were nearly always
on time to a second. Itis said he kept his
tirna without effort by a steady averaging of
his speed to the time given, and that he eel-
dom had to make "spurts" ofspeed to arrive
>vi tim ,but possessed that quality which en-
abled him to .ite his speed on every mile to
the time for that mile of track. Anengineer
,v ii\u25a0 knew him well, said yesterday ifa time-
table was made for every tares miles on a
line, and Smith was at the throttle-valve
lever, the train would pass each post exactly
to the second. Just beyond where the loco-
motive plunged into the gulch, carrying
Smith with it,was the whistling post for the
station a fewrods further on. Smith's train
was due at the station at 10:13 P. M. His
battered witch taken from his body shows
itstopped at 10 o'clock 12 minutes plu?.

Th« May Queen company
are working a three-foot vein, with promising
prospects. About 200 locations have already
been made in this district.
