AN EAR-BREATHING BARBER.

What man has failed to do nature has
jast done. In the town of Altoona, Perm.,
there has appeared a new and improved
type of barber. This admirable person
breathes through his ears. There appears
to be a small passage in each ear, passing
on one side of the tympanum and connect-
ing the throat with the outside air.
Through this passage the new barber can
breathe with perfect ease, while hia hear-
ing does not seem to be any less acute than
that of the usual sort of barber. He is
said to be very proud of the peculiarity
which makes him to differ from other bar-
bers, and is in the habit of permitting his
customers to place a plaster over his mouth
and a monkey wrench on his nose inorder
to prove that he can breathe with both
nose and month closed.

Others willap-
pear in other places, and the day will
come when, in accordance withthe rule of
the survival o! the fittest, the Altoona
variety of barber willbe the only variety
known. In the meantime this happy con-
summation can be hastened hy the conver-
sion of our present barbers into ear-breath-
ing barbers. There is no doubt that a
skillful surgeon could, with the aid of a
pair of small silver tubes, connect the
outer tar of any barber with his throat.
It it Mere to be pointed ont to our barbers
that unless they submit to this operation
they will have no customers, and will find
the ear breathing barbers enjoying a mo-
nopoly of business, they would doubtless
readiiy put themselves under the hands of
the surgeon, and if in a few instances the
operation should happen to prove fatal it is
improbable that any blame would be at-
tached to the surgeons.
