THE WORK OF THE RAILROAD COM-
MISSIONERS.

After a prolonged inguiry the majority

| of the Railroad Commissioners have suc-
{ ceeded in reaching a basis of mutual un-

derstanding with the railroad companies,
| the result of which is a reduction of freight
| charges amounting to from 20 to 30 per
| cent, upon grain, flour, live 'stock, cord-
1 wood, and certain other staples. Prepara-
| tory to this agreement, which was largely
| brought about by a desire on the part of
| the railroad managers to make the utmost
{ concessions possible, and which was only
| limited by their inability to make further
| reductions without fatally impairing the
| revenues of the roads, the Commissioners
| decided to allow evidence to be taken and
| argument made before them, to the end
that no grave injustice should be done.
| When the character and scope of the
powers with which the Beard is invested
Eare considered, it must be admitted that
lthc Commissioners have exhibited more
| disposition to act fairly than was displayed
by those who gave them their authority.
For it is impossible to examine their
| credentials as contained in the new Consti-
| tution without concluding that this tribunal
!was created for the express purpose of
| confiscating private property. The people,
| through the Constitution, deliberately de-
| clared their purpose to deprive certain
;property owners of their possessions, for
| the benefit of certain other property own-
{ers. Those who used the railroad, in
; fact, instead of those who owned it, were
| to be made the beneficiaries of it. A more
| outrageous abuse of the popular sover-
%eignty has never been committed than in
| the organization of this Railroad Commis-
| sion, and if the Commissioners have not
| as yet acted in the spirit of their instruc-
| tions, it is probably for no other reason
Ethau that when self-respecting men are
{ brought face to face with the real pur-
poses of such a scheme, and find that they
have been empowered to confiscate the
property of their fellow-citizens with a
stroke of the pen, they not unnaturally
shrink from the flagrant injustice and
immorality of the proposition, and en-
deavor to find a middle course which will
involve less wrong,

What the majority of the Commission-
ers have succeeded in effecting is unques-
tionably mest important, however. They
have reduced freights upon the principal
staples to the extent above recited. Gov-
ernor Stanford frankly stated that the
| railroads could not really afford this re-
duction, but that it was conceded for the
sake of bringing the matter to an issue,
and satisfying the people. Commissioners
Cone and Beerstecher recognized the
changes in the schedule as being satisfac-
| tory. But because it was proposed to
{ adopt the existing rates on other merchan-
dise for the time being, Commissioner
Stoneman entered a protest the unreason-
{able character of which is only equalled
! by its brutal indecercy and coarse malig-
| nity. With the instinct of a demagogue
he in this protest virtually charged his
| colleagues with treachery to the people,
|and even went so far as to declare that
{he conmsidered their action ‘‘an out-
L ““rage, and a violation of the letter
| “and spirit of the Constitution,” and
‘““an act which eught to damn this
‘ Board, and make it stink in the nos-
** {rils of every citizen of the State notin
| ““the interest of railroad corporations.”
{ The only outrage in this regard has been
=pf_~rpctratcd by General Stoneman. He
[ has from first to last shown himself to be
| actuated solely by a spirit of malignant
jhusti]ity to the railroads, He has made
it conspicuously apparent that his only idea
| of regulation is confiscation and destruction,
While he has never pointed out any speci-
fic cases wherein rational reductions of
| freight charges could be made, he has
5 resisted every attempt to reach a gober and
{ equitable basis of agreement, and

has
shown a purely malicious disposition to
injure and if possible break down the cor-
porations,

Instead of welcoming the reduction of
20 per cent. in fre‘ght rates as a distinct
| gain, he has sat back and obstructed all
action which did not go tke length of reck-
less confiscation. No deubt if he had
his way he would refuse the railroads a
hearing at all, and would arbitrarily fix
| their rates at points below the possibility of
earning running expenses, That is the
spirit in which he has conceived his line of
{ duty apparently, and we do not hesitate to
say that it is an abominable spirit, It is
perfectly clear that no reduction which
could have been proposed would have
suited this man, unless it wonld have been
so sweeping as to insure the ruin of the
railroads,

is unfit to exercise such powers as have
been unfortunately intrusted to him, and
that he is capable only of representing the

blindest and most irrational hatred against |

the corporations.

It seems to be the particular desire of
Commissioner Stoneman that those of his
colleagues who seek to act fairly and
equally shall get no credit for what they

efits accruing to the public from their ar-

rangements. In the present instance those

THE CHIOS CALAMITY.

Number of Killed—Suiffering Among the
Survivors.
[By Telegraph.]

T.oxpoN, April 16th,—The correspondent
of the T'imes at Scio telegraphe: I have now
made from personal observation, and with
the help of others, a pretty thorough canvass
of the state of affairs throughout the island.
The total number of dead is scarcely less
than 4,000, although some allowance may be
due to the fact that immediately after the
disaster many persons crossed to the main-
land, and some of them now reported dead
may be there. The villages on the south side
of theisland are all wrecked, hardly a single
house being left standing. The center of the
volcanic action seems to have been near
Nenita, overlooking Megals Bay on the east
coast, where 300 persous perished out of a
population of 1,200; at Vanros, 26 perished
out of a population of 600; at Phalata, 60

130 out of 480. On the western side
of the island, at] Mista many houses
fel, - but ncbody was killed. At

Vesha three-fourths of the buildings were
wrecked, but only one person killed. At
Lathi 25 persous were kilied out of 600, and
at Argonima 40 out of 400; at Anabotas 12
were killed. This is the most northerly town
on the west side, which suffered severely,
The other towns were severely shaken, but
are not in ruins, The district of Scio and
towns southeast of it suffered most of all.
Kallamasia is simply a mass of ruins, and it

I cannot conceive how any considera-
ble number of the population escaped. Only
448 perished out of 1,800. The neighboring
villages suffered similarly. Seven of the
principal ones, containiog 8,570 people, are
believed to have lost 1,327 dead. At least
nine-tenths of the houses in the sodthern and
