But for that ill-judged and
futile piece of strategy, there would have
been a satisfactory apportionment bill
passed. The members who have spent the
extra session in efforts to legislate upon
questions which were not mentioned in the
Governor’s proclamation calling it, have,
therefare, the satisfaction of knowing that
their unseasonable activity and obstinate
perversity have brought about not only the
unnecessary prolongation of the session,

but the defeat of ome of the prin-
cipal objects for which it was
called. These members perhaps thought

that they were laying the foundation for
future greatness, but in fact, as the event
shows, they were manufacturing for
themselves a very awkward burden of
responsibility, of which they will find it
difficuit to relieve themselves now that
apportionment is dead through their
agency, As, moreover, they were en-
deavoring to evade the Constitution at
the same time that they were striving so
hard to embarrass the session, the justifica-
tion of their course will be hard. Bat for
them the tession might have been ended
within the twenty days for which the
Governor called it, and instead of being

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THE MUSSEL SLOUGH CELEBRATION.

The celebration of the anniversary of the
deaths of the Mussel Slough settlers who
were killed last year while resisting the
law, is a very remarkable proceeding. It
appears to belong to a class of celebrations
properly indigenous in Irance, where 1.t
has been customary to hold deﬁan.t festi-
vals to the memory of revolntionaries. A
stranger unacquainted with the facts in
this case might suppose that the men wh.o
have just been honored in this extraordi-
nary way had fallen in the defense of some
principle, or in resistance to some great
wrong. It is easy to conceive that some
years hence the imaginary aspect which
has been given to the Muesel Slough case
might crystallize into the eemblance of his-
tory, but if this is the way in which history
is generally made, the seeker after truth
may as well burn his books and abandon
the quest in deepair.

For when it is asked what the real cir-
cumstances were under which those Mussel
Slough settlers met their death, it must be
answered that they were men who had
squatted upon lands belonging to other peo-
ple; that when called upon to pay the
rightful owners for these lands, they stub-
bornly refused to do so; that they were
equally determined not to resign posses-
sion of the lands ; that when other parties
purchased some of these lands from the
lawful owners, and the United States Mar-
shal appeared to give those purchazers pos-
session, the squatters turned out in force,
armed with guns and revolvers, and under-
took to drive the representative of the
Uunited States off the land; that out of
their unlawful actions a fight proceeded, in
the course of which several of their num-
ber, and also two of the purchasers of the
lands, were killed. This is the affair which |
is now celebrated in a solemn way asa
sort of holyday, and it is of the men who
fell in such an altercation that their friends
now speak as having died *‘in defense of
¢ their homes.”

There is no room for controversy as to
the facts, The squatters, as they must in
sirictness be designated, have been in the
wrong throughout. They deliberately
banded together to resist the law. They
undertook to drive away both the officers
of the law and the men who had acquired
legal title to the lands they held unlaw-
fully. The evidence in support of the
theory that they opened the fight is almost
conclusive. And it is certain that after
the first shooting was over some of the
squatters hunted, and finally shot from an
ambush, one of the purchasers of the land.
A more high-handed outrage than these
men thus perpetrated it would be difficult
to find. They were law-breakers, and de-
liberate law-breakers. Whatever injuries
their party sustained in the encounter which
they provoked they themselves were
wholly responsible for. They had for a
long time striven to hold land to which
they had no shadow of title, first by sys-
tematic misrepresentations,and then by sys-
tematic terrorism. - Whenever they entered
the Courts they were condemned. No
legal tribunal had anything to say in their
behalf. And but for the amazing false-
hoods by which they have misled the pub-
lic they never could have been sympa-
thized with anywhere.
| Of late their own neighbors, disgusted at
length by the impudence and mendacity of
their pretenses, have come forward with
statements which demonstrate the hollow-
ness of their cause. It has been shown
| that these squatters, while protesting
| against the reasonable and moderate grad-
| ing of the lands held by them, have been
{ taking splendid crops off those lands for
| vears, and that according to their own ad-
; missions the lands are worth four or five
| times as much as they have ever been
| asked for them. The truth appears to be
i that they have found it profitable to trade
{ upon the current hostility to the railroad
{ corporations, and that by concocting cock-
| and-bull stories about oppression they have
; succeeded in living rent free for from six
{to ten years, all the time taking heavy
| crops off the land, and defranding the
| actual owners of it out of every cent of
| profit. Two or three shrewd demagogues
have engineered the whole agitation, and
f have doubtless lived in clover, and escaped
| work, by levying coatributions upon their
{ neighbors to carry on the war.

