ROBERTSON CONFIRMED

The Senate ycstcrd:y counfirmed the
nomination of Judge Robertson to the
Collectorship of New York. Thus- the

first act of the Garfield-Conkling darama
ends in the trinmph of the former and the
discomfiture of the latter. Judge Robert-
son will find his new appointment rather
inconvenient at this moment, and he will
probably have bo ask Mr. Merrftt to keep
his seat warm for him a week or two, until
the Senatorial problem at Albany is solved.
Whatever the result of that controversy,
however, it may be considered as settled
that Mr. Conkling’s theory about execu-
tive appointments has been condemned by
the Scnate, and that hercafter when the
President sends an unexceptionzble nomi-
nation in to that bedy, it will be consid-
ered on ite merite, and will not be shelved
to suit the caprice of any single Semator.
This is the most important result of the
Robertson epizode. It isin effect a doing
away with that usurpation which has been
so long concealed under the pretense of
*‘Senatorial courtesy.” Hereafter there
is reasonable ground for hoping that the
constitutional powers of the Executive
wili not be denied him, and that the Scn-
ate will confine itseli to its own constita.
tional fumctions,

WiILL COrELING BIZ RE-ELECTED?

It iz said that Mr. Ccnkling expresses
himself 23 coufident of re election to the
Senate, but if this be so it is evident that
either he or his frieads are talkingina
very imprudent way. For he canonly base
that confidence on the assumpticn that the
Repablicans in tho Legislature will stand
by him ; yet at the very moment that he
mzkes this calculation he is saying, or
allowing it be said for him, that he does
not intend to go back to Washington as a
member of the Republlican party. Of
course Mr. Conkling has a perfect right to
leave the Republican party; butassaredly

he has no right to expect that Republicans

will elect him to the Senate on any other
than a party basis. If Mr. Conkling in-
tends to feave the party he is taking a very
singnlar way of notifying his intention, in
asking a Republican Legislature to make
him United States Senator. Nor is it pos-
sible to conceive how the Republicans in
that Legislatnre can justify to themselves
and their party the indorsement of a candi-
date who openly declares that he will no
longer go into the Republican caucus, but
will hold aloof from the party altogether,
and devote himself entirely to fighting its
head.

We understand that at such a time as
this all manner of wild and irresponsible
statements are liable to obtain circulation,
but we observe that the strange reports
above referred to have all been put forward
either as coming direct from Mr, Conkling,
or from some of his most intimate friends.
This necessarily increases their singularity,
and makes it obligatory to inquire whether
in fact Mr. Conkling locks for re-election
in the special character of a man who bhas
left the Republican party. If he.does it
will be in order for the constituents of the
New York *Republican legislators to ask
them under what authority they propose
(if they do so propose) to vote for a candi-
date who confesges himself to be no longer
a Republican. The situation, so far as
both Mr. Cenkling and the Legislature are
concerned, is a difficult one, Even sup-
posing all the reports about hLis leaving the
party are destitute of foundation, it is stiil
difficuls to understand what motive the
Legislature can have for re-electing him.
For whatever else may be obscure, it is
perfectly clear that if he goes back to
Washington it will be to create discord in
the Republican party, and it is equally
plain that the Legislature cannot re-elect
him without declaring war itself upon the
Administration.

Why it should do this, or what it should
expect from such a course, are questions
which we cannot answer satisfactorily. If
the Republican members are all ‘‘ machine”
men, they of course must perceive that in
adhering to Conkling they are sacrificing
their political prospects. They must
know that a Senator who sets out on a
campaign against the Administration will
necessarily be compelled torely entirely up-
oa his own resources. That he will not only
ba deprived of all the Federal patronage,
but that whatever influence is derived from
that patronage will be given to his enemies
in the party. Mr. Conkling’s re-election
involves the transfer of the entire patron.

What the Legis-
lature has to expect from the programme
he offers it, therefore, it is difficult to un-
derstand.

COLLECTOR RUBERTSON MAKES A SPEECH.

