WASHiNfiTOX, May 20th. -The (special and inevery
way "extraordinary ses.-iui," of the Senate ended
to-day, at just about the time and with precisely
the same outcome of tin lohg-continutil deadlock
that were predicted in these dipaiches 1early two
mouth* a^». The Republican caucus pro» iding tor

the election of George C. Qorham as Secretary, to-
gether with Kiddleberj;er as Scrgiantat Anns, and
various other candidates for the remainder of the
Senate oltices, expired at the adjournment this af-
ternoon, and if any similar movement be made
next winter, the personnel of the ticket would un-
doubtedly undergo some change.- The corridor* surrounding the Senate chamber,
and all the galleries, were filled to-day long prior to
the hour for the Senators' assemblage. The occu-
pints' of tne J galleries weia spectators, attracted
merely bya desire to witness ,the clueinj; scenes of
the session, but the thrones in the corridors con-
tained numbers jof applicants for office, and the
anxiety with wh eh they inquired T about the proba-
bilityof more nominations being sent in, and the
eagerness they displayed in grasping at rumors,
demonstrated that the lot of the office-seekers isnot
by any means a happy one. -'

When the special committee appointed to inquire
of the President if he bad further bunine;s to com-
municate reported :that he had nothing \u25a0 more,
numeious countenances ned pale. . Those who
were hoping that their names would lie sent in to-
day for the place? they lad sought were amazed.
After the Senate hidbeen in executive session half

an hvur, a report was circulated that a

of nominations had gone in. Th.re was a r.tce to
the table in the Secretary office where dupli-

" sheets ; were V spread, but the hopeful

ones were doomed to another disappointment,

was ultimately relieved, there iwere still many dis-
consolate faces visible after the adjournment, when
the official lists were searched in vain to discover
any record of action on a considerable number of

nominations which have

There wag a short debate on the acinination if
Vim. E. Chandler as Solicitor General. Bayard
briefly outlined the Democratic opposition to his
confirmation, on the ground that Chandler had been
a foe to the South, and is too pronounced a Hi-publi-
can partisan for the portion, Blair spoke at con-
siderable length in support of the nomination.
Frye earnestly hut briefly advocated it. Avote
was taken, which resulted in a rejection by ama
i'.rity as follows :Yeas—l9Republicans ;noes— 23
Democrats, and Senator Cameron, of Pennsylvania.
The only other Republican present and unpaired |
whodid not vote in favor of confirm ition was Sen-
ator* Mitchell ofIPennsylvania, who withheld his
vote.

THE BOTTOM CASE

REPORT OK THE SECRE-
TARY OF STATK.

The report of the Secretary of State in the case
of Michael P. Boyton sets forth that Boyton was one
of the defendant travellers in the late prosecution
at Dublin, and was proceeded against in common
with prominent members of Parliament from Ire-
land, and an officer of the .Irish Lind League ;that
the proceeding was terminated on the 23th of Jan

-
vary.. No claim of American citizenship was pre-
sented inbehalf of Boyton. Boyton, however, vis-

ited the United States Consul at Dublin InNovem-
ber, and produced a passport issued to him by the
State Department under date of November 20, 1860,

requesting its visa. Barrow, the Consul there, un-
der a misapprehension of his official duty in the

Ipremises, declined to attach the desired visa, on the
iground that Boyton was one of the travellers inthe
jpending State trial, and asked the Department to
Iinstruct him as to

'
his course in case Boyton

should apply to him for protection
las an American citizen. . . The \ Department
answered, postponing instructions as to any further
application Boyton might make for protection until
the im\u25a0(\u25a0 should arise, but opposing; Barrow's refusal
to grant the Visa, not on the ground on which Bar-

rows alleged, but became of a long-standing execu-
tive order requiring that a passport must be re-
newed at the end of two year*. The Assistant Sec
retary of State also stated to the Consul that lloyton

appeared by the records of the Department tobe a
native-b <m; citizen of the United States, having
been (torn in the State of New York. Early in
February last Boyton made application to the Con-

sul at Dublin for» new passport, which application!
under the rules, was transmitted with the old pass-
port tc the United State] Legation at London.
In his letter of communication toMinister Lowell,
Consul Harrow conveyed the impression that the
Department had approved his refusal to attach a
visa to the passport on the ground that Boyton was
one of the traverars at the State trial, whereupon
Lowell asked for the correspondence in;the rage,

and at the same time suggested that Bojton direct
his application .to the Legation. Barrow sent to

