THE NEW YORK SITUATION.
Asort of obscurity hangs over the New

York situation. Conkling, having resigned
the Senatorship, seems in doubt as to
whether he ought to become a candidate
for re-election. Probably his real doubt is

as to his chances of re-election. Ifhe could
be sent back without any personal or open
solicitation, he thinks it would vindicate
him in some indefinable way. Bat the
indications are that he cannot go back un-

less he is prepared to make a desperate
and determined struggle for it,and by no

means certainly even in that case. The
position in which he has placed himself is
indeed peculiar. His friends may wellask
him why he resigned ifhe wishes to return
to the Senate, since the only effect of his
resignation can be to commit them to
an unequal and disastrous contest
with the Administration. It is also
apparent that all who support his candi-
dature now must do so from motives of
personal friendship alone ;since inso do-
ing they will necessarily proscribe them-
selves, and forfeit all expectations of
officialreward during the present adminis-
tration. Itis probable that many of Mr.
t'onkling's friends will fail to stand this
sharp test of their loyalty and sincerity,
and that he willfind himself deserted by
not a few whohave been at his bidding in
the past only because they appreciated the
benefits it was in his power to dis-
pense. There is, we suppose, no
doubt that Messrs. Conkling and Piatt are
both willingto go back to the Senate if
they can do so, and itis not a matter for
question that they have been taking sound-
ings ever since they resigned, with a view
to determine their future course. Mr.
Conkling's present silence cannot be re-
garded as indicating any reluctance to be-
come a candidate again. It is doubtless
assumed for no other purpose than to
leave him a decorous means of re-
treat, should his reelection prove
hopeless. During this period of sus-
pense he is busy testing the situa-
tion, and when he has made up his
mind as to the possibilities the country will
be favored with his next manifesto. Of
course there is no spontaneity inall this.
The whole of the proceedings arc affected,
artificialand theatrical. Already the pos-
sibility of any moral vindication of the re-
signing Senators has disappeared, and itis
made plain that if they are re elected it
willonly be byfree handling of the ordinary
vulgar political tricks and maneuvers.
And though some fresh courage appears to
have been recently infused into the so-
called stalwarts, there is nothing known
which justifies the belief that the so-called"

half-breeds
"

have lost any ground.

THE BOYTON CASE.

Secretary Wane's report upon, the Boy-
ton case shows that this claimant !ol
American citizenship jhas failed to sub-
stantiate his claim so completely that the
Government could nut, without impropri-
ety, make any representations concerning
him to England. Whether he really be-
lieved that he was an American citizen is
of course a quctt.cn Lot easily answered,

but even had his prco's been as full as
they are in fact deficient.it is clear that
it would have been a very difficult

ungracious task to ask his release under
the circumstances. He is accused of hav-
ing fomented sedition ina foreign country,
and it is very certain that no American
citizen has a light to do that, and that the
American Government wouldnot be justi-
fied inproposing the release of a person so

RIPARIAN RIGHTS.

ft,We publish in another column a very j
suggestive letter from a correspondent i»,n

this question. The views presented bj- \iim
as to the imprudence of followingthe old
English law of riparian rights in countries
where the conditions are such as to demand

different legislation, are obviously sound

and rational. -It is'\u25a0* evident that the only

result of adherence to the English lawin

California can he to defeat allattempts at

cultivation by irrigation. But it appears
to us equally apparent that it would.be
a mistake of similar gravity to adopt a uni-
form\u25a0\u25a0 system of riparian rights for this
State, since it is clear that the needs of
various regions are not identical, but in
many cases quite different. > The English
system undoubtedly grew out of social and
governmental conditions which have long

ceased to exist, and to whichno parallel
could ever be found in this country. ;Ri-
parian rights as settled under the English

law belong to that . feudal !system under
whichpopular claims may be said to have
been ignored. The land and its appurte-
nances were held in fee by chiefs, whose

convenience alone was considered. There

were then no commercial requirements to

be thought of, and the landlord claimed
the water which flowed through or past

!his holding, without any regard to the
lights of those _ who lived above or below
him. Custom has rendered tht3 arbitrary
and crude. system familiar to the English
people, and they have gradually adapted
themselves to it, but we do not think it
can be argued that it was inany true sense

i the result of an attempt' to meet popular
requirements, or that it has ever been

1 specially suited to the needs of England.
The Colorado Courts, as our correspond-

, ent points out, have taken the rational
method of substituting a system adapted
to the wants of the Colorado people, for

