THE LAST IRISH TROUBLE.

The arrest of a priest in Ireland on a
charge of fomenting sedition has been
made the occasion for a fresh outburst of
indignation against the Government. The
only question of practical importance
wouldseem to be whether the priest did
what he is accused of doing. Ifhe did
there is no reason why he should not be
arrested as anyone else would be under
like circumstances. Ifhe did not, of

--course his arrest isa mistake. But no such
considerations as these appear -to have oc-

curred to the Irish mind. That mind has
rushed to the impulsive conclusion that
the -arrest is somehow an attack upon the
Catholic Church, and it is spoken of as a

means of cementing all the factions again,
and uniting them for a common assault
upon the Government. Strategically
viewed the step may have been a blunder,
because the Government ought to have
known the kind of people it is dealing
with. Bat «hen priests, or if
priests, go out of their wav te
play the demagogue, the Govern-
ment cannot, without perhaps incurring
greater dangers, eccord them an immunity

which it denies to the rest of the people.
<): course it ought to make very certain
that Father Sheehy had done acts justify-
ing his arrest, before it resorted to such a
measure, since no more disastrous blunder
could be imagined than the arrest of an
innocent man under such circumstances.
Might or wrong, however, the Land
Leaguers have determined to make the ut-
most use of the incident, and it is toler-
ably clear that they do not care at all
whether there was warrant for the arrest,
or whether it was a wanton outrage.
They will claim it as an outrage in any
event, and they willdoubtless embarrass
and entangle the already sufficiently con-
fused situation stillmore.

CONKLING'S PROGRAMME.

Mr. Cockling has at length made up his
mind to be a candidate for re-election, and
yielding to tbe urgency of circumstances
has even consented to go in person to Al-
bany, to ike his own fight. There can
be no doubt that his friends have one great
advantage at this moment. They know
who they want to diet. The anti Conk-
lingite* have not, so far as is known, de
cided who their candidates shall be, and if
they do not determine this question soon
they willlose ground in the race. So far
as any consideration ;of vindication is con-
cerned, that baa been shown to be out of
the question. The action of the present
Legislature in re-electing Mr. Conkling
would not signify anything. Certainly it
would not show that the State was with
him. As, however, he livopenly declared
his intention to go back, if he does go
hack, as the relentless foe of the Adminis-
tration, itis difficult to understand the po-
sition in which a Republican Legislature
-would place itself by electing him. His
friends evidently rely chiefly upon the
caucus, but it is not certain that this will
save them, for even the caucus is bound to
present undoubted Republicans for nomi-
nation, and it would be very difficult to

. show that Mr.('.inkling at present answers
to that designation.

FIRES IN GRAIN FIELDS.
Already several serious fires have oc-

curred in grain fields, and much loss has-
resulted. The public should understand
that itis impossible to be too careful at
this time of year, and the railroad compa-
nies should sec to it that the escape of
cinders and sparks from locomotives is
prevented as completely as possible. In a
grain field fire near Stockton the other day
it: is alleged that the conflagration was !

caused by some members of apicnic party, i
who flung lighted cigar ends out of the car i

windows into the dry wheat This was |
criminal -. carelessness, aud ought . to be
severely punished if. the guilty parties j
could beidentified. Itis perhaps impossi- j
ble to avoid these fires altogether, but itis
certainly quite easy to prevent such wanton
recklessness as is alleged in the case re-
ferred to.

PROTECTIONISM IN ENGLAND.

.'There are strong indications of a change
of public opinion in England en the que?- j

tion of Free Trade. ..The working classes :
are in distress. The obstinate adherence j
ofithe :Continental :Governments to the ;
doctrine of Protection has made the main-
tenance of Free Trade byEngland an sp-

hill struggle. Despite the, arguments of. ;
political economists, the masses insist that ;

since Free Trade has not preserved them
from suffering, and since at least a part of
that |suffering is confessedly due

