Albany, May 27th.— Conklingites are
stillfighting strenuously for a caucus, and de-
clare emphatically that the fate of the party
inthisState rests on such action. To go into
an election for Senators without first holding
a caucus, they say, reduces the party to a
mob, withno head or tail, and no organiza-
tion. Itwillbreak itup hopelessly, and ne-
cessitate a reorganization. Their argument
is that the Republican party of this State
owes allitis to the machinery in existence,
and to break itis to turn the State over to
the Democracy formany years to come.

\u25a0 The usual recesß tillMonday night will be
taken by the Legislature, and the Conkling-
ites hope in the interval to effect what they
have in viewby getting the requisite number
of signatures to the call. Owing to absence
by sickness of Carpenter, ofDutchess county,
there are only 105 Republican legislators.
These are said to be divided, 47 for Conkling
and 47 against him. leaving 11 doubtful. _ A
majority of 105 is 53, and the Conklingites
need six more to make that majority. Itis
said they willget those and call a caucus for
Monday night. If the Administrationists
willnot go into caucus they willhave to take
the responsibility of turning against the party
of the State, and the Conklingites will have
to devote themselves to break the deadlock.
How this is to be done is too soon now to in-
dicate. The usual resolution for a recess until
Monday evening was offered in the Assembly,

•but on a request of Speaker Sharpe was laid
aside, as he said there ought to be some con-
sultation before action.

At11:30 the resolution was called up again.
Raines suggested that it would be better to
adjourn to Tuesday morning. The Speaker
said that would require a concurrent resolu-
tion, and the Senate bad already objected to
such a resolution. The resolution to adjourn
to Monday was adopted. It is understood
that the House willthen meet and immedi-
ately adjourn to the next morning. Several
petitions were presented in the Senate from
various towns and counties, against the re-
election of Conkling and Piatt. Mills pre-
sented a petition from citizens of Oneida
county, asking for the re-election of the ex-
Senators ;also, calling upon the Legislature
to sustain the Administration.

The differ-
ent societies are on hand, doing their utmost
to facilitate the burial. The longest proces-
sion was that attending the remains of Willie
Glass and Miss Cooper, who were to have
been married next month, and died together
in the water. A couple ofhundred well-filled
vehicles followed the hearses, which passed
along side by side. Searchers for the dead
this morning raised twolittle girls, clasped
tight in each other's arms, as they no doubt
had fallen together. Several cases cfrobbing
the dead are reported.
