A dispatch to the New York
Herald yesterday. quite possibly too highly
colored, says that in several counties,
notably Limerick, Tipperary and Leitrim,
the position of affairs is already intoler-
able.

How can the people
“throw the onus of the first aggressive
‘“‘steps " upon the police and military, if
they themselves are already defying the
law in 21l possible ways? In such a state
of affairs it is clear that the onusof ag.
gression must lie upon those who break
the laws, not upon those who uudertake
to gee them executed.

A more significant statement is the fol-

lowing : * The police are rapidly becoming
‘“ demoralized. No men can long endure
““ a state of siege sach ag the force in the
““disturbed districts are undergoing. Ev-
‘““ery man’s hand is against them. No
““carman will drive; no publican will
“gupply them with food. The people
‘“‘stone them at every opportunity. The
“women howl, yell and upbraid. The
* children throw mud at them. After a
“long and fatigaing march they find in
‘““gome country village that the wells are
“defiled with mud and rubbish, so that
‘ no man can quench his thirst. No patrol
‘“ can venture forth except in great force.
‘¢ At night the country is left in the hands
““ of marauders, who carry on their lawless
‘ practices with the utmost impunity.”
This is a picture of practical rebellion, and
nothing less, and evidently it cannot en-
dure. Either the Government must suc-
cumb, or it must change its tactics, unless
indeed, which seems out of the question,
the Irish revolutionaries can be made to
listen to reason, and give the Government
a chance to pass remedial legislation.
The present ostensible grievance is evie-
tion, but to deprive the land-owners of the
right of turning out tenants who refuse to
pay any rent would be to hand over the
land to the recalcitrant tenants for noth-
ing, and to confiscate the property of the
landlords. The Government is unable to
compel the tenants to pay their rent, but
it canrot tie the hands of the landlords
and deprive them of their legal remedies.
The tenants who refuse to pay rent are by
no means all in impoverished circumstances.
On the contrary, it isstated that many of the
worst disturbances have occurred in pros-
perous districts, It is of course very diffi-
cult to understand from a distance all the
multifarious influences which are at work,
but on the surface it looks very much as
though Paddy, with native shrewdness,
had thought the opportunity a good one
for forestalling the action of the land bill,
and getting the land into his own hands
without the trouble aud embarrassment of
an agreement to pay for it hereafter.

The position of the Governmernt is ex-
tremely difiicult, of necessity. It doesnot
wish to have recourse to more stringent
measures, but it is apparently being driven
in that direction in spite of all that it can
do. If it puts a stop to evictions the ten-
ants who are holding lands for which they
are paying ro rent will of course continue
to cling to these lands, and the landlords
will be as effectually deprived of the prop-
erty as though the Government had seized
it and transferred it bodiiy to the tenant.
