The hawk
and dove roosted in peace on the same
branch, while hundreds of robbins and
sparrows circled in perfect safety around
the perch of the large owls. In the early
morning, when these songsters of the grove
left their perches in the cedars for the
fields of the open country, it was a mcst
beautiful and gorgeous sight to behold.
With the blue of the jay, the crimson and
red of the fence wren and red bird, the

irds seemed like some grand and splendid
panorama of the floral kingdom endowed
with music moving through the airin a
procession composed of all the colors of the
rainbow. Hundreds of people go every
night to witness this strange wonder.—

How 10 CLEAN MARBLE ToP FURNITURE.
It may be of some value to housekeepers
who have marble-top furniture to know
that the common solution of gum arabic is
an excellent absorbent, and will remove
dirt, etc., from marble. The method of
applying it is as follows : Brush the dust
off the piece to be cleaned, and then apply
with a brush a good coat of gum arabic,
about the consistency of thick office mucil-
age ; expose it to the sun, or dry wind, or
both. In ashort time it will crack and
peel off. If all the gum should not peel
off, wash it with clean water and a clean
cloth. Of course, if the first application
does not have the desired effect, it should
be applied again. Another method of
cleaning marble is to make a paste of soft
soap and whiting, wash the marble with it,
and then leave a coat of paste upon it for
two or three days. Afterward wash off
with warm (not hot) water and soap.—
[Young Scientist.
