CHEFSHIP AND SORCERY.

Of Huitzilopcchtli, the founder of the
Mexican power, we read that "a great
wizardhe bad been, and a sorcerer ;" and
every Mexican King on ascending the
throne had to swear

''
to make the sun go

his course, to make the clouds pour down
rain, to make the rivers run, and all fruits
to ripen." Reproaching his subjects for
want of obedience, a Chibclia ruler told
them they knew "that it was inhis power
to afflict them with pestilence, small-pox,
rheumatism and fever, and to make togrow
as much grass, vegetables and plants as
they wanted." Ancient Egyptian records
yieldindications of a similar early belief.
Thutmes 111., after being deified, "was
considered as the luck-bringing god of the
country, and a preserver against the evil
influence of wicked spirits and magicians."
Andit was thus with the Jews :"Rabbin-
ical writings are never weary of enlarging
upon the mapical power and knowledge of
Solomon. He was represented as not
only King of the whole earth, but also
as reigning over devils and evil spirits,
and having the power of expelling them
from the bodies of men and animals, and
also of delivering people to them." The
traditions of European peoples furnish
kindred evidence. As before shown, sto-
ries in the Iltimxkrintjla saga imply that
the Scandinavian ruler, Odin, was a medi-
cine-man, as were aho Niortand Frey, his
successors. And after recalling the super-
natural weapons and supernatural achieve-
ments of early heroic Kings,we can scarcely
doubt that with them were in some cases

associated the supposed magical powers
whence have descended the supposed pow-
ers of Kings to euro diseases by touching
or otherwise. AYe shall the less doubt this
on finding that like powers were ascribed
to subordinate rulers of early origin. There
were certain ancient Breton nobles whose
spittle and touch had curative properties.
One important factor, then, in the genesis
of politicalheadship originates with the
ghost- theory, and the concomitant rise of a
belief thatsome men having acquired power
over ghosts, can obtain their aid. Gener-
ally the chief and the medicine-man are
separate persons, and there then exists be-
tween them some conflict ; they have
competing authorities. But where the
ruler unites with his power naturally
gained, this ascribed supernatural power,
his authority ia necessarily much increased.
Recalcitrant members of his tribe who
might dare to resist him if bodily prowess
alone could decide the struggle, do not
dare to do this if they believe he can send
one of his pout comifatux of ghosts to tor-
ment them. That rulers desire to unite
the two characters we have, in one case,
distinct proof. Canon Callawaj tells us

that among the Amazulu a chief willen-

deavor to discover a medicine-man's secrete
and afterward killhim.—[Herbert Spencer,
inFortnightly Review.

HAROUN ALRASHID.

•He was splendid in his entertainments,
unstinting in his presents to his courtiers
and any one whom he had a momentary
fancy to enrich ; would pay for poeras by
the line in gold pieces, and shower jewels
and precious stuff*upon those who accom-
plished the perilous Bucces3 of pleasing
him. Itis recorded of his Vizier, Yahya
the Binnecide, that he used, whenever ho
went cut, to carry withhim bags contain-
ing nearly a pound's weight of silver coins
apiece to distribute to any poor people he
might meet ; and the Caliph's lavish mu-

niticence was not likely to be inferior
to his Minister's. Yet Haroun leftin his
treasury the enormous sum of 900,000,000
dinars, or £ 100,000,000 ;whence itappears
that, fabulous as his expenditure was, his
income was even more astounding. A
comparatively small part of this, however,
was honestly come by. It was good
Caliph's custom, whenever he found him-
self out of pocket, to call his faithful
headsman and order him to "go to such
and such a person aDd tellhim to Bend me
so many hundred thousand pieces of silver—

or else cut offhis head." Where he re-

moved a < iovernor, it was Haroun's prac-
tice to lay immediate and violent hands
upon everything the deposed lieutenant
possessed— and the laborious extortions
and peculations of years of infamous gov-
ernment passed in a brief morning into,
not the pockets cf the oppressed tax-
payers, but the coffers of the head
extortioner of the Empire,

Haroun Alrashid.' He asked no ex-
cuse for his high-handed robberies ; he
wanted the money, ami that was enough.
And th:s is nur o'.d friend of the "Arabian
Xights" ! The agreeable listener to the
tales of the One-eyed Ciendcro proves to
be a. robber, a murderer, the slaughterer of
his kindred and best friends, a perjured
traitor, a drunkard, and a debauchee. In-
deed, to associate with him was to live
ivi'.ti the seven deadly sins in person. His
'•nly virtue was "culture," and his intel-
lectual graces only accentuate his want of
every noble quality of the heart. He came
into"an empire such as Alexander might
have envied. He governed it infamously,
an.l died in the midst of rebellion and dis-
content. He was given such counselors
and friends as few Eastern monarchs h»ve
ever possessed. He trampled on them,
massacred them, tortured them, till
no man would trust him, and
a slave watched over his death-
bed. He was a man who might
h»ve accomplished anything ; but,
ruined by power, by the monstrous posi-
tion in which he was placed, and by the
boundlets opportunities of gratifying an
unbridlej stninality, he accomplished
nothing. The brilliancy of his court has
made him a type and a model in the writ-
ing* of his countrymen ; but tho age was
not of his making and the glory is not his.

\u25a0 .He was the pivot upon which the ma-
chinery turned ; but he was not the
motive, nor even the reflating power. As
in the "Arabian Nights,

so in actual his-

tory, he was not the picture, but the frame.
He had the good fortune to be Caliph at
Bagdad when the golden age of Moham-
medan literature was firstin its glory, and,
like Lorenzo de Medici, he deserves to be
remembered for his share ina great epoch.
