THE STOCE TAXATIOR DECISION,

There is an old proverb that ** we should
“never look a gift horse in the mouth,”
and perhaps the principle of it ought to
apply to the public reception of the deci-
gion of the Supreme Court in the case of
Burke vs. the Assessor. The Court has
done the public a very important service
in making this decision. It has lifted from
the State an incubus which was wasting its
life away. It has removed from it the pro-
hibition which the new Constitution
operated to produce abroad. Butin this
life evil, once set in motion, inevitably
reproduces and perpetnates itself continu-
ally, and it is rare that in escaping fromits
consequences men are enabled to eradicate
its seeds, and put a full stop to its exist-
ence, The framers of the new Consiitu-
tion were men of firm purpose but feeble
intelligence. They possessed much more
malice than sense. But they knew encugh
to make their intentions clear, and in
nothing did they express themselves less
ambiguously than on the question of taxa.
tion. It was their belief—the belief, that
is, of the controlling majority of them—
that the taxation of certificates of stock
was not double taxation, bu the righteous
taxation of property which had hitherto

scaped all contribution to the maintenance
of the Government. They declared that
stock and shares were property, and liable
therefore to taxation. They unquestion-
ably in so declaring provided for double
taxation, but this they were too stupid to
realize, and they thought that the denun-
ciation of their method by those who had
intelligence enough to perceive its true im-
plication was merely an artful device for
shielding the ‘stock-holders who sought to
escape taxation.

The Constitution-makers were
{ wrong, but they were as certainly quite
!sinc;rc. They meant to tax sbock.sepa-
rately, and they put language in the Con-
stitution which declares that meaning
very plainly. But the consequences of
this provision have been disastrous, and
threatened to be more so in the future, It
had acted as a brand upon the forehead of
California. It had been cquivalent to a
sign-board saying, ‘‘ Here the State plays
‘““the role of highwayman, and robs the
It had prevented the intro-
duction of capital. It had induced capi-
tal already here to emigrate. Ithadinfact
made it absolutely impossible for men who
owned stock in any enterprise, the head-
quarters of which were in another State,
to continue to hold such stock, inasmuch
as the State Constitution imposed upon
every such share a tax which operated as a
bandicap and a digqualification as com-
pared with all similar stock held in more
equitably governed States. The foolish
malignity of the Constitution-makers was
therefore having very bad and serious ef-
fects, and there was danger that these ill
effects would in a short time drive the most
active hnd enterprising representatives of
capital out of the State, and at the same
time prevent the association of capital for

I was employed by the Pacific Improvement
Company in building the road in Arizona
and New Mexicy, now a portion cf the prep-
erty purchased from the Western Develop-
ment Company by the Pacitie Imvrovement
Company. The prices placed in the inven-
tory were, in his judgment, pretty high—
more than he would have paid for them as a
private contractor.

ANSWER TO CAMPBELL'S STATEMENT.

