{ AN ACTION BROUGHT IN TEE FAME OF
THE STATE AGAINST SLICKENS.

| Full Text cf the Complaint—Proceedings
i in the Case—An Injunction Granted
| £gainst ths Miocene Miving

¥ smpany Pending Trial,

The county of Sutter recently filed a peti-
tion with the Atterney-General of the State
tor the right to bring an action in the name
of the State, and use his name as Attorney-
General in said action, the object of the suit
being to enjoin the Miocene Mining Com-
pany from continuning its hydraulic mining at
the place named in the petition. This peti-
tion was supsequently supported by similar
ones from other counties, asking that the pe-
tition of Sutter county be granted. The
Attorney-General upon consideration, and
bonds for costs having been furnished, granted
the request, and a complaint was yesterday

filed in the Superior Court of Sacramento
county, and an order of injunction pending
trial was granted by Judge Denson. The tol-
lowing is the complaint and all the proceed:
ings in the case thus far:

®THE COMPLAINT.

State of California, in the Superior Court of Sac-
ramento county. 'fhe People of the State of Cali-
fornia, upon the relation of Sutter county, plaintiff,
vs. the Miocene Mining Company, defendant.

The People of the State of Califorvia, by A. L
Hart, its Attorney-General, now come and complain
against the Miocene Mining Company, and for cause
of sueh complaint show to the honorable Court as
follows, to wit: s :

1. That the Sacramento and Feather rivers lie
entirely within the limits of the State of California;
that the latter is a tributary of the former, and both
are navigable rivers, and have been continuously
navigated by steamers, barges and smaller crafts
and vessels during the last thirty-one years, and
during the earlier part of that period said Sacra-
mento river was navigated from the Bay of San
Francisco to the city of Sacramento in ships, and
ocean steamers, and other water craft; that said
Feather river, during the first twelve years of said

g

period, and before the navigation thereof was much
impaired by the deposits therein of tailings from
the hy 1lic mines, was navigable from its mouth

up to the towns of X
stages of the water, by tteamboats of large size,
and is still so navizable by small steamboats of
licht draucht, and by barges and other small ves-
gels, and during the higher stages of the water by
large steamboats; that both of said rivers have
been declarsd, by Acts of the Legislature of the
State of California, “to be navigable to the extent
stated in Section 2349 of the Political Code of said
State, and to that extent have-actually been so,

II. That hydraulic mining as now practiced and
understood, is 2 mode or process of mining for gold
by which high banks of earth aud gravel usua'ly
composed of streaks containing gold enough to pay
for the washing, and streaks that do not—the latter
in cubic contents largely predominating—are
washed and removed from their 1atural position,
after being shaken up and shattered by means of
immense blasts of powder, into sluice-ways and
flumes, and thence into the natural water courses
and rivers, by means of Jarge streams of water
forced through iron pipes and thence discharged
from nozzl:s attached to said pipes with gr:at force
and velocity against the said banks of earth and
gravel, by & heavy water pressure of from one hun-
dred feet to four hundred feet in height, the gold
being separated from the earth, sand and gravel by
the action of the water, and retained in the pave-
ments of said sluice-ways and flumes, whilst the
refnse magter, consisting of boulders, cobble stones,
pebbles, sand aud clay, generally ealled and known
as ‘‘talings,” or “dedris from the mines,” is
washed into and down said natural water courses
and rivers and deposited in the beds and channels
thereof, throughout their entire length, the heavier
portion thereof being first deposited and lodged
in the upper portions of gaid water courses and
rivers, whilst the lizhter portions thereof are car-
ried further dovn aund deposited in the lower por-
tions of said rivers. This hydraulic process of min-
ing has bezen practiced and ca ried on to some
extent i, the mountaimoys parts of the State of
Californiy during the last twenty years—it attained
great dimensions atout the year 1876, and at
the present time is carried on extensively,
principally in the eounties of Butte, Yuba,
Sierra and Nevada, and on a smaller scale in some
of the other mountainous counties.

