his horse to-day by a laborer. The latter
waa eventually secured. He paid that as an
insurrection had broken cut ia the country,
he had begua one here. The soldier's wounds
are not' dangerous.

A party of military was dispatched to
Balliuaicore, County Leitrim, to-riay, where
riotinc was apprehended on account of ar-
rests under the Coercion Act.

Dublin, June 3 1. —Following are tho de-
tails of the affray between the people and po-
lice in the Cousty Clare yesterday : Eighty
policemen proceeded to Bodyke, for the pur-
pose of assisting in the eviction of a tenant.
Bokykei3a email village between Scariff and
Tu'li. where some military are at present
garrisoned. The police, while proceeding in
small parties to the place of assembly, were
attacked indetail by the people. Anambu-
lance wagon conveyed the police from Ennie.
They were under thecommand of the County
Inspector. On the v;ay from Ennis a hive of
bees was letloose, and the stings of the insects
caused the horees to become unmanageable.
One ujaddfnecl beast dashad itself against a
wagon and was killed. Mounted orderlies
were di-patched to Tulla for the assistance of
the military, while in the meantime the po-
lice, ia united force, proceeded to the house
where the eviction was to take place, which
was situated on a hill,arul as they ascended
toward itthey were attacked by armed men,
who, from the covert of fences upon each
aide of tho road, poured apalling fireinto the
ranks of the constabulary. The latter were
immediately deployed in skirmishing order,
and returned the fire with effect, killing one
man and wounding several. The police
succeeded in reaching the house tnd
broke in the front door. The
rioters rushed through the back door,
but several were arrested. Some whoattacked
the constabuUiy from bahind the fences were
also taken. The hou=e wrs taken pos-ess-ion
of, and the family inhabiting itcleared out.
While returning with their prisoners, the
police were attacked azd fired upon n second
time. One of their bones waa shot dead.
Mounted men who were dispatched fi;r the
military had to rap a severe gauntlet, a de-
termined effort being made to prevent their
reaching Tulia. They, however, rode into
town through all obstacles.

L«t year
the disbursements of the British exchequer
were $4 15, 540* 000. This includes the ex-
penses of the army, navy, civillistand the
public debt, yet it falls short of the
amount paid for drink by 5195,856,375.
The population of Great Britainand Ire-
land numbered 34,505,043 in ISSO. Upon
this basis the per capita consumption of
liquor is 28.19 gallons, having a value of
$17 71. These drinks are divided into
different kinds of liquor, namely :British
Bpirits, foreign spirits, also beer and cider.
