- LOGAL INTELLIGENGE.

BOARD OF EDUCATION.

A special meeting of the Board of Educa-
tion was held on Saturday to consider the
resignation of W. S. Mesick as a member of
the Roard and to transact other business.
The minutes of the last special meeting and
subsequent regular meeting were read. The
former were those at which a portion of the
members of the Bozard left the meeting pend-

ing consideration, and while a vote was being
taken upon, the sixteenth rule of the new set

of rules being adopted by the Board. The |

minutes show that Mr, Wiemeyer first de-
parted, and subsequently Mr. Hammer, and
that while the ayes aud noes were being
taken upon Rule 16, Mr. Lord als» took his
departure, leaving only four votes cast,which
were unanimons for the rule, wiereupon it
was declared adopted.

Upon the minutes being read, Mr. Wie-
meyer stated that the action in adopting the
rule was not legal, and moved that the min-
utes be corrected. Mr, Lord seconded the
motion,

The Chair (Mr. Tracy) stated that the
question whether the rule was legally adopted
or not had nothing whatever to do with the
subject of approving the minutes ; the miu-
utes were simply a record of what trans-
pired, and the only qunestion which could be
considered was whether the minutes pre-
sented an accurate statement of what actually
took place,

Mr. Wiemeyer insisted that the minutes
should not show that the rule was adopted,
acd Mr, Hammer expressed himself to the
same effect.

The Chair reiterated its previous remarks,
and stated that all the minutes contained
were the proceedings as they occurred; the
vote which was had upon the subject, which
was that four members voted for the rule,
that being all who were present when the
vote was concluded, and that the Chair
thereupon declared the rule adopted. He
said it did not make any difference whether
the rule thus declared adopted was legally
made part of the set of rules or not, the fact
was that it was declared adopted, and if the
minutes failed to show that fact they would
not be a correct record of what took place.
He asked any one opposed to the minutes to
state what was the action taken on that occa-
sion, if the minutes were incorrect.

Mr. Wiemeyer replied : ** We cannot tell
what was done, a8 we were not here when
this action was had.”

Mr. Hammer asked if the minutes were
approved as they stood, whether that would
be adopting the rule?

The Chair replied that it would not ; that
it would only be saying that the minutes
were correct as to what took place on the
subject.

Opposition was then withdrawn, and the
minutes were allowed to stand as read, and
wera approved.

. Mr. Tracy then stated that upon examina-
tion of the subject he was satisfied that the
16th rule was not legally adopted by the vote
in question, and that four votes in the af-
firmative were not sufficient to do so. He
said the.members who favored that rule had
done all they could to complete a plan upen
the subjzct, and he now called upon those
who defeated that plan to propose some bet-
ter one, so that tha rules could be published
and placed in the hands of the teachers.

The Board then proceeded to consider the |
recignation of W. 8. Mesick. Mr. Lord
moved that the resignation be accepted and
a vacaucy declared, The motion was sec-
onded by Mr. Hammer, and carried by a
viva voee vote, part of those present voting
in the afErmative and no one voting in the
negative. Upon motion, the election to fill
the vacancy was postponed until the 13th

DEATH OF MORELLL

He Dies from Eis Wound—Inquest Held—
The Verdict.

Peter Morelli, who was shot by George
Milasich in the New Campi Restaurant, on
K street, last Wednesday evening, died from
his wound on Saturday evening at about 10
o'clock. Hisremains were removed to Coroner
Vermilya’s office, where a post mortem was
held yesterday forenoon by Dr. J. F. Mont-
gomery, who made the following report: ‘I
have this day, with the assistance of Drs.
Tyrell and Brune, made a post mortem ex-

