LEVEES AND DRAINAGE.

Opinions of Engineers Upoa the Flans to
be Voted Upon.

With a view to ascertain and give to the
public the opirions of engineers who have
examined the subject of the city levees and
drainage, and the plans to be submiited to a
vote of the electors of the city on the 15th
inst. for adoption or rejection, interviews
were yesterday held with City Engineer L.’
F. Bassett, County Engineer Ji C. Pierson,
and J. R. Wilkinson, Resident Engineer of
the Central Pacific Railroad. Mr. Bassett

was first visited, and in answer to questions
propounded gave his views as follows :

Question—Under the plan adopted by the
Board of City Trustees, to be submitted at
the coming election, it is proposed ‘‘ to raise
with earth the levee from Y to R, and from
Seventh to Brighton, to a uniform grade of |
at least four feet at the lowest point above
high-water mark of 1881.” Please stats how
much the present levees will have to be raised
to bring them to that hight. -

Answer—At Y street the levee will have to
be raised three feet ; 500 feet above, nothing ;
at the gas works, nothing ; at R street, about
2% feet, and at P and L streets, about
three feet. Along the river front from P
street to I street the bulkhead on the east
side of the street ranges from 2} feet to 3}
feet above the high water of last wiater.
From Front and I to Seventh and D the
levee is of the full width of the fillad grounds
about the railroad shops and depot and of
sufficient hight. At Seventh street the raise
will be about one foot, and from thence to
American river railroad bridge the raise will
amount to from eix to eighteen inches. Be-
yond the American river bridge no raising 1s
contemplated, This will make the levee four
feet above high water at Seventh street and
rising gradually to six feet above at the
American river bridge. %

Q. —In regard to the drainage, what is the
present condition of the drainage canal, and
what further work and cost would be neces-
sary to make the present system afford the
necessary drainage for sewage and surface
water?

A.—No further amomnt-of work on the
canal will give us any improvement in our
sewerage, and no further amount of work
will improve our outlets for surfice water.
Abount all that can be done imm diately at
the gates of the city has been u.re, and
work upon the lower parts of the canal will
only benefit the low lands between hLere and
Snodgrass slough.

(Q.—How near to completion is the drain-
age canal?

A.—Probably about one-fifth of the cost of
making the canal finally effective for drain-
ing the surface water from the city and the
county below has been paid on work done in
the past three years.

Q.—How much has been expended upon
the canal since the city comamenced work
upon it three years ago ?

A.—Over $30,000.

Q.—What work remains to be dore to
make it thorouchly effective ?

A.—To coustruct a nt levee
from Sacramento to and even beyond
Freeport; to complete the canal to
grade to Beech’s lake; from Beech’s
lake to Snpodgrass slough; to make
almost an entirely new canal, the present
one being small and of no great depth ; to
clean out the debris from the mouth of
Snodgross slouzh ; to construct a levee about
opposite Walnut Grove against tide-water;
to put in at that point a tide-water flood-
gate ; to construct the back-water levee about
opposite Courtland ; to put in a larger flyod-
gate at that point ; to rebuild the old railroad
embankment back of Freeport where washed
out last winter ; to put in a new flood-gate at
that point; to build a considerable number
of bridges; to rebuild several that were
washed out last winter, and to clean out the

deposit of from two to three feet of sewage
matter has already been made. This can
ounly be done by turning the sewage for sev-
eral weeks into the lake from Seventh and
R to Eighth and Q streets, and opposite the
cemetery, and making a cesspool of it, while
the deposit in the canal has time to dry out,
so that it can be shoveled.

Q.—Of what nature is the work remaining
to be done in grading the canal?

A.—Most of what remains to be done will
have to be done with a dredging machine, as
it is in the swamps and tules, and below the
natural level of the water in the ground. A
large portion of it, too, is in hardpan (or bed-
rock), and will have to be blasted, and much
of the way the water will have to be pumped
out while it is beiog done.

(Q —When all of this work is completed,
will the country below us be effectually
drained winter and summer?

A.—No; not other than at pressnt during
the rainy season. The water from the plains,
and sipage from the river, will fill the several
pockets until high enough to run out over the
back-water from the San Joaquin and
Mokelumne rivers.

(Q —What is the distance from Sacramento
to the lowest point at which w-rk would have
to be done, and the amount of fall?

A.—The distance is from 20 to 25 miles,
The available fall is from six to seven feet,
counting from the bottom of the sewer at
Sixth and Y streets.

Q.—Under the proposed plan of pumping
the sewage and drainage water, upon which
an estimated cost of $29,000 is made, what
capacity of pnmps would be obtained ?

