The day previous to the murder he had made
a clean-up, and was supposed to have in his
possession several thousand dollars. After
being murdered a quantity of woodhad been
placed on the body and get on fire. Both
legs and arms were burnt off and the
body ; horribly j charred. The murderers,had cut the body; open and taken out the
heart. The skull won crushed, and there
were several stats on the light Bide. Anum-
ber of articles, iiu-'uding two pistols, were
taken from the bui'dii g, and a careful search
failed to discover any gold dust, thus clearly
indicating the ebject of tho deed. Dunn was
aged about 40 year.', was a sober, industrious
maD, and wellliked. He formerly lived in
Portland, where ho was engaged in business.
The body was found in full dress, showing
that the murder was committed when Dunn
was not inbed. Had the 'plan to burn the
building and destroy all traces not failed, the
crime wouldnever hove been known. The
authorities are investigating the matter, but
have not the faint' clue, and the probability
is that the mystery willnever be cleared up.
