THE ELECTION TO-MORROW.

_ The discussion which has been had on
the propositions to be submitted to the
voters of this city to-morrow must have
convinced all who have paid due attention
to it that the Trustees made a mistake
in their so-called stone improvement plan.
The history of this plan indeed is a curious
illustration of the unbusinesslike ways in
which public affairs are managed. We
have a City Surveyor whe is “a civil engi-
neer. This official has made a special
study of our leveces. He vnderstands
them thoroughly, and he knows just how
they can be so improved as to be perfectly
secure. Now the judgment of this officer
was emphatically against the stone plan
from the first, and for reasons in which
every other engineer who has spoken on
the subject agrees with him. But the
Trastees, instead of availing themselves of
the practical ecientific knowledge placed
especially for that-purpose ab their dispo-
sal,went to work and patched up a scheme
of their own, the chief characteristic of
which is its likeness to Chinese states-
manship. The Trustees argued that there
was a general demand for such improve-
ments as wenld lay all apprehension about
the strength of the levees at rest; and =o
they concluded that they would adopt a
plan which would give the appearance of
complete security, though it was true that
itevould not give the security itself. Then
a numbker of representative citizens went
and examined the levees, and after they
had been told by the engineers that the
stone plan was not necessary, was not best,
was not capable of giving the protection
demanded, and in fact was a mockery and
a delusion, they solemnly resolved that it
was the part of wisdom to vote for this
nonsensical plan.

The only apology for this extraordinary
resolution was the fantastical allegation
that if the plans of the Trustees were re-
jected it would be thought that Sacramento
had not enterprise enough to protect her-
gelf. What will be thought when it is
known that Sacramento voted to squander
$100,000 upon a piece of work which no-
toriously fails to fulfili the conditions re-
guired, and which is confessedly adopted
for no better purpose than to deceive the
ignorant ? The truth is that the meeting
of citizens the other day cught to have
condemned the stone plan after what they
had heard. They had no ground whatever
for any other conclusion, and their resolu-
tion on the question was an absurd non
sequitur. 1t was shown by the engineers
that three yards of earth could be put on
the levees for the price of one yard of
stone, and that the earth was in all respects
preferable to the stone. It was alsoshown
that after all the stone had been put on it
woald still be as necessary as before to
build spur-dams to keep the carrent of the
river off the weak places, and that where
the quicksands are the stone would be
rather a source of added danger than of
new strength. In short, it was made per-
fectly apparent that the stone plan was a
blunder on the part of the Trustees, and
the meeting ought to have so reported.

GRANT’S FOLLY,

General Grant has been talking in a very
foolish and indecent way to a reporter
about the Conkling matter. Of course he
thinks Conkling is altogether in the right,
and he may have the proud consciousness,
in this, of knowing that he Lolds a diamet-
rically opposite opinion to that of three-
fourths of the American people. But when
he proceeds to intimate that President
Garfield “insulted” Mr. Conkling, he
either shows himself to be grossly ignorant
of the facts, or coarsely determined him-
self to insult President Garfield, We have
never entertained the least respect for
General Grant’s political views, Hemadea
very bad President, and he was getting
worze all the time His judgment on a mat-
ter of this kind is simply what might be
expected from an average *‘ machine” poli-
tician destitute of any higher knowledge
than that of the caucus and the ward-club.
And if he would have acled differently
from President Garfield under similar cir-
cumstances, it is merely because under
similar circumstances he would have been
found supporting the ‘‘ machine,” in utter
indifference to the requirements of the
country or the tendency of public opinion.
General Grant’s eulogy upon Conkling, and
his attack upon the Administration, will
neither help his friend nor himself. His
attitude in fact serves only to emphasizs
the necessity of stamping out all that
remains of ¢ Grantism,” and of supporting
the President against the final assaunlts of
that dangerous and demoralizing element,

Murder in the First Degree.

Borise Ciry, June 13th.—The case of
Henry McDonald, for the murder of George
Myers, has been on trial at Silver City the
past week, and was given to the jury this
afternoon. The jury were out fifty-five
minutes, when they returned into Court with
a verdict of murder in the first degree. It
was one of the most heartless murders ever
committed on this coast. Myers was a

just at that time and made him leave the
body with them, and that be should not say
anythinz about Myers’ death, or they would
charge him with the murder of Mygers. This
was the reason he kept Myers’ death a se-
cret.
