Disastrous Hurricare in the Northwest,
WisrFieLD (Ks.), June 13th.—A eyclone
visited Sumner and Sedgwick counties Sun-
day pight, causing the destruction of a vast
amount of property, killing a few and wound-
ing many persons. It was first seen near
Ninnassah, on the Arkansas river, three
miles from Mulvane Junction, and traveled
rapidly in a northeasterly direction, striking
in a cornfield near Mulvane, It passed amile
north of Mulvane, and picking up a two-etory
house turned it over twice and smashed it to
gmithergens, A lady and her child were se-
riously injured internaliy, as well as bruised,
and the chances are that she will die. The
residence of a man named Egan was demol-
ished, This was done by one branch of the
cyclone. A water-spout also did much dam-
ace at B2l Plain. The two branches urited
near Mulvane, and it was the two combined
that did the work of destruction. Large
hail-stones fell in immense quantities and
a hot wind prevailed, making it difficult to
breathe, and turning the leaves of corn as
black as dirt. After leaving Mulvane the
cyclone wheeled off in a southerly direction
and struck Floral, a small town about four
miles from Seely. One person was killed
there, and two mors or less dangercusly
wounded. The crops were much injured.

WeLes (Minn. ), June 13th.—A hurricane
struck in this section yesterday. "An old
couple named Chaffee were killed, several
houses wrecked and several persons seriously
hurt.

Des Moings (Ia.), June 13th,—One of the
most destructive storms which ever visited
central Iowa swept through here Sunday af-
ternoon and evening. Hail-stones fell the
size of goose egges [?], breaking glass, killing
live stock, birds, poultry and game. The
Baptist church here was struck by lightning
and the roof burnt. Half a dozen houses
were blown away. At Rising Sun, one Er-
ickson and his baby and wife were blown a
quarter of a mile. The wife’s mind is bad]
affected. John Water’s house was demol-
ished and his baby killed. In Grant town-
ship, a child of Douglass Johnsen was killed.
The crops were beaten to the ground. In
Casey, one house was blown away, and many
houses demolished. Six inches of hail lay
on the ground, Robert Trowbridge and Her-
man Rathburn were killed by lightning three
miles north of Exira, while in a wagon. One
man lost every hili of corn in thirty acres by
the wind.

ToregA (K=.), June 13th.—Stories of hair-
breath escapes continue to come in from the
storm direct, and new reports of damage to
crops, houses, cattle and glass are received.
Some people were stripped of clothes and
entirely ruined in property. Several people
were injured near Olivet, One died. Mr.
Rosecrants and Mrs. John Harper, living
near Malvern, are known to have lezn
killed, and many neighbors were bady hurt.
The list of *‘totally destroyed” buildingsis
very long. Their fragments are found miles
from their site.

GALVESTON (Tex.), June 13th. —The News
Montagne special says: A cyclone passed
over the neighberhood of Queen’s Peak, in
the western part of this county, carrying
away houses, fences, etc. The house of Lee

THEE LAWS OF DEVELOPMENT,

What does the story of life upon the
earth teach us concerning the unfoldmeat
of organic form? Is the human figure a
chance-result of an evolutionary force
which might have pursued some quite dif-
ferent direction ? or are the laws of devel-
opment such as to lead inevitably toward
the form of man as their highest organic
product ? This is a question admitting of
a more definite answer than may at ‘tirst
thought appear, as we hope to show by a
rapid survey of the various steps of the
process. And, first, it must be borne in
mind that Nature's efforts at animal and
plant formation have been on no contracted
scale, The varying forms produced have
been almost multitudinous. They exist at
present in the greatest variety. But the
present is only the apex of a long succes-
sion of life epochs, each with its special
organic group. We must multiply the ex-
isting forms by thousands of such epochs
to obtain any adequate idea of the whole
broad field of life. Plainly, then, Nature
has not dealt sparsely with the subject,
but has produced a most generous pro-
fusion of differing forms. Hence, narrow
as is the field of the earth, there is reason
to believe that the form-evolving principle
has had full opportunity here to act, and
that it has sclected out the most tavorable
line of development from the many direc-
tions attemnted,
tle—a battie for food and a battle for
safety. The total quantity of food is lim-
ited. The powers of organic increase are
unlimited. Thus a fight for food becomes
necessary ; a conflict in which no quarter
is acked and nome given. Victory icclines
to the strongest and best armed. The
successful combatant must have powers of
defense against all Nature’s attacks, and
