Affair*at Albany—Another Ballot.
Albany (N. V.), Judo 14th.— Today the

vote to fillthe vacancy caused by Conkling's
resignation was as follows : Wheeler, 23 ;
(Jonkling, 31 ; Jacobs, 50 ; Cornell, 9 ;
Rogers, 21;Lapham, 8 ;Folger, 2;Brad-
ley, 1;James M. Maivin,2 ;Tremaine, 3 ;
Crowley, 1.

To fillPlatt's vacancy the vote was :De-
pew, 50 ; Folger, 3; L»phsm, 2;Kernan,
51:Cornell, 10;Platt, 20 ;Crowley, 4.

No choice was made, and the Convention
adjourned.

THE BRIBERY INVESTIGATION.
Ai.uany, June 14th. —In the investigation

to-day, Bradley testified that there was no
discord between him and Sessions, although
all of the party didnot indorse Sessions' ac-
tion at Chicago. Thought he did not tell C.
P. Ingersoll he had voted for Conkling and
Piatt for the last time. He would not make
a direct answer whether he told a New York
I'imc* correspondent that he would vote for
Depew hereafter. He did not think he told
him or Lyinan B. Smith of the Bcffalo Cou-
rier that outside money was given to witness
by an outside lobbyint. He was positive he
did not tellF. M.Millerof Chautauqna the
saiie ;nor did he remember saying in Kelly's
cigar store in Olean, on Sunday, that there
was consternation in store for the people at
Albany. He thought he didsay he could get
$500 for voting for Depew, and at the same
time please his constituency, but he said he
would not dv it. He did nnt te!l the Post-
master that he could get $7,500 to vote for
D?pew.

On re-direct examination Bradley was
greatly excited. _ After making his speech he
gave a copy of it to the first reporter who
asked for it. Inregard to his talk at Olean,
he said h3 was thinking of the star route de-
velopments. He thought he could get $500
from the lobby at Albany, because they were
so veryenergetic for Depew. He said he had
not drank even cider sicce he left the inebri-
ate asylum in1872 ;nor even eaten sauces in
which brandy or wine is used. His misstate-
ments to his partner about signing the light
of way in the Peg Leg Railroad matter was
the result of forgetfulness, not of a desire to
deceive. No one ever suggested to him the
making of a false charge against Sessions or
any one else. Bradley said he thought from
the street and newspaper talk that some
members of the Legislature could be bcught.
His was the only case in which he hinted of
an offer being made, except, perhaps, to the
Youngs.

Senator Session! testified that he was an ex-
pert inpromoting the interest of candidates.
He knew the evening before Bradley's dis-
closure that it was coming. Itwas a rumor
on the street ;didn't talk to Bradley about
it;was once a witness in a bribery ca-e in
the Senate, in which he bad acted as counsel
for pay, or itmight be called a lobbyist ;paid
nomoney to anybody to vote for the measure ;
was a lobbyist six or seven years, oS and on,
advocating such bills by argument as lie was
paid for advocating. He denied being inti-
mate with Winai.s when he left the Republi-
can party and went over to the Democrats,
and lest control of the House to the Repub-
licans ; knew Foreyth of Troy, and got
SI.COO to oppose the Albany bridge bill;had
assisted in Washington inone or twomatters,
but never divided the pr.y he got ;v/ent up to
Woodin'ii room after leaving Bradley in the
Delavan House ; told th« caucus June Bth
that ho had secured a vote. Witness thought
ha had secured Bradley to vote for Depcw,
as Bradley said witne»R wouldn't be disap-
pointed inhis vote. Witness was surprised
when Bradley voted forCoukling and Platt ;
never had any reason to believe Bradley cor-
ruptible. •-•\u25a0/.:

The Great Northwestern Cyclone.
St. Louis, June Ufa. Liter reports from

Western Missouri describing the cyclone
say :The most destruction took place at or
near King City and Flag Springs. Later in
the evening another cyclone parsed north of
Savannah, Andrew county, northeast. From
information received itappears that a cloud
formed in a field near Chapel, about eight
miles northwest of Savannah, and moved
southeast, tearing timber trees and fences
until it struck the large brick house of Na-
than C. Kellogg, situated about six miles
north of the town, which it tore to pieces.
Mr, Kellopi; and family were absent from
home at tho time and so escaped being in-
jured. Two houses belonging to Mr. Kel-
logg, in & field :near the brick house, were
found ina fielda quarter of amile away,sup-
posed to have been carried there by the cy-
clone. Itthen moved ecst. Atthis time it
was about 160 yard* wide.

Chicago, June 14th.—In the path of the
cyclone was a residence of J. Hall,situated
near TollBridge. Itstruck the corner of the
house, moving itoff the foundation and dam-
agirg itconsiderable. W. S. Wright had 50
hogs killed. John Parks' house further on
was blown away, and Mr3. Parks severely
injured. Thos. Crean's houae was carried
away, and a Baptist Church was nearly tern
to pieces. Mrs. Laug'ilin'n house, farther
south, was blown to pieces. The furniture,
clothicg, and everything contained in the
house were carried away. Feather beds were
torn to piece?, and the feathers strewn
through Hie timber. Stoves and allkiivh of
household goods from the houses were carried
through the air, and the ownera have not vet
found any of them. Lann Roberts and E.
A.Phillips' house, nssr Fishf jrd. were de-
stroyed. From there the storm passed on to
Flag Springs and King City.

C. Nelson, C. K.Maynard, Mrs. G. Roberts
and child, and a man unknown. The in-
jured are :Miss E. Gee, who will die ;Mfcs
Maynard, severely ;Win.

clone in this county wan more s°r:ous than
telegraphed from Topeks. The cyclone first
formed between Aryonid and Olivet, then
passed northwest, gring out of the county in
the direction of Pomers, Franklin onnty.
Inits course itkilled five people, includine
John Rozsneranz, John Harper, a man
named Brown, two colored children and a
person whose name is not yet learned.

AtCJ':eaemo the Presbyterian church was
destroyed, and one other building. Of the
bnildings enumerated, the majority were
upon the opposite road, leading from the west
into Quenemo. The people were absent at-
tending Sunday-schools, which undoubtedly
prevented a teirible loss of life.

A.large number of people were badly hurt.
Citizens in the buildings uninjured turned
out, and all were comfortably cared for.
The loss in property is enormous, but cannot
be safely estimated. For fifteen miles of the
most densely settled and best part of Usage
county the eye'one cut a swath of desolation
and death. Entire farms are stripped of
their buildings, together with cattle and
much of tt.» vegetation. At one place only a
piece of tire a foot long aud a hub was left
of a wagon.

The committee report that
they foiiud a regularly organized ring, which
has been inexistence for several year*, and
has been misappropriating money and de-
frauding the Government. The officials and
employes who were connected with the ring
willbe dismissed at once, and a more com-
plete and thorough investigation willbe or-
dered.' Allthe facts heretofore reported in
the Western Associated Press dispatches re-
lating to the selling of carpets and other
frauds of the ring are reported by the com-
mittee.
