DOMESTIC.

The Situation at Albany.

ALBANY, June 17th.—The following is the
result to-day of the vote for a successor to
Conkling : Jacobs 47, Conkling 27, Wheeler
36, Cornell 8, Lapham 16, Bradley 1, Folger
3, Tremaine 3, Crowley 1.

The vote for a successor to Platt resulted :
Depew 53, Kernan 48, Platt 23, Cornell 10,
Crowley 5, Lapham 1, Wheeler 2.

Tuthill denounced Depew as the head lob-
byist of the corporations, and Barber and
Edwar s as his lieatenants. Barber’s room
had long been the headquarters and den
where legislation is bought and seld, where
legislators gamble with lobbyists and claim
agents, and where cards are a veil to cover
naked bribery. He could corroborate his
statement by witnesses, Barber & Co, were
trying to make their chief a United States
Senator.

THE BRIBERY MATTER.

The Bribery Committee decided that they
would extend the inquiry to everything bear-
ing on the Senatorial question.

Thomas W. Cantwell, Receiving Teller of
the Albany City Bank, testified that he knew
Adam Blake, of the Kenmore Hotel. He
deposited checks of $2,500 aund $10,000,
signed by Mr. Oxener,of New York, in-
dorsed by A. D. Barber ; gave large bills for
the $10,000 check.

Chas. J. Peabody, Cashier of Spencer,
Trask & Co., testified that he remembered
getting a check for $1,500 cashed at tl.e Mer-
chants’ Bank on the Sth ; thought there were
only small bills in the package; paid the
money over to a messenger sent for it be Sen-
ator Woodin. Graves got a check for $2,000
cashed the same day.

Adam Blake, of the Kenmore Hotel, tes-
tified that he kuew E. R. Phelps, but not
Barber ; Phelps gave witness a draft on New
York for $10,000 May 20th, which witness
got cashed and paid back to Phelps in such
gums as he desired,

Charles I.. Garfield, Paying Teller of the
Albany City National Bank, testified that he
did not remember any payments on the 26th
or 28th ultimo ; knew of 1o usury or bribery.

John A. Goodall, Cashier of the First Na-
tional Bank of Utica, testified that Barber’s
account had been written up yesterday morn-
ing and checks returned to Barber. Barber
deposited $17,000 in checks drawn by J. D.
Oxener, of New York, About $54,000 of
the total sum in the statement was dis.
counted notes. The ageregate credit is $90,-
664. The debit side is about $86,000.

Cashier Goodall, of the Utica Bahk, tes'i-
fied that Barber telegraphed him, * I will
give the committee a statement of my ac-
count. It will save vou coming. I have no
objections to their having it.”

Senator Strahan testified that he got a tel-
egram marked confidential, dated Washing-
ton May 18th, signed by John N. Daven-
port, saying it .was very important that
Strahan shonld meet Davenport at the club
without fail that night. Witness met Daven-
port as per telegram. Davenport asked me
if I would like the Marshalship here, and
said he was in with Garfield in this fight,
and counld get it for me. Isaid, *If I ac-
cept the offer, wonld I be expected to act
against Conkling?” He said, *Yes.” I
said, I didn’t think I could accept the
place. I wanted to be independent, and

Before he went away he arranged
that if everything was a3 Gillette had repre-
sented it he would telegraph back the name
of some great infidel. This dispatch, when
it did come, was Bruno, Voltaire and Spinoza,
showing that it was three times better than
represeuted. Since then, later advices say
that three or feur others of the twenty-one
mines are very handsome investments. Per-
emptory orders have also been telegraphed to
gell none of the stock in any one of these
mines for any money.
Another ** Version” Threatened.

New YORg, June 17th.—The Churchinan
of this week says:e “We are to have still
another version of the New Testament, to be
known as ‘The American Version,” and
what is more it is to be copyrighted under
that designation.” As to the particular rea-
sons for its publication, the Churchman says :
““The fact that the readings and renderings
proposed by the American Committee of
Revision have been published in a separate
list, such of them at least as were not
adopted by the English revisions, has vexed
the minds of some people who cannot bear
that anything American should be made to
take a back seat, and certain others who are
not willing to acknowledge that thers can be
any appeal from the judgment of the Ameri-
can committee.”

An Oflicer Dismissed and His
Abolished.