; Meantime the public have been hood-
| winked by specious representations about
; the dreadful sufferings of these impudent
{and prosperous squatters, and so public
| sympathy has been enlisted on their be-
{ half, and especially among that class
! which naturally sides with all rebeilions
?agaiust the constituted authorities, what-
| ever and wherever they may be. And so

| The recent long detention of the Occi-
| dental and Oriental Steamehip Company’s
| steamer Oceanic in quarantine at San Fran-
| cisco has awakened attention to the urgent
| need of proper quarantine grounds at that
| point. It is justly observed that no city
| of similar importance is without such ac-
| commodations, San Francisco, moreover,
(13 the gateway of the Oment. It is the
| door through which the East and the West
| communicate. It conscquently has greater
?nced of complete and ample quarantine
{arrangements than any other city on the
continent except New York, and it ought
to kave these accommcedations. The ia-
j con vevience and injury resulting from the
want of proper quarantine grounds are
very considerabie, and this fzct was illus-
| trated in the case of the detention of the
| Oceanic. It was necessary (or it was as.
sumed to be nccessary) to keep all the
passengers of that vessel on board her for
two weeks after her arrival, and one result
| of this was to render the steamer useless
to her owners daring the entire period.
With proper quarantice arrangements an
infected vessel would at once discharge her
passengers into a hulk, or cn shore at the
quarantine buildings wherever they might
be. She could then be fumigated and dis-
infeeted thoroughiy, and could be returned

might result in breaking up all the arrange-
ments for future trips, and disorganize the
gervice completely; and if the line hap-
pened to be carrying the mails under con-
tract with the Government, the effect
would be still more damaging. San Fran-
cisco ought, therefore, to agitate for guar-
antine grounds, and Congress should be
applied to for help in the premises. A
hulk has been suggested, but we suppose
there can be no deubt that a place on shore
would be much better if it could be had.
The islands in the bay are all taken up by
the War Department, though they are not
all utilized for military purposes. One of
them could be adapted to quarantine pur-
poses with very little difficulty, and such
a location would be in many respects pe-
caliarly advantageous. If none of the
islands can be had, however, there are
plenty of available sites along the shore,
and in the last resort of ccurse a bulk
would be better than nothing. The inter-
ests of San Francisco are so plainly in-
volved in the proper adjustment of this
question that we should have thought her
people would befors now have taken steps
to urge it upon the State and National
Governments,

KALLOCH AXD HIS BRETHREN.

The harmony of the Baptict Conference
at Dixon has been completely destroyed by
the outbreak of the long smoldering senti-
ment of hostility against Kalloch and his
Temple. It has resulted in the splitting of
the Conference, a number of delegates hav-
ing seceded from the regular Conference,
and set up an independent meeting. It
looks just now as though the outcome
wounld be the discrganization of the Baptist
churches throughout the State, though itis
possible that the seceders may prove strong
enough, with the support of the churches
which are not represented at the Confer-
ence, to turn round and cut off the regu-
ars. Of course the origin of all this
trouble is the growth of a belief that
affiliation with Kalloch is fatal to the re-
ligious element in the churches. A year
ago an attempt was made to introduce the
same objection to Kalloch, but he proved
too shrewd a tactician for his antagonists,
and so beat them on their own ground.
This year a strong effort seems to have
been madeto preserve harmony by smother-
ing every allusion to the cause of con-
troversy, but the event proves that the
general feeling on the subject had become
too strong to be restrained, and the result is
a serious division. Those who wish well to
the Baptist churches will no doubt enter-
tain a hope that.the effort to separate from
Kalioch may prove successful, and that
thus a prolific source of scandal and anim.
adversion may be removed.