ALBaNY, May 18th.—Collectrr Robertson, in a
specch to-night to serenaders, said :

Fellow Citizens : You have come to-night to con-
gratulate me upon 1wy confirmation of Collector of
the Port of New York. Let me congratulate you,
or rather the country, upon the fact that we have a
President whose intelliginee, firmness and patience
will protect the Constitution frem cvery assault,
coming from whatever quarter it may. I did not
seek the Collectorship, nor did any one ask it
for me. I visited neither Washington nor
Mentor. 1 had no coriespondence or com-
munication, directly or indirectly, with the
President in regard to it. The bestowal of the
office, under such circumsiances, was exceedingly
gratifying to me. During the pendency of my
nomination in the Senate other events of a gratify-
ing churactir occurred. 1 was much gratified with
the carly and judicious advice of the Chiet Magis-
trate of this great State in respect to the proper
disposition of that nomination, inspired as that
advice was by a high sense of honor, sound judg-
ment and great practical sagacity—advice which,

if taken in the spirit in which it was
given, would have strengthened, solidified
and made the Republcan party in this
State  invincible. I was also gratified with

the una:imous tender of thanks to the President
for the nomination by my associat:s in both
branches «f the Legislature, and with a like unan-
imous request to the Senate for prompt confirma-
tion. 1 was gratified by the generous support
which the entire press of the country, with rare ex-
ceptions, gave the President in the contest that re-
sultea in my confinmation. I was gratified with the
almost universal expression of Republicans and
Democrats everywhere throughout the length and
breadth of the land in commendation of the Presi-
dent's course throughout the entire sffair The
popular approval of the President’s determination
to maintain a constitutional right has been such as
was never vouchsafed to any other President. I
venture to say there is no neighborhood within the
United States, » majority of whose inhabitants
are not in full accord with the President on
that question of the abolition of the unit rule, the
defeat of the third term project, the establishment
of the principle of district representation
at Chicago and the reaffirmance at Washington to-
day of the constitutional right of the Presideut to
nominate to the Senate, and to have such nomina-
ticns considered, are a hopeful evidence of the
dawning of a brighter day in politics, when inde-
pendence of thought and independenee of action
may be exercised within th: party by any loyal
member thereof, without a certainty of instant
death beneath the wheels of the political jugger-
naut. When that day comes, and not till then, we
shall have what you and every other good citizen
has long and earnestly desired—a Government by
the people. In conclusion, let me say that I shall,
in the discharge of the duties of this, as of every
other office held by me, take care that the interests
of the people receive no detriment. I thank you
for your congratulation and the honor you have
done me on this cccasion, and bid you good-night.

CONKLING 0OOL AND DETERMINED.

Wasnmaroy May 1sth.—Cookling says nothing
for publication about his policy, but his chief fziendg
gathering in Albany to insist upon hjs re election
indicates that they are informed cf his purpose.
He is described as cool and game asever. The news
that the New York State Senate will refuse to go
into au election, if that be nccesssry to defeat him,
did not excite or alarm him. His friends say that
he claims to have known the feelings and wishes of
his constituents, and to have acted in accerdance
with them.

SENATORIAL VIEWS

Two Republican Scnators talking together to-day,
agreed in conclusion that Conkling and Platt will be
beaten ; that they had not at' first appreciated the
full force and strength of the fight against them.

One Senator said if the present New York Legis-
lature fiiis to elect, he helieved that Conkling would

FX-SENATOR SARGENT'S VIEWS,

{ The correspondent of the REcorp-UsioN at San
Francisco has iuterviewed ex-Senator Sargent, and
telegraphs the result asunder.

SaNy Fraxcisco, May 18th.- Your eorrespondent
this afternoon had an interview with ex-Senator
Sargent on the question ncw agitating the public
mind. Mr. Sargent premised by saying he had no
opinions on public matters that he wzs not willing
to bave published, though they might not be in ac-
cordance with the current public opinion. The fol-
lowing colloquy then ensued :

“ What do you think of the difficulty between the
President and Senator Conkling 7

“J think that the controversy was entirely un-
nceessary ; that it threatens the safety of the party
in New York. Iam very gorry that the only one to
suffer by it could not be the one who started the
quarrel.”