Lowell inFebruary the correspondence had with
the Department, and mentioned the circumstance
that Doyton had told him he was not a native-born
citizen of the United States, having been born in

Ireland and taken to America when a child. On the
20th of March last the British.Parliament passed a
measure known as the

"
Coercion ict." .Under that

statute a warrant of arrest for Michael H. Boyton
of

'
Kildare was issued, ;and Bpyton was ar-

rested .on \u25a0 the ',; Bth \of March. He \at {once
telegraphed :; Minister Lowell, demanding ;the
protection .: of ;the ; United \u25a0; State* Minister.
Lowell thereupon, had se\cral interviews with the
British Secretary of Sta^f for Foreign Affairs in re-

gard to Hoyton's complaint, and also instructed Bar-

row to visit the prisoner and obtain proof in regard
to his American citizenship :and if the fact .' such
citizenship was sufficiently ascertained, to take en-
ergetic steps for bis protection. Barrow.visited
Boyton, and received from him a circumstantial
declaration that he was born inIreland in 1346, and

his father emigrated to the jUnited States in1859,

and he (the younger Boyton) served inthe United
States navy In 1564 and 1865. Thereupon Minister
Lowell endeavored to remove the doubts suggested
by the > discrepancies !in'Boyson's

-
statements,

and the ,State Department record in. the
matter of his application for a passport,' and ,to
that end wrote directly to Boyton, asking an expla-
nation. :Boytonresponded bya verbal statement to

The question of United Stati 8 citizenship, continues
the report, being the essence of any successful ap-
peal to the British Government for e'emency or
Immediate justice ';in

"Boyton's J;behalf,

every

effort has been made to fsubstantiate the
status claimed f.r him. However, it is no more
apparent to the Department at the present time
than amouth age that Button is entitled to protec-
tion as a citizen of the United States. That Michael
P. Boyton has foryears honestly believed himself a
citizen of the United States, and that he has lived
and acted in that belief without troubling himself
to verify the law and facts ': in his case, is to my
mind perfectly clear. Unfortunately, however, the
questions of naturalization and citizenship depend
on law and facts and not on sentiment and belief. !
Iwouldnot hesitate to take every step warrantable I
hyinternational law and justice in his behalf. So j
strongly does his cave appeal to sympathy that ifi
the sense of the Senate should favor such \u25a0 ana,
I;would cheerfully 'counsel th*;President to
appeal 'to the friendly

'
benevolence of the

'
British Government, representing Boyton'* position ;
as that of aman who, secure for years in the self-
conviction of his rights as a citizen, has f liled to

verify.them, as he could have done by law long ago,
and urginir his immediate trial, ifevidence exists
against him to warrant such a proceeding, or his
telease on condition of returning to this country,

here to acquire a status and fulfillthe obligations of
a faithful and law-abiding citizen.

The official cor-

respondence in the case, and the evidence possessed
as to Boyton's allegiance, are herewith transmitted
as evidence of the widespread interest existing in
this country over the arrest of Boyton. ":

HAWAIIAN NEWS.

The steamer City of Sydney, whioh ar-

rived at San Francisco on Wednesday
night, brings news from Honolulu to May
10th :

The lava flow is steadily making its way
through the woods, and is now within a
mile of coming through them ;as soon as
it passes the woods itwill reach a down
grade, and its progress willbe much more
rapid.

Allthe islands of the group were visited
by a sharp earthquake shock on April21-sf.

The Hawaiian Gavtte of May 4th says :
There once more seems a gleam of hope in
the small pox. The number of cases has
fallen off, aud a great effort is just now
being made by the authorities to stamp
out the disease. The people in a number
of the quarantined houses have been re-
moved to the reef, the houses have been
fumigated, and very few infected houses,
as far as the police know, remain inhabited
at present.

The United States steamer Wachusett,
which was cent out irom Sin Francisco to
look for the City of New York, arrived at
Honolulu on April18th, just as the object
of her search was leaving for the Austra-
lian colonies.

The Saturday Press, in a long article on
the causes of the rapid djing out of the
Hawaiian people, says: "The remedy, if
there be one, can be effected only by the
natives themselves. Temperance, sober-
nees an ]chastity are the only hope?."

The i(5 !a! report of the Board of Health
to May 7ch states that the total number of
small-pox cases reported is 607 ; total
deaths. -.VI; total number in quarantine,
.319. The total number of cases in the
Small-pox Hospital is 63.

A number of Norwegians who recently
arrived by the Beta, employed at Bailey's
plantation, Wailuku, Maui, refused to ful-
filltheir part of the labor contract.