'

the English law. The principle undeily-

ing this course is one which California leg-

islators and Judges may do well to accept,
, but it does not follow that the Colorado
'

method is necessarily the best for this
State. In fact the adoption of the Colorado
principle requires no more than that what-

-1 ever system is adopted shall be inharmony

with the environment ;and it is clear that
• this principle could not be faithfully car-

ried out by a scheme which forced upon

a State having diverse needs, a cast-iron

i plan of any kind. The one trustworthy

method of procedure in revising our laws
* relating to the use of water is to apply to
'

every district such regulations as best fit
. its necessities. We have here a region in-

which irrigation is needed, and another
region in which miningis the paramount
industry. We cannot afford to adopt a

system of riparian rights which, in order
to secure freedom to cultivators by irriga-
tion, requires the farmers of the northern
part of the State to submit to ruinby the
precipitation of mining detritus upon their
lands. Neither can we afford, for the
sake of stopping this evil, to deprive the
southern irrigators of the facilities which

are indispensable to them.
We cannot, in fact, suit the circum-

stances to the law ;we must take the
opposite method, and adjust the law to

the circumstances. The end to be sought

by alllegislation is the securing of the great-
est good to the greatest number. Itcan
never be regarded as wise legislation to

sacrifice the rights of any citizens to any

other citizens when such a ,sacrifice is by

any possibility avoidable. Experience has

shown that it is impracticable to frame a
riparian system which willby one set of
regulations satisfy the requirements of the
whole community. We should, therefore,
cease to strive for such uniformity, and
content ourselves with so elastic a scheme
that itmay be applied with equal justice
and benefit to as many differences of condi-
tion as are to be dealt with. There are
regions in California where the Colorado
plan is best adapted to the popular needs.
There are other regions where that plan
would prove disastrous toimportant inter-
ests. Itshould be clear from these facts
that the main requirement is not a cast-
iron scheme of any kind, but the securing
of equal protection for allmanner of rights
and necessities.

The English riparian rights lawis one
which, in our judgment, ought to be dis-

carded altogether in this country. The
id»a that it is neceesary for the protection
of popular rights is fallacious, since those
rights can be guarded withoutresort toany

such clumsy and artificial theory. The
maxim tic utere tito id alienum non
leedas, constitutes an independent and
comprehensive basis for protective and
remedial legislation, and does not need to

j be fortified by resort to feudal theories
iwhich have no raison d'etre in an Ameri-
can State. The predilection for the English

common law has been productive of far

too much obstruction and mischief already,

and we should be glad to welcome a ten-
dency to discard that model. Adapta-
tion of the lawto the actual requirements
of the situation is the one great touch-
stone of its soundness and applicability,
and whatever doctrines failunder this test
|ought to be rejected without hesitation.
| If our lawyers could shake free from the
inumbing clutch of the English common
law in many things they would find their

Iadvantage in it,and progress would be
!•smoother as wellas more rapid if this par-
!alyzing influence of the dead hand were
!once overcome.

TOM SCOTT.

Tom Scott is dead. He died of over-
j work. Possessed of extraordinary execu-

tive capacity, and what is called an
"

iron'
constitution," he paid no attention to
Nature's warnings, and so was cut down in

: fullcareer, and doomed to years of suffer-
:ing, to end in a premature death. He was
!a great railroad manager, which is to say

;that he had the administrative and organ-
, izing faculties which could have made

\u25a0 him a great captain had his bent been
;military. What he could do.in his own

\u25a0 way he showed during the rebellion, when
he was Stanton's Under-Secretary-of-War,
and had full charge of the militarytran-

:sportation. As officer and finally Presi-
dent of the Pennsylvania Central Rail-
road he exhibited the same masterly abili-
ties. He acquired riches in the natural
course of:bis lifc-wo.k, but it is a safe
assertion that he always cared very much
more for the work itself than for what

!came to him through it. He was

| not by genius a speculator or
a gambler in;stocks, bnt as ,we have
said a great administrator. Few men have
worked harder or more continuously, and it

'. may be added that few men have taken
lets care for their own health

'
and future.

Scott had planned the Texas ;Pacific line,
and but for the physical collapse which

Iseveral years ago practically compelled
him to relinquish his favorite ambition,' he'
might have pushed itto completion by this
time. He

was a man of indomitable

energy, > cool.•judgment jand 2 remarkable
. firmness, and though in'. this .world.tho'

most successful and useful men are never
long misled, it willbe • some time before

Ihis peer inhis peculiar field is found.