'
to the

prescriptive fiscal policy of foreign govern-'
ments, it would,be better to return to the
old system. Nor is it the working classes
alone whose opinions are jundergoing < a
change on this subject. Many manufact-
urers, who cannot be charged with igno-

rance, are beginning to doubt whether it
is worth while to maintain a system which
despite the experience of a generation lias

made so little headway. :These men' per-

ceive that foreign protective tariffs are as
a matter of fact forcing their goods out of

foreign markets, and the .general business
depressiftu renders them doubtful of the

future. Of course the old Free Traders
look upon these manifestations withhorror
and indignation. They have • become so
firmly/convinced that Free Trade is the
only scientific, policy that they -regard
these proposals much in the light of en-

deavors to go "back'" to the barbarism "of
the middle ages. But while no.change in

public opinion can affect the fundamental
question of the correctness of doctrinal
principles, itis quite possible that circum-
stances may arise which willmake a tem-

porary abandonment Jof Free jTrade ,the
wisest course that could be taken.

The United States and the Continental

Towers have refused to adopt Free Trad«,
and England has had the monopoly of that
system, jShould she now decide to retrace

her steps and adopt a Protective tariff, the

worldwillhave an opportunity of realizing
the effects of universal Protection,' and if
the results do not bear out the predictions
of the Free Traders no harm willhave been
done, while if.the predictions are fulfilled,
a reaction in the direction of Free Trade
willbe certain. , When every country has
built a Chinese wall about itself, and has
undertaken to abolish the possibility of
cheap wares generally, it will for the first
time be possible to make the masses every- i

where understand the full beauties of I
Protection. We should in that case have
a fair field for experiments. International
trade would practically be destroyed, and |
every nation would have to rely entirely
upon its own resources.

-
Perhaps under

the stimulus of pressure new industries
would be developed everywhere, but of
course this could only be done at the ex-
pense of the body politic.

For though the UnitedStates and the con-
tinental powers have failed to recognize the
fact, it is a truth that protection involves
a large element of Communism. It is a
system the essence of which is that A,B
and C shall be compelled to pay for the
establishment of an industry by D. The
latter says that owingto the fact that the
goods in which he wishes to deal can be
made cheaper abroad, he is debarred from
manufacturing them. Upon which his
Government says that A,B and C shall be
deprived of the privilege of purchasing in
the cheapest market, and shallbe compelled
to buy of D at enhanced prices. In this j
way the Government really confiscates the

money of A,B and C, and bands itover to

D. Inorder to disguise this governmental
robbery— forit is nothing less

—
a pleasant

theory is invented to the effect that it is

Isomehow better in the long run for A, B
Iand C to be forced to pay three prices for

their goods than it would be to let them

buy in the ci.eapest market. The protec-
tionists have never yet succeeded in mak-
ing this clear, but they have done their
best, and whenever they weic hard pressed
they have fallen back upon some conve-
nient cant about

"
developing home indus-

try and
"

patriotism," and so forth.
Now if all the nations of the earth be-

come devout Protectionists, that peculiarly
Chinese system will at last have a fair
test, and it willbe seen what the world
really gains by it. It is not difficult to
forecast its tff;cts upon commerce, for we
have already had ample opportunities of
ascertaining what it can accomplish in the
way of restricting and circumscribing
American trade with other countries. But
we have thus far had enormous volumes of
raw produce to export, and as this has es-
caped duties abroad we have managed to
get along. Let England once determine to
put a heavy tariff upon American products
of all kinds, and our own principles will
begin to appear to us in a new light. There
is of course just as much justification for
such a policy on her part as for our own
protective tariff, and we could not com-
p'ain ifshe had recourse tosuch a measure
to-morrow. But we should then find
that we had never before had au oppor-
tunity of studying Protection under the
most favorable circumstances, and our
producer?, who have stood the tariff
punishment withsuch exemplary meekness
allthis time, wouldbe compelled to change
their position. We are disposed to believe
that the general adoption of Protection in
its most uncompromising form might
prove the best way to disillusionize the
world on the subject. We should not be
surprised ifEngland could not do more, to
convince the Continent of the impolicyof
its tariff* by tbis measure than by the
most unflinching adherence to her present
policy. No doubt tho experiment would
increase her distress and cost her dearly
for the time, but it may be forced upon
her, and itis by no means certain that it
would not produce more good than harm
in the long run.