Eps. Recorp-Uniox : It is but just to the
Chief of Police to reply tothe accusations of
onc C. Campbell, made in Superior Ceourt on
Tuesday—at the time of his plea of guilty of
felony—which statement prompted an edi-
torial at your hands. When Campbell was
first placed in the city prison, he was given a
new cell within three or four feet of the office
desk, and duricg the day time and often in
the night, the door of the cell was left open,
when the prisoner could have fres converse
with the jailer or any other person who might
be in the cffice, The prisoner's wife was
permitted free access to the cell, and remained
with bim a great portion of the time during
the day and night. This particular prisoner
was granfed even more privileges than others
confined. He was orly taken to the cell
down stairs when it became known that the
prisoner was able to remove his shacklesat
will, and on account of the very insecure
cordition of the upstairs portion of the
prisor. And knowing from his own confes-
sion and his past acts, that he was a danger-
ous and desperate man, who would not stop
at any crime, even after he was removed
to the lower cell his wife was permitted to
remain with him at her pleasure, and he was
always granted anything he desired for his
convenience. He had regularly three good
meals each day, and was in the cell down stairs
only two days when he made the attempt
to commit suicide by cutting his wrist. The
officers in charge of the prison furnished the
prisoner tobacco, cigars, writing material
and candles, and he was permitted to write
such communications as he m'cht desire
without any restriction, and the writers of
this have otten mailed letters written by both
the prizoner and his wife without investigating
the contents, The writers would have so in-
spected the letters were it not for the fact
that the prisoner at all times admitted his
guilt, and it was deemed unnecessary to in-
spect the letters, The prisoner never asked
for an attorney. We have often heard the
City Attorney speak with the prisoner when
the cell door was open, and he slways said
he was in no hurry for an examination. The
prisoner’s wife was granted free privilege in
and about the prison, and was not in fact at
any time under any other than me:¢
formal restraint, and that on account of
her own wishes and desires to be
with her husband. Hach and every state-
ment made by Campbell with regard to his
treatment in the prison is absolutely false,
He was until the last two weeks of his con-
finement kept in a new and perfectly clean
cell, and when he was placed in the iower
cell he was at all times given as much water
and soap as he desired for the purpoze of
washing himself. Of course the old cell= are
not the cleanest nor the best, but were kept
in as good condition as the circumsfances
would permit,

It is perf-ctly well known to all that the
accommodations of the city prison are not
such as you would find in a first-class hotel,
but anythivg that could be done for the con-
venience, c)nformable to the security of
Campbell, was done. The writers of this
were the officers in charge of the city prison,
and always acted under the instructions of
the Chief of Police, who told us to give the
prisoner the best of care and attention. We
were instructed to de this for the reason that
the prisoser confessed his guilt of the offense
charged, and that there would be no necessity
for a trial, and that there could be no danger
of defeating the course of justice by permit-
ting free converse with any person. By giv-
ing this a place in your paper you will be do-
ing an act of justice not only to the Chief of
Police but to ourselves.

THE CAMPBELL-PRISON MATTER,

Eps. Recorp-UN1oN : An-editorialin ycur
issue of yesterday seems to imply some very
severe strictures upon the Police Department
of this city, in the case of one Charles Camp-
bell, & self-convicted felon. While the case
in question does not come directly in my
province and jurisdiction as City Attorney,
I assumed the right to investigate the charge
during the prisoner’s confinement in the city
prison. I often conversed with the prisoner,
in the public office of the Chief of Police,
and was curious to know from him why he
did not have an immediate examination, He
alwaysadmitted hisguilt, and at thesame time
asked that the examination ghould be delayed,
and manifested an apparent desire to aid the
Chief to recover the money stolen from Coy.
1 koow personally that both Campbell and
his wife had mere than ordinary privileges,
and that no harsh or iil-treatment was ever
inflicted upon either of them. Mrs. Camp-
bell was undsr no restraint further than a
request not to go upon the strests. Cawp.
bell oceupied quarters equaily as good as
those of the jailers, and was permitted at
all times to talk and converse with visitors
to the city prison, the cell door being open
into the Chief’s public cffize a greater por-
tion of the time, He several times told me
that when he got ready he would entcr
a plea of guiity, and not stand
a trial. I saw bim most every day durirg
his imprisonment, and he never once made
any complaint of ill-treatmient, and seemed
anxious to remain in the City Prison rather
than go to the County Jail, I am satisfied
that Campbell has availed himself of an op-
portuuity to make a sensation with very lit-
tle regard to the truth. T have several times
been present when this man Campbell conld
have made any grievance known either to
Judge Henry, District Attorney Buckley,
and dozens of others, had any existed. It
would seem that there is very liltle sati:fac-
tion in officers doing their duty under diffi-
eult circumstances, if they can be maligned
by irresponsible and desperate criminals.
While I have no responsibility in the matter
of the management of the police department,
I deem it my duty to present to the public