IX. Plaintiff further shows that the wrongful
acts of the defendaut, above complained of, consti-
tute a public nuisance of a continuously recurring
nature, produced and continued by repeated wrong-
ful acts of d:fendant, and not subject to abatement,
but that the only appropriate or adequate remedy
for which is by injurc 1on from a Court of Equity,
and for which there is no remedy at law except by
information or indictment, as for a misdemeanor,
the penalty of which is, and will be, totally inade-
quate to suppress the wrong ; besides, such misde-
meanor must be prosecuted in the county where it
is ecmmitted, and is there triable by a jury, where
it would be diflicult and generally impossible to con-
viet the offender, by reason of the great influence
of those generally guilty of the offense, and from
the fact that a majority of the people i those
counties where the cffense is committed regard the
wrougful acts herein above comnplained of as consti-
tuting no public offense. That the prospect of real
and speculative profits from hydraulic mining, as
herein above described and complained of, is gener-
ally such that persons engaged in it would suffer all
the prosecutions and penalties of the law that
could be icflicted upon them, rather than discon-
tinue the commission of the offense ; besides, num.
erous and repeated prosecutions of each offender
would be necessary to produce apy effect whatever.
That the navigability of said Sacramento and
Feather rivers, and the value and usefulness of the
agricultural lands of said valleys, and the roads and
highwai s therein, are in imminent danger of total
and irretrievable destruction by the wrongful acts
of defendant above complained of, and that such
destruction can only be prevented by the writ of in-
junction from a Court of equity. That if the
wrongful acts of the defendant and others, above
complained of, are continued, the beds and channels
of the upper portions of said rivers will very soon
be so filed and choked up by tailings from defend-
ant’s and other hydraulic mines, that said rivers will
be turned from their natural beds and channels and
spread and run at random over the entire valleys,
in which condition thedepth of their waters will be so
diminished that they will have no force or power to
scour gaid channels or to carry off the tailings de-
yosited therein as aforesaid, and said valleys will
Lé(;\vn.c dismal swamps.

Wherefore, the plaintiff prays that daring the
pendency of this acti n the defcndant and all its
officers, agents and employes may be enjoined and
restrained from discharging or dumping into said
Feather river, or causing or sufferiny to flow into
apy tailings, bowlders, coblle stones,
gravel, sand, clay, debris, or refuse matter from its
said tract of mineral land, mine, or elsewhere, and
that upon the final hearing and trial of this aeticn
the said defendant may be 80 as aforesaid enjoined
and res ned perpetually, and that plaint.fi re-

eover its cost of suit herein.

T, W. KEENE AS “RICHARD THE THIRD.”

The character of ** Richard the Third” is
one of the most repulsive and monotonously
wicked in history; which is a very sure in-
dication that the true picture of the man has
not descanded to us. Shakespeare has repre-
sented him in accord with tradition—that is,
withont one redeeming quality. Shakes.
peare’s * Richard the Third” is the most un-
natural of his dramas, Itis a study in ma-
lignity for which no parallel can be found.
His Richard is deformed alike in body and
in mind ; vicious and cruel, with all the cold
indifference of a gnome; but at the same
time tull of subtilty and the fire of an evil
genius, and in fact with the elements of
greatness perverted in bhim. Now upon
this foundation has been built the acting ver-
sion of “ Richard the Third,” and in it all
the monstrosities of history and of Shakes-
pears have been intensified, made extrav-
agant and outrageous, by a deliberate piling
on of ferocity and brutality and wanton in-
humanity to the character of Richard. The
acting version is not Shakespeare’s; it

is not bhistory; it is a hideous tra-
vesty of both. And this is what
Mr. T. W. Keene was called upon to

play last night. He has been accused of
ranting, and he does rant. But no man can
play that character without ranting. Ior
what between Colley Cibber and his success-
ors it has become a mere farrago of mou -
ings and jingling catchwords, and whoever
takes the part must strut acd bellow and
roar so a3 to split the ears of the groundling .
Shakespeare’s Richard is another kind of vil-
lain, for Shakespeare never drew a villain
without plenty of brains. But Shakespeare
is not responsible for Mr. Keene’s Richard ;
neither is Mr, Keene. It is, as we have said,
a ranting part, It tears a passion to tatters,
to very rags. We are sorry that Mr. Keene
chese it for his only aprearance here, for we
recogniza in him abilities which could not be
worse illustrated, and might be much better.
He has talent. He has the industry to study
carefully. Heis at present too subservient to
stage traditions, and must free himself from
that tendency if he would succeed. Above all,
he will do well to eschew mere mouthing
parts. Let him essay Shakespeare when
Shakespeare is played, but let him avoid
Colley Cibber and Company. Mr. Keene
cannet make anything more of this Richard
role than the mutilated play—half Shake-
speare, half fustian—allows; but last night
be did the best that could be done with it.
As fer his support, it was, so far as the mas-
culine part went, poor. His daughter has a
grecious presencs, and with more verve and
animation may make an actress. The mount-
ing of the piece was atrocicus, and it de-
tracted from its effects, which are all of the
stage stagey. DMr, Keene’s acting was ap-
preciated by the audience, who insisted on
his appearance at the close of the fourth act,
and would not bedenied. He had a very full
house, and an attentive and cordial one.
When next he comes to Sacramento we hope
he will give us a better opportunity of test-
ing his real mettle. Thisevening Kate Clax-
ton makes her appearance in the * Two Or-
phans.”