amination of the body of Peter Morelli, and
find upon it a pistol shot wound on the right
| front part of the chest, about four inches be-
{ low and two to the right of the right mipple.
Thke ball penetrated the cavity of the chest
between the seventh and eighth ribe, ranging
inwards and backwards, and escaping the
lung, passig through the diaphragm into
the abdominal cavity and through the
right lobe of the liver, a little below the
middle, and lodging against the peritoneal
covering of that organ on its posterior or
nnder surface, the membrane being lacerated
but not sufficiently to allow the complete
passage through it of the ball. The ball is
conical in shape, and immediately behind and
against i5 was found a cotton wad. 'l‘l.xere
was a large amount of bloed in the abdominal
cavity, arising from the wounded vessels‘of
the liver, and the evidence of peritoneal in-
flammation was corsiderable, as shown in ex-
tensive adhesions of the serous m‘embrsne
! covering the viscera. I am satishfd that
| death resnlted from the wound described.”

An inquest was held yesterday aiternoon
by Coromer Vermilya, District Attorney
Buckleéy and City Attorney Anderson con-
dacting the examinaticn of witnesses. In
addition to the statements of Jacob Eichman
and Henry C. Johnson, which have hereto-
fore been published, the following testimony
was given:

George Milasich, the accused, was sworn
and testified : I am proprietor of the New
Campi Restaurant; my name is George
Milasich. I knew the deceased, Peter Mo-
relli ; he worked for me a few days. I some-
times called him **Pettata.” I came in the
house about 5 o'clock Wednesday, June 1,
1881, I took some money to pay my bills,
Found the deceased inside or behind the bar,
He got the pistol in his hands. He said he
wanted to clean up. At that time in one
minute the shot of the pistol came “out. I
| spoke then and said, *“ What is the matter of
{ you?” He said “I don’t know myself.” He
{ said *“ I shot myself.” That time I lifted up
| the pistol after the shof. He said *‘I wan§
| to go,” and fell down, and after that a crowd
| came in the house. I picked the pistol up
| from the floor, Then the crowd came in,
! Then the officers came in and took me along.

That is all I know. [Witness here
shown the pistol and identifies the
same as the omne that belongs <o

the housg and the one that did the sheoting.]
The deceased was behind the counter when 1
came in. He was still behind the counter
when the shot was fired; right beside the
cracker-box. I did not put the pistol in any
box. I don’t know where I put the pistol
after I picked it up. I felt sorry about the
man being shot, and don’t know what I did
with the pistol. I don’t remember whether
I said anything about the d—— s—— of a
b—— trying to kill me. I never accused the
deceased of telling any one that I was drunk,
I don’t know whether Morelli told any one
that I was drunk., I can’t remember noth-
ing. If I said that he was a dl——s——of a
b—— ard tried to kill me I don’t remember
it. I was down to Morri’s restaurant that
afternoon. I took some drink and paid for
. I was not very drunk. I never said at
that time that the deceased was a s— of a
I pever said that I was a bad
man and would shoot semebody. Mo-
relli said that he wanted to clean
up, and had the pistol in his hand when it went
off, He wanted to open the drawers and
clean up. I don’t know which hand he had
the pistol in; I was not watching. He
waunted to clean up the pistol. The pistol
got rusty about four months ago. I never
carried the pistol in my pocket. I never told
him to clean the pistol. The pistol has never
been cleaned. He wanted to clean up the
bar, and clean the pistol too, He never told
me anything. He told me he wanted to clean
the pistol. The deceased was not serving
any one at the time. I don’t know whether
any one wasin the house at the time or not,
I was a little drunk, and dorv’t know much
about it. I did not see Jacob Eichman at
the time. The pistol shot just once. I no-
ticed that the pistol had four chots remain-
ing in it, and at the time of the shooting
there was one more gone, I noticed that
there was only four charges in it at Morris’.
There were only thrze after the chooting, I

W. A. Anderson was sworn, and corrob-
orated the testimony of Chief Karcher.

The following is the additional written
statement made by the deceased prior to his
death, and which is referred to by the Chief
| of Police as ‘““‘exhibit B:”

i SACRAMEXTO, June 3, 1881,

I, Peter Morelli, knowing that I am about to die,
| wish to make a further statement. I wish to add
l to my statement made at the time of the shooting
| that after George Milasich fired the first shot he
tried to shoot a second time, and would have done
s0, only another man, who was sitting at the table,
prevented him. It was the barber who was there.
| {Jacob Eichman is referred to.]
| No further testimony was given, and after
| the report of the post mortem examination
had been read to the jury a verdict was ren-
dered that the decased was a native of Italy,
about 26 years of age, and that ‘‘the cause
| of death was from a gunshot wound from the
| hands of one George Milasich, inflicted with

criminal means.”