A.—The works upon which estimates have
been based are for 200 horse-power, for
maximum work during winter, and from 8 to
10 horse-power during the summer ; the work
for ten menths of the year to be done in ten
or twelve hours, and a reservoir of sufficient
capacity constructed to hold the sewage of
the night, so that for mest of the time it
would be necessary to have only one en-
gineer and one fireman. The amount of
power that is required can be obtained ap-
proximately, as tollows: We have five sew- ‘
ers at present constructed, discharging at |
Sixth and R streets. Two are of 16 inch and
three of 18 inch diameter. The:e gewers are
laid g0 a8 to flow at the rate of two feet per
second., Calling the sewers all 20 inches in
diameter and two feet flow per second, would
give us 14 580,600 galions for twenty-four
hours, equal to 121,500,000 pounds, From
the bottom of the sewer at Sixth and R
strects to high water in the river, 18 feet;
friction head for forcing 15,000,000 gal- |
lons through a 3-foot pipe, 3.2 feet, |
making a total -head to work against
of 21.2 feet. To lift 15,000,000 mgainst 21.2
feet head and overeome friction in discharge-
pipe would require 51 horse power; and I
have considered that four times that, or
about 200-horse power, would be ample
allowance for all emergencies and make a
large provision for the growth of tha city
and extension of the sewers. For ten months
of the year the discharge under the present
circamstances will not amount to over 1,000,-

horse power will raise this against a head of
90 feet and overcome friction of discharge
pipe.

Q.—About what would be the cost of run-
ning such works ?

A.—I have estimated as follows ;

And I think it will be a long time before it
will come up to that figure. %
Q.—Do you think this system wonld give
any better drainage than by the canal?
A.—Tt cannot fail to do so. Beside it will
place us in a position where we can at any

in our sewerage system. It will be the first
step in that direction, after which the balance
can be carried out as fast as the means can
be provided, and, as I hope to be able to
prove hereafter, at far less cost than is gener-
ally anticipated and with results the most
satisfactory.

Q.—How have you arrived at the eatimatad
st of $29,0007

A.—By consulting with those in Sacra-
mento who have a knowledge of such things,
and by communicating with manufacturersin
the East,

Mr. Pierson replied to interrogatories as
follows :

(Q.—What are your views upon the proj
sition of facing the outer slope or river side
of the city levees with cobble or rubble stone,
as per plan to be voted upon at this coming

A.—1I think the plan proposed entails a
greater expense than is warranted by the
eonditions surrounding the north leves, 'The
need of stone protection does not exist either
in fact or in the mind of the careful ob-
server. I am convinced from personal obser-
vation of the former and by converse with a
mumber of prominent wen who underatand
the situation of the latter. Nowhere is the
Jevee subjected to the action of heavy waves—
the only condition, in my opigion, that war-
rants such a plan at so great a cost as pro-
posed, viz., $100,000. But were it necessary
to make use cf the stone protection I would
be in favor of using quarry stone only,
cobbles heing teo light and too easily moved
from positicn to be of any vaine. Large
blocks, the refuse from granite quarries, laid
as in & wall, under the direction of a skillful
stonemason, experience has shown,is the only
wethod which is permanently successful.

Q. —What would be the effect of bui'ding
brush spur-work at intervals along the out-
side cf the north levee, to check the current
and widen the base of the levee by causing a
deposit of sediment ? :

A.—From observations during the highest

water of last winter I conclude that there is
not a sufficient amount of t carried

levee to cause any appreciable amount of
filling or widening of the levee base in this
manner, with the exception of about fiftesn
hundred feet, beginning at the head of Burns
slough. There is little or no current along the
levee, therefore the sediment is not carried
against the levee, bui is lsft where the cur-
rent is first diminished. From Burns slovgh
up there is a large reservoir formed by a thick
growth of brush along the river bank on the
one side, and the levee on the other. The
waters of this reservoir are nearly at rest,
consequently carry no sediment. The outlet
is along the levee from Burns slough down,
and here for a distance of 1,500 feet there is
a strong current, but the water is nearly free
from sediment.

Q.—What point or points do you consider
the weakest in the levee, and how would you
treat them?

A.—The point I have just referred to—that
is, from the crossing of Burns slough, down
for fifteen hundred feet—the current is quite
stronz along the base of the levee. It can
easily be protected, first, by cutting channels
through the brush, leading from the levee to
the river, and by brush obstructions to throw
the current away from the levee ; secondly,
by arevetinent-work on the slope of the levee
built of willow brush, in addition to planting
Bermuda grass ; this will afford a certain and
cheap protection. At a point opposite Mrs,
Waldron’s place the river is fast approaching
the levee, and unless checked, will, in a short
time, prove a serious menace to the security
of that portion of the levee. It can be pre-
vented from further encroachments by a sys-
tem of brush spur dams, constructed in such
a manrer &8 to throw the current away from
the bank. The only other weak point, in my
estimation, is that portion of the levee across
the Norristown tract, where the leves is con-
structed of red earth, and has 2 steep slope
on the river side. This should be reinforced
with sediment, and, as has been suggested,
planted with Bermuda grass, which will
afford a sufficient protection,

Q.—What do you regard the present con-
dition of the city drainage canal, and what,
if anything, is necessary to make it sufficient
to carry off the city sewage and surface drain-
age, and can that be successfully done ?