WASHINGTON, June 17th.,—Secretary Win-
dom to-day summarily dismissed Cuetodian
Pitney from the public service, and abolished
the office of Custodian of the Treasury, which
was created some years ago without legal
authority, and paid for from the appropria-
tion for janitors, messengers, etc. The duties
of the office are imposed upon Chief Clerk
Power, who has been diligent in unearthing
the frauds of the Custodian’s ring. Pitneyis
not likely to be otherwise punished than by
dismissal.

Gould’s Railroad Operations.

Darras (Tex.), June 17th.—It is under-
stood that Gould’s terminal point on the
coast will be Sabine Pass. It is stated that
Gould has bought the Crosby road from
Sabine Pass northward. Fifty miles will be
pushed through to Mineola as rapidly as
possible. This will force the Texas trunk
road to a parallel line from Palestine to the
Pass,

Another Railroad War Probable.

St. Lours, June 17th.—There is much ex-
citement in railroad circles over a statement
that passengers from Chicago to New York
only pay $14, while the rate from here is
$24 25, so that passage hence to New York
is cheaper via Chicago than direct. There is
talk of a slashing cut and a big war.

Colorado Pesperadoes in a Playfal Mood.
Dexver (Col.), June 17th.—The Tribune’s
Kokomo special says: This afternoon AL
Higgins, a well-known desperado, and Phil
Foote, ex-Marshal of Kokomo, being intoxi-
cated, began firing their revolvers at random.
Shortly thereafter meeting Mayor Doncas-
ter, of Recent, Higgins fired at him, the shot
just grazing his head. Policeman Brown
ordered them to be quiet, and was shot and
badly wounded by Higgins. The despera-
does then fled to Recent, a small village in
the suburbs of Kokomo, and prepared for re-
sistance. The Marshal and posse pursued,
and after wounding Higgins in the face cap-
tured him and Foote. They were taken to
Leadville t¢ avoid lynching. Much excite-

tist’s office for the purpose o? having a tooth
extracted. She was then in the most perfect
health, and weighed not far from 180 pounds.
The tooth that was the occasion of her visit
was a large double ona, situated far back on
the jaw, firm and fast, and very troublesome
from a cavity. The extraction was a very
difficult one, producing intense pain. Mrs.
Ingram became terribly excited, which cul-
minated in a nervous shock. A hack was
called and she was conveyed bome in a

greatly prostrated condition, She was

companied by a terrible sickness and nausea.
She attempted to eat food to sustain life, bus
the presence of food onlﬂ'prodnced a loathing
and deathly sickness. The experiment was
repeatedly tried until it became a torment,
and was given up. Since October 11,
1880, she has lain in bed unable to take
food or water, and have it remain
on her stomach, The attending physicians
began giving her injections, thereby sustain-
ing life by a process of absorption. They
have also sustained life by baths of beef tea,
milk and such highly nutritious liquids, with
an occasional bath of alcohol to keep the
pores open, She has lived for the past eight
months ou this thin diet. Her weight has

been reduced from 180 to less than
80 pounds, but her face still pre-
serves quite a healthy appearance.

Her nerves are at such a high tension that
she is unable to sleep more than two hours in
twenty-four, A fitful dream is all that her
state will allow. She has subatantially lost
her voice, and is unabie to speak above a low
whisper. A constant fever attends her, ac-
companied by an inordinate thirst, but she
cannot drink any more than eat.

Clerical Bervice In the Army.

WasrINGTON, June 17th.—The Secretary
of War has ordered that the whole number
of enlisted men of all grades and descriptions
allowed for clerical duty in the army shall be
13 sergeants, 21 corporals, 107 privates and
16 topographical assistants. The General of
the Army will determine their distribution.
In addition, the commanding Generals of
Military Divisions and Departments, the com-
manding officer of the Department of New
Mexico and the Superintendents of the re-
cruiting service may, if necessary, detail en-
listed men from the troops under their com-
mand as messengers, not to exceed five for
each division of the department and district
named, and one to each Superintendent.

Execution in Colorado.

CorLoraDo SpPRINGS, June 17th,—William
H. Salishury, alias William H., Canby, was
to-day hanged for the murder of Constable
Perkins at Duena Vista, He declared his
innocence from the scaffold. When the trap
was sprung the rope broke, and, although his
neck was broken by the fall, he was again
pulled up.