The Baptist Conventions—A Split which
is a Palpable Division,

Dixon, May 12th.—The split in the Bap-
tist Convention, which is nothing less than a
divizion running through the whole Baptist
Church of the coast, is the sole topic of con-
versation in town and among the ministers
and lay delegates of both factions. Al-
though the immediate action taken by the
seceders bad not been long under considera-
tion, the germ of the movement existed in
the action of the Stockton Church, which
last fall refused to entertain the San Fran-
cisco Baptist Association. Thirteer churches
in all supported tha action of the Stockton
Church, and the same one afterwards organ-
ized the Central Baptist Association; and
now they are at the head of yesterday’s
movement. The protest which was so unex-
pectedly produced and read in the regular
body had been drawn up and circulated
for signatures - but two. hours before, a
great degree of secrecy being observed. 'The
seceding party had the temporary organiza-
tion of the Convention, and thereby were en-
abled to carry out their programme suc-
cessiully, Dr, Gray, the Chairman, refusing to
recognize members who ross to object to the
reading of the protest. It is the impression
that Dr. Kalloch and his supperters, though
aware that some such movement was in con-
templation, did not expect it at that time,
and were taken by surpriss. There were 170
delegates and life members present, and of
these 66 joined the seceders yesterday even-
ing ; but further accessions are expected to-
day or before long. The Chinese delegates
wera smong the secessionists. The Dixon
Church remains in the regular Convention,
though the pastor sympathiz2s entirely with
the bolting movement. Although Dr, Kal-
loch carries the majority of the body

with bhim, in some other respects
the seceders have the advantage.
They are united and enthusiastiz,
while in the regular Convention

there are many who are disaffected towards
Kalloch, though not yet prepared fo secede.
The Abbott wing, as it is called, charge that
Dr. Kalloch has eight delegates present from
an Oakland church which has been dead
three years, The three members of the Ad-
visory Committee, through which all the
funds of the Home Maissionary Society pase,
are in the seceding party, and the Abbott
wing say that as many of the Kallcch
churches are in a large part supported by the
Missionary Society, they will have to join
the seceders or lose this important assistance.

In its regular Convention this mormirg,
after a devotional meeting of an hour, the
first business was the report on Home Mis-
sions, there being ten fields from which re-
ports were presented. Verbal reports of the
condition of all the churches remaining in the
regular Convention were then
Committees were af)pointed on Sunday-school
Missions and publication works. Rev. Mr.
Sturtevant, of Sonora, resigned his office 2s
preacher of the educational sermon, not wish-
ing to ally himself with either side, because
if he did so he would split his church. Dr.

morning there was the usual devotional meet-
ing, followed by the appointment of commit-
tees and other routine business, The pro-
ceedings were very tame in both Conventions.

Long List of Complaints.

Sax Fraxcisco, May 12th.—At the after-
noon tession of the Railroad Commissioners
a petition was read from shippers on the
Guerneville branch of the*San Francisco and
Northern Tacitic Railroad, stating, first,
that the railroad company has not euffi-
cient length of side tucEa at Guerneville, on
the line of which to pile wood, pickets,
posts, shingles and sawed lumber manufac-
tured; second, that there is not sufficient
dockage and side track at Donahue to handle
the great amount of teavy freight shipped to
that poiat, thereby causiog delay to vessels
and an increase of freight charges from there
to San Fraucisco aud other points; third,
that the railroad company do not furnish a
sufficient number of flats to carry the freight
as fast as produced, 8o that shippers
are unable to fill cosntracts, and thereby
suffer damages; fourth, that there is
no agent employed on the whole line
of sixteen miles, with rine stations
or shipping peinte. They get ro receipts for
merchandise shipped, and no regulations are
r-ade in regard to the amount shipped on
each car, 8o that it frequently happens that
one shipper is charged with $3 and $10 extra
per load, whila other shippers loadicg the
same amounts of the same material at the
same time are charged only the regular rates.