““Who do you think started it¥”

““ Why, certainly not the New York Senators.
They did not remove Merritt in the midst of his
term merely to make room for a serviceable poli-
tician. I do not think Mr. Garficld would have
picked out Robertson for such a place, or theught
it necessary to make any present change, had he not
been prompted to it.”

“Then you think Blaine is the author of the
trouble?

“ That is apparent to me on the face of things,
Bitween him and Mr. Conkling therc has been a
bitter enmity for a score of years. Conkling twice
prevented Blaine’s nomination to the Presidency,
and Blamne has aimed a blow at Conkling. So far as
Blaine is concerned, it is a personal quarrel,into
which the President has been unwittingly drawn,
and frora which he is too proud to draw back.”

“ But would not Blaine hesitate to make trouble
in the party in New York?”

‘“ He does not seem to have done 8o.”

“Suppose Conkling had accepted the situation—
then there would have been uo trouble, would
there t”

“ He might have consented to let Robertson be
confirmed, but he would thLereby have coasented
that an adroit politician should take the enginery
of the Custom-house to fight against him and his
friends to the death., As he is the representative
of a majority of the party, this was asking too
much, and m'x) one who knew him knows that there
would be a fight. That was what Blaine
wanted. A fight against the Administra-
tion would destroy Conkling, and that was Blaine's
purpose. Not to fight was equally destruction, so I
think an unfair advantage wes taken of Conkling,
to impel an honorable man, whose good name uo
stain has ever blemished, a great man, the peer of
any one in public life, an unfaltering Republican,
whose eminent serviees in the last campaign mv'e
this Administrat'on—to drive such a man into a
situntion where he i3 lost now if he should figzht, or
at the end of his term if he should dccline the con-
test.” &

“Would not Conkling hav: done more wiscly by
remaining in the Senate ?”

“Yes; if he hed cared for the Secnate
as an end; but if he cared less for
a membership in that body than to pro-

test effectually against the new doctrine that
the Senate must merely register the President’s
will, then I think he did well to resign, even if not
re.e ected. During my short serviee in that body,
Inever heard it intim:ated that a Senator would
loze the favor of the White House, or need an in-
roduction to the President, if he should vote one
way or another on pending nominations, or any
other question. Grant neminsted Caleb Cushing
for Chief Justice, and was extremely anxious for his
confirmat’on. I compassed the defeat of this cher-
ished wish of the President without any diminution
of his kindly regard. Ia the last Administration
Senators who voted against it in the New York con-
tested nominations were not treated as foes. That
1 personally know. It will no: do to admit that
official frowns or favors may be used to scare or pur-
chase legislators. The next step is Imperialism—
if that step i3 not aiready involved It leads up to
Walpole’s method or the knout. Neither are con-
sonant with democratic theories or safety.”

“Then you think Conkling quarrels with the Sen-
ate 2s well as the Administration ¥’

“ 1 think be intends to mark his disgust at the
compliance of Senators with the demand that is
m:de on them to sprrender their judgment to an
Executive exigency. He is far from a patient man,
and not aiways an amiable one; but with all his
faults of temper, which sometimes put him ata
disadvantage, and which have made him enemies,
he is & man that neither party nor coun ry can well
spare from public life. His ability and freedom
from sordid motives, certainly his grand utterances
for freedom and justice, should gain an esteem
from Republicans that a petty personal foible should
not forfeit.”

FOREIGN NEWS.

Great Britain.
THE LAND LEAGUE,

DugpLiN, May 18th.—At the meeting of the
Land League yesterday the attendanca was
larger than usual. The annonuncement of re-
ceipts amounted to £886. The fact that the
American dispatches had not come to hand
accounted for the comparative smallness of
the receipts. A casual reference by one of
the speakers to the question of the advisabil-
ity of a general strike against the payment
of rent elicited applause.

THE REVISION OF THE BIBLE.