THE ADJOURNMENT OF THE SENATE.

The adjournment \of

blown the Mahone bargain to the winds,
and Messrs. Gorham and Riddleberger are

left to digest the bitter draught of disap-
pointment as best they may. The Mahone
bargain has not prospered from the begin-
ning.

This filled the cup ,of his
transgressions, and by _ the time he had
blackguarded the President and fullycom-

TUNIS AND ENGLAND.

In the matter of Tunis it now appears
that England's teeth have been drawn by

the Marquis of Salisbury, who at the time

the Treaty of Berlin • was framed agreed,
on behalf of his Government, that France
should have carte blanche inthis affair as a
set-off tothe British annexation of Cyprus.
What makes it worse is that Salisbury
attempted to deDy his share of the dis-
graceful bargain, until the record was re-

ferred Ito, and he was silenced by the
facts. This was one of the incidents of

which Beacons-

fieldand Salisbury brought back toLondon
from Berlin. The French have taken a

very unfair advantage of the agreement
made with Salisbury, beyond a doubt.
They have in fact perpetrated a robbery of
territoryunder cover of it. But England
cannot complain of what she pledged her-
self not to resist, and thus the nation has
to swallow its chagrin as best it may.
This episode, however, may have the effect
of checking the Tory reaction.

IRRIGATION VS. RIPARIAN RIGHTS.

By the old California doctrine of appropri-
ation ,of water, the water belonged to the
first appropriator, and as long as he held it
for use and not for speculation, the law pro-
tecte 1 him in his right to it. This doctrine
was enforced by the E Supreme Court ,as
applied to the numerous ditches and canals
that diverted the waters of the mountain
streams and conveyed them thence to the
localities where mines were discovered. The
same principle has been applied in all the
mining States and territories. .InColorado,
where irrigation is a necessity to agriculture,
as itis in this State, a series of able decisions
had recognized the right of diversion of a
water course to irrigable lands, and over-
ruled the old common law doctrine of riparian
ownership. "*"By the latter :doctrine it.is
claimed that the owner of land at the mouth
or on the lower part of a stream, however
large itmay be, or however essential the me
of its waters to the development of extensive
tracts, may hold it in full property, as he
dees his land, and prevent any use of itby
others that will diminish its volume or soil
its purity, even though .he does not and can-
not use it himself. In case of a right by
appropriation the party appropriating is sub-
ject to the control of the State and must put
the water lo continual and beneficial use.
In the other case the water is his absolute
property ;he is subject to no State control,
and may use the water or not, as he deems
best, as he may the .landby which it flows.
In Colorado, these conflicting systems were
litigated before the Courts; and as our Su-
preme Court did inearly days inreference to
mining rights, that Court selected the sys-
tem best adapted to the wants of the State

—
the system that wouldconfer the widest ben-
efits, and declared that the conditions of the
State made the English riparian doctrines
inapplicable and injurious to public interests.

Uur legislature has tried for several years
to inaugurate some system that would make
irrigation possible, but has always had before
itthe forbidding specter of riparian rights.
Some of the local Courts are now struggling
with the question, and are haunted with the
same spook. Itseems impossible to reconcile
the coirflicticg interests, and itmay be neces-
sary for the legislature and Courts to cut the
Gordtan knot, and deal with the question as
the Colorado Court has done, as one requiring
a reference to first principles and the general
good.

Ina country like England the law of ri-
parian rights ispermissible. There irrigation
is entirely unnecessary, streams are numerous
and tun fullto the sea at all seasons of.the
year, and their principal use is to turn the
wheels of machinery. But no such system
could have grown up in a land unfettered by
an inherited code, where ;broad lands lie
under the sunlight, needing only irrigation to
cause them to bear abundant harvests, but
perpetually sterile without it.";._

The colonies of Fresno depend upon ther
power to divert water from streams that do
not actually run through their lands. Kern
county has hundreds of thousands of. acres
fertilized by irrigation that would relapse to
sterility under riparian 'doctrir.es. Los
Angeles' great iccreare of population and
productiveness is due to the tame cause. All
through the foothills the artificial rivulets
carry blessing to vineyard and garden. . Irri-
gation is the great need of agriculture from
the little mountain vineyard to the trreat
grain fields, and sure crops cannot be de-
pended on without it, while on thousands of
square miles crops are impossible without
extensive and repeated irrigation. Hence the
legislature appropriated money for a scien-
tificreport on the best mode of utilizing the
waters of the State for that purpose, and it
has been proposed to inaugurate a State sys-
tem of irrigation.