"Washeseton, May23 1. The investigation

of the accounts and conduct of O. L.Pitney,
Custodian of jthe :Treasury Department, or-
dered by Secretary Windomj is developing
ugly facta, and involving persons who have
held high places. I'itney's business i.to buy
everything needed in the Treasury, including
furniture, carpets, soap, :etc. It is ascer-
tained that he has for six years violated the
law requiring them to purchase- by contract
from the lowestbidder. He has bought from
his friends and favorites,, 'without, making
contracts, paying them >?* whatever k.they,
charged. No system of books or vouchers
has been kept/everything having been run 1
loosely and withoutbusiness rules. Outrage- !
ously exorbitant prices have been paid, rack-
ing from 30 to 50 per cent, higher than the
ruling majket prices, and the difference be-
tween the market prices: and those paidhas
been allowed} to Pitney in the way of goods
for his own use. One of Pitney's cabinet-
makers says he has been working for outside
parties nearly all the time for several years
back, getting his pay from the Government.
He worked a month in the house of a high
Government official, and frequently went
from one house to another of persons in Gov-
ernment ploy, doing whatever they wanted,
and the money paid for his services was
charged round to different Government bu-
reaus. .';He- made fifteen 'facsimiles of the
desk used by Jefferson in writing the declara-
tion of independence, each costing §00. The
materials were paid for from Government
money, but the desks were given out as
presents by the Treasury authorities -to
friends. The Treasury furniture has been
loaned to private individuals, aud the facts
indicate a regular ring of Treasury subordi-
nates who benefited by frauds like the above.
By this kind of management Pitney has built
a new residence. iAnumber of removals will
doubtless result.' A number of ex-Cabinet
officers .are.mentioned in|the.testimony as
having profited by work at their houses.

Iwent to Arizona last month
and gut up aremonstrance against any reduction of
service, and had Jthe remonstrance signed .by the
Governor and Secretary of State, the United States
District Judge, United States Marshal and all the
Federal officials, and the General commanding the
Department of Arizona. The Legislature being in
session, all signed the petition, as well as the
leading business men of Arizona. This route,
at the end of this contract term, I»S2,
will be done entirely away with,.as the
Atlantic and Pacific Railway will be buirt right on
this route. 1 have the road we.l stocked, have had
tobuild allmy stations, dig wells and incur a thou-
sand other expenses incident to stige routes. The
railroad willshut this route out, and until itdoes I
don't want the service discontinued, as this is the
only route Ihive that Iam making a dollar out of,
and if the service is cut down, itwillruin me sure.
Iforwarded remonstrances to Colonel C. J.MeKibben,
National Hotel, Washington, and don't know ifhe
has yet put them on filein the Department. Ifitis
not asking; to much, would yau please give the mat-
ter your attention, for there is no telling what will
be done.

He defended the Central Pacific freight
discriminations M follows: San _ Francisco
lies on a beautiful bay, and is ina position to
command the commerce of the Pacific. Its
merchants can exact a lower rate of freight, -
and the railroads are satisfied witha nar-
rower margin of profit than in the case of
Salt Lake; yet, in its turn,' Salt Lake is
benefited by the railroad. Its freight is
taken tothe seaboard twenty times cheaper
and much more rapidly than if the road did
not exist. The merchant at Rochester is
obliged to pay higher freight to the seaboard
than the merchant at Buffalo. Itis his mis-
fortune that be does not do business at a
point of advantage, through which most of
the grain for the seaboard passes. The only
remedy is to pullup stakes and settle at Buf-
falo. But if the merchant at Rochester
complains, what shall he say of the va~t mul-
titude of consumers Railroads are not
benevolent institutions, but they are benefi-
cent. Cheap transportation for through
freight has rendered starvation almost im-
possible. .The few thousands of landlords in
England may not like it, but the vast multi-
tude of consumers, the worldover, have been
benefited by the system. ;"