THE METROPOLITAN THEATER.

Miss Claxton did not have 8o good a house
on Saturday night as on Fridsy, but the play
was one which would have rewarded attend-
ance better than ** The Two Orphans,” which
everybody is familiar with. *The Double
Marriage ” is a dramatization ef a story
which Charles Reade first published under
the name of * White Lies.” Itisa very ex-

citing and well wrought drama, and the com-
plications of the plct are so great as to fix the
attention of the audience from beginning to
end. It abounds in emotional tableaux, and
the story is developed with so much skill that
it is scarcely possible for those unfamilar with
it to guess the nature of the denouement in
advance. It was on the whole very well
played, and owed its success largely to the
fact that Miss Claxton has succeeded in
getting together a company of conscientious
and really capable actors and actresses. Miss
Claxton herself was suffering from a severe
cold, and as a consequence she was compelled
to tone down her voice to such an extent that
some of the more impassioned parts of the
play were unduly softened. Her Josephine,
nevertheless, was a very acceptable piece of
acting, and exhibited her special talent much
more strongly than the part of Louise in
“The Two Orphans.” The Rose of Miss
Johnson was also extremely good. This lady
has the ability to rise high in her profession.
The Jacintha of Miss Dollie Pike was an
agreeable and lively presentation of a
soubrette part. Mr. Stevenson as Du Jardin
acted with less animation and energy than the
role seems to callfor, but otherwise acceptably.
The Captain Raynal of Mr, Edward Arnott
was exceedingly well done, This gentleman
is decidedly the strongest actor in Miss Clax-
ton’s company. Mr. Gilbert made a very
amusing part of Dard. Mr., Burke as
Edouard Riviere came nearer the obnoxious
characterization of a *‘stick” than was pleas-
ent to witness, The other parts were all
respectably filled, and the play was generally
well mounted. In fact there was but one
serious drawback to the evening’s entertain-
ment, and that was the orchestra. The
music was simply excruciating, The same
venerable tunes of whose dreariness in-
numerable sensitive cows must have died
in the past, were droced out in obstinate and
unimaginative iteration all through the ever-
ing. An orchestra which thought a modern

mazourka appropriate music for the Battle
of Bosworth Field might indeed be expected
to do anything, but there is no reason why
the public should be constrained to sit and lis-

ten to its dismal discord forever. The
waits befween the acts were much shortened
on Saturday, to the great relief of the audi.

ence, On Saturday afterneon Miss Clax-
ton plaved “Frou-Frou” to a full
house. It is a pity that the pro-
gramme had not been a more
judicious one. If for example the company

had opened with ‘‘The Double Marriage,”
giving *' The Two Orphans” for the mati-

nee, and *‘ The Guv’nor ” on Saturday even-

ing, there would have been no empty seats
on the latter occasion. Managers, if they

only knew it, can always fill the theater here

by giving the best and freshest plays in their
repertoire, but they cannot do so by billing

old pieces, in which nine-tenths of the the-

ater-goers have seen a score of pop-

ular actors and actresses. If we

are never to have a respectable theater in

Sacramento, it would seem at least possible

to compass the acquisition of some fresh scen-

ery and a new drop curtain. Miss Claxton

brought some new scenery with her, and this

did much to help alongher pertormances. Mr.

Keene was obliged to use the old scenery, and

it sensibly damped his acting. As for the

present drop curtain, it has become such an

eyesore that if there is any pride about our
wealthier citizens they ought to raise a sub-
scription for a new one,