A,—In its unfinished condition it affords
but poor facilities for drainage, and when
flnished to Snodgraes slough will not be as
effective. as the needs of the city require,
while there is a strong possibility of inter-
ference with the outlet of Snodgrass slough
from the deposit of mining debris brought
down by the Cosumnes river,

Q.—What is your opinion of the proposed
plan of pumpiog the sewage and drainage
water of the city?

A.—That eventuzally the city must depend
on a system of pumping to secure drainage,-
seems to me inevitable. How far the sum
asked for, for this purpose, will go toward
the commencement of this system I have not
estimated, but I would advise the commence-
ment of such works that will preve effectual,
when completed, in pumping all the sewage
matter and drainage water of the city either
into the river or into a canal constructed on
a higher grade than the present canal,

Q.—What about the city helping to build
the levee from Y street to Freeport; what is
your judgment about that?

A.—That if the city is to depend on the
present canal for drainage purposes, it is to
its interest to protect the canal from over-
flow from the river and g0 avoid pumping at
Y street by helping to build the levee from
Y street to Freeport. In that event the city
should, I think, have contrel of the levee so
as to be able to see that it is sufficiently
guarded during high water. In case the
drainage canal is abandoned and the pump-
ing system is adopted, which will be done
eventually, I think then the interest of the
city in that levee in a manner ceases.

The views of J. R. Wilkinson were given
a8 fullows:

Q —What is your opinion in regard to
plans proposed of raising the city levees to a
uniform hizht of four feet above high-water
mark of 18817

A.—I believe it a wise precaution to do so.
I think the north and east levees perfectly
secure at present, but the action certainly
will do no harm and will tend to give greater
confidence. From Seventh street to the
American river bridge the levee is at no
place Jess than three feet and six inches above
the highest water mark, and the width of the
levee at the highest line the water reached is
not less than 52 feet. This is trus of the en-
tire distance from Seventh street to the
bridge, and it1s solid beyond question from its
use as a railroad track for the past 16 years.
This levee is also protected on the river gide
ninety per cent. of the way by a dense growth
of small timber and brush, which will pre-
vent injury occurring from a north wind.
At the point opposite Mrs. Waldron’s place,
or the Burns’ elough locality, the statement
made by Mr., Knunox I regard as correct, and
the river should be prevented from coming
nearer to the levee. The danger would come
from the river cutting into the quicksand for-
mation beneath the base of the levee, and
this can be preveated by taking steps to keep
tha river channel from approaching the levee.
From the American-river bridge to Brighton
the levee is even more secure than it is on
this side. Ii any person will take the pains
to go along that levee from the bridge to
Brighton, he will sze that there is no sign
of washing or cutting by the current from
last winter’s flood, and a person going there
to make repairs would be unable to find a
place requiring any _attention what-
ever. As to the Light or strength
of that portion of the city’s defenses,
the water at no place between the bridge
and Brighton came nearer than seven or
eight feet of the top of the levee, at the
highest point reached last winter, and the
levee was not less than 50 feet in breadth at
that line in all places, The only thing from
which any damage would be likely to occur,
would be a strong and long-continued north-
east wind during a very high stage of water,
and, as all know, winds from that direction
are not heavy nor of long duration,

Q.—What do you think of the plan pro-
posed of facing the levee with cobble or
rubble stone ?

A.—I don’t thick it is necessary nor ad-
visable, for the north levee, from Seventh
street to the American river bridge, is amply
protected by the undergrowth of trees and
brush, which I have referred to, except per-
haps in a few places. These can be protected
at a very slight expense by the appli-
cation of stone judiciously  placed,
or by planting out Bermuda grass
along the slope and letting it turf over. It
would do no harm to face the whole levee
with this grass, and, in fact, it wou'd be de-
sirable to do so, and it could be done at a
very smsll expense compared with facing it
with stone, By raising the track to a uni-
form hight of four feet above the highest
water, as proposed ; facing the levee with
gresa, and perhaps with stone in a few places
«s mentioned ; by protacting this growth of
small trees and brush, so they may form a
barrier against the action of waves when
driven by strong winds, and by keepiog the
river from approaching nearer in the vicinity
of Burns’ slough or Smith’s gardens, I regard
this levee as in every way perfectly secure.

() —How about the city front ?

A.—1 think the levee below R street should
be raised and strengthened as proposed by
the Trustees, and also for a short distance
above Q street, which I understand is to be
raised, independent of the propositions to be
voted upon,

() —What do you thiok of the proposition
in regard to pumpiog the sewage and drain-
age of the city ?

A.—1 think the city will have to come to
that in the near future, as other cities simi-
larly situated have alreacy done. I am satis-
fied that within a few years the outlet of the
present drainage canal will be filled up from
the raising of the beds of the Cosumnues and
Mokelumne rivers, thus destroying what little
fall the cinal at present posseeses, and ren-
dering it entirely useless. It is only a ques-
tion, therefore, whether the plan of pumping
shall be adopted now or be deferred for a few
years longer,