The Choctaws Excited.

Forr SwmitH (Ark.), June 17th. —The
Choctaws are excited because the whites liv-
ing in the Choctaw Nation refuse to pay the
tax levied by the permit law. Over 1,000
men are armed and organized to expel the
whites who refuse to pay the tax, burn their
houses and make it generally unpleasant.

The President and Auditor French-The
Latter’s Astonishing Action.

Curcaco, June 18th.—A, M.—The Tumes
special from Washington says: President
Garfield has gaid that he only wanted a good
pretext to remove Auditor French. French
has kindly furnished the President not only
with a pretext but a positive reason for his
summary removal. Last winter Aud-
itor French made a furious attack
on the Central Pacific, charging that
that company had willfully diverted
moneys which should have been paid
into the Treasury on account of the sinking
fund ; that that company were leasing for
themselves auxiliary lines of road, on which
freights were carried to the detriment of the
main line. He had an injunction sworn
out against the Central Pacific to pre-
vent it from declaring a dividend until the
alleged deficits were made up. A suit against
the company is now pending, and in charge
of the Attorney-General. Recently Auditor
French went west to gather testimony for the
prosecution of this suit. During his absence
he has written a most remarkable letter to
the President of the Central Pacific Railroad.
In other words, he withdraws his entire case,
The most astonishing thing about this is that
French made no official report to the Depart-
ment, and has pot given the Attorney-

General the slightest information upon
the subject. Instead of that he
reports to the President of the

Central Pacific, as if he were its paid creat-
ure, and eats his own words, uttered last win-
ter, with a satisfaction that calls seriously
into question his motives, The Attorney-
General is reported as having been very
much incensed by French’s strange action.
1f French had reported all those facts to his
superior officers here, there would perhaps
have not been so much surprise ; but that he
shonld say nothing to them aud everything
to the President of the company, after he has
been go faithfully prosecuting the suits, has
created most serious adverse comment. A
further significant fact is that this letter of
French's was given out to the public through
one of Jay Gould’s organs in New York,
and through this publication French’s supe-
rior officers here to-day learned for the first
time of this change of base.

The Czar and His Surroundings,

New York, June 17th.—The World's Lon-
don special says: Advices from St. Peters-
burg say that the Czar still keeps himself a
close prisoner at Gotschina. Sappers and
miners have dug up every rod of ground
within a mile of the palace in search for
mines, The water used in the palace is
brought from St. Petersburz. It has been
ramored that the Nihilists t impered with the
water supply at Gotschina. The troops em-
ployed in guarding the palace are changed
every day. The Czar and family left Jfor
Peterhoff yesterday. The Commapder and
officers of the guardship Potzinoff, lying
there, have been removed and placed under

police earveillance, the Nihilists' proclama-
tion and copies of the Will of the People, have

he shuts himself up in his cabinet and
refuses to see even the members of his suite.
He intended some time ago to make Kief the
Capital 9§ Ru.suia. but the recent operations of
the Nihilists in the southwest have frightened
him, u.\d moreover, -although the Russian
press is silent on the subject, the peasants in
the Kief Department threaten an agrarian
war, The Czarina is prostrated with nerv-
ousness, Ignatieff’s attempts to stamp out
Nihilism are laughed at by the leaders of the
movement, and it is now evident that the
contagion iz rapidly spreading in the army,
whlle‘ the peasants, rendered desperate by
crushing burdens, are to longer depended
upon. Not long ago a few leading nobles of
the Moderate party waited upon the Czar
and urged him, if he valued the safety of the
Empire, to grant liberal concessions to the
peasants, and formulate a scheme of consti-
tutional reform, but he summarily dismissed
them from his presence, and they were noti-
fied by the police the next day that it would
be wisdom on their part not to meddle with
the Emperor’s affairs. The peasants in
olden timez used to sigh, **Heaven is too
high, and the Czar too far to hear our pray-
ers.” Bat of late they have assumed an at-
titude which bodes ill for the peace of
Russia,
Nihilists Sentenced.

St. PETERSBURG, June 17th.—The recent
Court-martial of Nihilists at Kief sentenced
two persons to death and the remaining eizht
to penal servitude or exile to Siberia. The
Emperor commuted the death sentence to
pennl servitude for life., The accused in-
cluded four women,