New York, May 18th.—A dispatch from
T.ondon gives the main points of the
Standard's review of the revised Testament,
The writer of the article asserts that what-
ever scholars 1 auy think of the labors of the
revisors, the impres=ion procuced upon the
public mird is one of disappointment and dis-
satisfaction. Itis deeply $o be recretied that
the revisors, jucging trom the work jast pub-
lished, have apparently forgotten the condi-
tions under which the task was intrusted to
It is obvious that a great many of
the alterations adopted have beem approved
for reasons of mere literary eriticism, which
made us rather skeptical as to the infaliibil-
ity or ever the good taste of the revisors,
They have pevertheless thought themselves
justified in mending the English and improv-
ing the grammar of passages which have
struck deep root in the hearts and memory of
the English people. One word has been sub-
stituted for another at the whim of the New
Testament Committee ; moods and tenses
have been shifted abount to satisfy some pe-
dantic scheme of a syntectical symmetry ;
sentences treasured up in the popular mind,
end enriched beyond description by pathelic
associations of hundreds of years, Lhave been
tortured and crucified into precise grammati-
cal accord with the latest refinements of
critical labor, upon a comparison of the early

manuscript texts, and thus has been
robbed of all its true value, The sys-
tem upon which the revisors appear
tr have acted, in our judgment, is

altogether erroneous and deplorable. The
writer then points out the portion of the
Scriptures known among the English-speak-
ing people. They have been kuown by them
and l>ved by thema for centuries, he says,
and it is rash and reckless to shake this noble
growth of ceunturies by attempting to har-
monize it with the correctness of
gelf-opinionated scholarship, or regulated
by the doubtful standard of taste
accepted by a motley combination of
theologians and professors, Even the Lord’s
Prayer, which every English-speaking
child learns to lisp at its 1inother’s
knee, has not been spared. St Pauls
praise ot Christ, unequaled in its
own kind for ringing rythmical eloquence in
the old version, is mangled and made uuore-
cogpizable by the senseless substitution of
the word *‘ love” for charity. The meaning
is really obsenred, rather than elucidated, by
the change, while the music of the sentence
is irretriavably lost. Alterations of diction
of the old version, invelving no gain in sensze,
or scarcely perceptible, swarm in the revised
edition, snd in almost every instance
it is impossible not to feel that the
original translations, however inferior
to those of the pressnt revisors in
precize and exhaustive scholarship, textual
or general, were infinitely their superiors in
the rare and precious art of writing musical
and masculine English prose. Had they
purged the racred text of errors which had
crept into it, and placed where it was neces.
sary the variorum readings in the margins,
they would have performed a useful and ac-
ceptable work, but in the effort to attsin dry
and merely mechanical accuracy of expres-
sion they have so revised the noblest book in
the English language as to deprive it of much
of its beauty, and they have destroyed many
of its historical stories. The Standard writer
gays: ‘It remains now forthe reviors to
revize the text they have produced. If this
new version i3 to be generally used and to
supercede the szuthorized versiop, many of
the alterations that have been made must be
discarded.”

THE INTERNAL CONDITION OF THE COUNTRY—
GENERAL IGNATIEFF S8 CIRCULAR.

St. PeTERSBURG, May 18th. — General
Ignatieff, succeszor of General Melikoff, has
addressed a circunlar, dated to-day, to the
Governors of the provinces, explaining the
principles of the Imperial manifeste, and an-
nouncivg the views of the Government cn
the internal condition of the country. It re-
fors to the dark sides of the present state of
society, the irreligious education of the
youth, the inactivity of the authorities, the
indifferenca of many holders of public offices
to the general welfare, and their avaricious
management of public property. Herein, it
says, is to be fouud an explanation of the
painful fact that the great reforins intro-
duced by the last Government did not
yield the full bencfit the deceased Emperor
bad a right to expect, but an autocrat,
strong in the attachment and unbounded
love of a great people, can, with the enlight-
ened co-operation of the best sons of the
fatherland, successfully remove the great evil
from which Russia is suffering. The first
task to be accomplished is the extirpation of
the spirit of rebellion, which society must
connteract of its own initiation, The perse-
cution of the Jews in Ukraire shows how
ccmpletely the people yield to the influence
of evil-dizposed persons, and unsuspectingly
serve their rebellious plans. The task is to
strengthen faith and morale. The Govern-
ment will take especial care to introduce
order and justice into the institations of the
late Uzar. If there be a cordial co-operation
between society and the Government, the

resent diffieulties will certainly disappear.