"
While there might be

some question of the wisdom of such a meas-
ure, tbe fact that each a movement has. been
contemplated illustrates the great want

_ of
the State to be some means of developing
its resources by utilizing its water courses to
convey futilityto its barren plains.

Ifthe doctrine of riparian rights should
prevail, neither public nor private enterprise
in redeeming our great deserts would be pos-
sible. Tie numerous canals and ditches that
have been constructed willbe rendered use-
less, where prescription does \u25a0 not Iprotect
them;and further works of that kind will
be interdicted. The many thousands of acres
redeemed by them will lapse into sterility,
and the thriving homes springing up in the
wilderness wiil again become the abodes of
the owl and rattlesnake. All that will be
necessary to keep a great extent of country
unoccupied willbe for a few speculators to
secure a footing at the sink of the lesser riv-
ers, or on the margin of streams, and from
that point of vantage they can have the broad
reach of valleys* and hillsides for unlimited
Stock ranges, with no neighbors or obtrusive
civilization to trouble them. %
-\u25a0'\u25a0 Itis possible that the English theory of
riparian rights has become so strongly en-
crusted on the body of our law that itimust
be followed, no matter what mischief .it
may do to the real interests of the State,

But there are many debatable propositions
connected with itsapplication, and the Courts
would do well to strictly construe its claims
where they conflict tvith the policy and pros-
perity of the State. •

PLANS FOB THE CAMPAIGN

In which he is about to enter on behalf of

himself and Piatt were thoroughly matured.
At1o'clock yesterday morning Conkling and
Piatt entered a coupe and were driven to the
residence of Vice-President Arthur. Here
they were met by the Vice-President, As-
semblyman Carpenter, Speaker Sharp of the
Assembly, Police Commissioner French,
Charles Dennison and Arthur B. Johnson of
Utica, John F. Smythe of Albany, ex-United
States Marshal Louis F. Paine of New York
and Columbia county and Senator John P.
Jones ofNevada, and the anxiously-expected

conference was held. This conference was

suggested and arranged by the Governor. He
promised tobe present himself and personally
urge Conkling to again become a candidate,
and he was expected on the 11 o'clock train
from Albany, but he failed to appear and
the conference proceeded without him. One
of the gentlemen present, however, assured a
Times reporter that jGovernor Cornell was
heartily in favor of the proceedings, arid
they were taken with his fullknowledge. He
could indorse them inevery particular.

CONKLING'S announcement... Conkling announced that personally he
preferred to retire to private life to again
entering upon the duties of Senator. He had
served his State in the Senate to the best of
his ability for many years, and he was ready
to step down and allow some other man to
take his place ;but notwithstanding his per-
sonal feelings in the matter, he felt that it
was due his friends to take theiradvice on a
question of so great importance, and he was
ready t_> sacrifice his personal feelings to
their demands. He wanted it distinctly un-
derstood, however, that incase of his becom-
ing a candidate for the iSenate, Mr. Piatt
should be united with him. He will be a
party to no arrangement by which he should
be returned to the Senate and Piatt be sacri-
ficed. The cause of the younger man was
his, and the two must stand or fall together.
He wouldcountenance no combination which
should send to Washington as .his colleague
any other man than the one who acted with
him in demanding that the State
should be respected by

President.

Pointing to the hat of one of the gentlemen,
lying on the table, he said,

Suppose a man

should come inhere and attempt to take that

PLAN OK THE CAMPAIGN.
" Itwas the opinion of Vice-President Ar-

thur and allthe gentlemen pressnt that both
Conkling and Piatt should go to Albany at
once and personally engage in the contest be-
fore the Legislature. :This scheme was some-
what distasteful toMr. Conkling. He said :
"Of course Iam in the hands of my friends
now, and feel bound to defer to their wishes ;
butIdo not like to go to Albany on this mis-
sion. However, itshall be as youdesire.", A
verycareful canvass of the members of both
houses of the Legislature was made during

the conference, and the result was that the
gentlemen came to the unanimous conclusion
that both Conkling and Piatt could be elected.
Piatt announced that he had received letters
from a great number of members, pledging
their

'"' votes to him, and Conkling ;has
received assurances from many more,
some of whom are „ claimed to be
pledged against him by the "half-breeds."
