
MEN WHO WHISTLE.

Of men who whistle, few proceed to ex-
tremities of tune. Itcan hardly be said
that they whistle for want of thought,
because no habitual whistler wants to
"thick. Whistling, with the plurality of
whistlers, merely serves as a signal which
calls attention to their existence, a fact
otherwise at some risk of being overlooked.
Itis an effect of automatic instinct rather
than of conseinus intention ;and itsmo-
tive might be shared by the lower animals,
if the lower animals ever suffered from un-
easy self-esteem, complicated with a sort
of maueaise lumte. There are whistlers
who not only do not whistle "at their own
sweet will," but who do evidently whistle
against it. If they could ridthemselves
of the feeling which prompts whistling,
they wouldmuch rather not whistle. Ifa
sheep could refrain from baaing, in cir-
cumstances whbh render it undesirable, in
his own interest, that he should baa, he
would not baa. Ita whistler could refrain
from whistling when by whistlinghe makes
himself feel as painfully foolish as a man
in the act of whistling always looks, he
would not whistle.

Whistling is intensely and peculiarly
English, and it has flourished very much
of late years ; which fact looks a little
awkward for the intellectual character, as
well as personal manners, of the nation.
Let any elderly person of good observation
and memory try to think what wouldhave
been the effect upon a room fullof people
inhis salad days, had a steady, continuous
whistle been set up by any one in com-
pany. There were no railway carriages for
people to whistle in;but fancy if any pas-
senger in a sta^e-coach had ventured to
whistle !We allknow that a habit spreads
very quickly, and that the habits of indi-
viduals become the habits of classes, and in
time the habits of nations. There is just
the connection between an individual
and. his country, through the classes
with whom ne is most familiar,
that there is between the senti-
ment of egotism and the sentiment of
patriotism, throuzh the middle sentiment
-of parochiality. This particular habit of
whistling, therefore, may have spread from
a potboy to a people, passing through
many stepa of class contagion by the way.
But no growth —of habit or anything else—

can go on without conditions favorable
to life. The germ wouldstarve ifall around
it were sterile. There must be £o:ne con-
genial receptiveness in tho man or boy who
catches up a trick and keeps it alive and
going. Unconscious imitation is only a
step, and ifnot followed up by other steps
itwilllead nowhere anij end in nothing.
Let ua ask, then, what is the mental
ground —

what the nature of the man in
whom this habit of whistling is taken
up as a seed and noumhed into
rank and rapid growth. Well, you
will find as v rale, though of course not
invariably, that he is suspicious of obser-
vation, and yet somewhat desirous of being
recognized. Probably he would cot whistle
if be were alone. It you tnttr the coffee-.room of a club or hotel, and find him sit-
ting there with nobody else, you do not
fiud him whistling ;but he willwhistle

"before you have been two minutes in the
room. Aud if,on the other hand, you are
iirst there and he is the next comer, he
\u25a0will give a glance around, and Eeeing
somebody with whom he is not well ac-
quainted, will assume an elaborate air of
avi-ing nobody, will take tip a book acd
throw it down again, look out of the
window or in thegluss, ring for brandy and
aoda-watcr

Few Frenchmen whistle, and Italians
never. The French, indeed, have a prov-
erb on the subject, which is not compli-
mentary to their lively neighbors, our-
selves. When Germans whistle, and it is
not often they do, it is with melody pre-
pense. They cultivate odd gifts of amuic-
mont, these convivial Teutons, and whis-
tlingis sometirrus practiced among them
as an accomplishment. Bat it is precisely
because a German whistles with skill that
he keeps his endowment for *ervice when
called upon, and seldom whistles in public,
or withoutbeing asked. Trie Englishman
who cacnot whistlo does. Do we not ail
know the 6tohii fat man of few word*,
but of cne unceasing sound, who is so
eatirely the creature of habit that he
takes up the uuoe position at regular pi ri-
ods, and if he canoot get his accustomed
chiirpines nervously inanother ? But, in
bis place or oat of it,he whistles eoftly
and uou:-ly. a*ifho wouldnever
thin, llii,whistle is not the thin piping of
the plebeian yonth, who suffers not the
drowsy air to slumber, nor the sharp
winter wind to thriilhim into silence. It
is a fat, round, soft, hard-breathing whis-
tle, as of an elderly grampus ovt-rcome by
heat. T!:eu there is the restless man who
whistle?, and who, a > tar fromgravitating
to one loved f<pnt, never aits liveminutes in
any. His whittle is the most irritating of
all;for he seems to be pfrp>.tually suffer-
ing from a l«ad tune in the head, which ho
ia v.tiuly trying to wfaiatie away. He is
the BBcanscioni object of many mckaamea,
hearing, eokm directly atd others with in-
genious rcrr.otenesx, on bis constitutional
Kililincy. Picco, I'.r.ir, Petrel, 'Decoy,
.Toel, Ofttert, I!:.quet, I'oarcr are some of
tic obvious and eL.i,_maticp«:ui!< nyms w!th
which he ia »ff-ctiun»lly endowed by his
acquaintance. XlwmtlaM whistleri« great
Atthe devil's tattoo. He beats that infernal
rappel with his finger-nails on the table, on
tho crown of his h»t, on anything respons-
ive to the diabolical drumming. ' A knife
or a poker willseive him in keeping up a
steady tap-tap- tap for as -bad a quarter of
an hour as ever was chimed on a cracked
bel!. Ifchance should move him to put
his hand in his pocket itis a dead certainty
that he will whistle. For he is the bird of
illnote ;the prophet of disturbance inthe
moral atmosphere ; the Mother Carey's
chick of the vexed life-sea.

THE YOUNGER AND THE ELDER BOOTH.

From an early a^c KdtvinBooth was as-

sociated withhis father inall the wander-
ings and strange and often sad adventures
of that wayward man of genius, and no
doubt the many sorrowful experiences of
his youth deepened the gloom ofhi3inner-
itsd temperament. Those who knew him
wellare aware that he has great tender-
ness of heart, and abundant playful humor ;
that his mind is one of extraordinary live-
linuß, and that he sympathizes keenly and
cordially with the joys and sorrows of
others ; yet that the whole man seems
saturated withsadness, isolated from com-
panionship, lonely and alone. Itis this
temperament, combined witha Bomber and
melancholy aspect of countcnanee, that
has helped to make him so admirable in
the character of Hamlet. Of his fitness
for that part his father was the first to
speak, when on a night many years ago, in
Sacramento, they had dressed for St.
Pierre and Jaffier, in

£dwin, as Jaffier, had put on a close- fitting
robe of black velvet. "You look like
Hamlat." the father said; "why don't
you play it?" The time was destined to
come when Edwin Booth would be ac-
cepted all over America as the greatest
Hamlet of the century. la the season of
1864 65, at the Winter Garden Theater,
New York, he acted that part for a hun-
dred nights in succession, accomplishing
thus a feat unprecedented in theatrical
annals. Since tnat timeHenry Irving,in
London, has acted Hamlet two hundred
consecutive times inone season ;but this
latter achievement, in the present day and
in the capital city of the world, seems less
remarkable than Elwiu Booth's exploit
was, performed in turbulent New Yorkin
the closing months of our terriblecivilwar.

The elder Booth was a short, spare,
muscular man, with a splendid cheat, a
symmetrical Greek head, a pale counte-
nance, a voice of wonderful compass and
thrillingpower, dark hair and blue eyes.
Edwin's resemblance to him is chiefly ob-
vious in the shape of the head and face,
the arch and twist of the heavy eyebrows,
the radiant and constantly shifling light
of expression which animates the counte-
nance, the natural grace of carriage, and
the celerity of movement. EJ win's eyes
are dark brown, and seem to turn black
in moments of excitement, and they are
capable of conveying, with electrical ef-
fect, the most diverse meanings

—
the

iolemnity of lofty thought, the tender-
ness of affection, the piteousness of for-
lorn sorrow, the awful sense of spiritual
surroundings., the woful weariness of de-
spair, the mocking glee of wicked sarcasm,
the vindictive menace of sinister purpose,
and the lightning glare of baleful wrath.
Inrange of facial expressiveness his coun-
tenance is thus fully equal to what his
father's was, and to all that tradition tells
us of the countenance of Garrick. The
present writer saw the elder Booth but
once, and that ina comparatively inferior
part

—Pescara, in Sniel's ferociaus tragedy
of "The Apostate." He was a terrible
presence. He was the incarnation of
smooth, specious, malignant, hellish rapac-
ity. His exultant malice 6eemed to buoy
him above the ground. He floated rather
than walked. His glance was deadly.
His clear, high, cutting, measured tone
was the exasperating note of hideous cru-
elty. He was acting the fiend then, and
miking the monster not only possible, but
actual. Ha certainly gave a greater im-
pression of overwhelming power than is
given by Edwin Booth, and seemed a more
formidable and tremendous man. But his
face was not more biilliantthan that of his
renowned sou ;and in fact it was, if any-
thing, somewhat less splendid inpower of
the eye. There is a useful book about
him, called "The Tragedian," written by
Thomas K. Gould, who also made a noble
bust of him in marble, and those who
never caw him can obtain a very good idea
of what sort of an actor he was by reading
that book. It conveys the image of a
greater actor, but not a more brilliant one,
than Kdwin Booth. Only one man of our
time has equalled Edwin Booth in this
singular splendor of countenance. That
man was the great New England orator
Kufus Choate. Had Choate been an actor
upon the stage

—
as he was before a jury

—
with those terrible eyes of his, and that
passionate Arabface, lie must have towered
fully to the height of the tradition of
George Frederick C'ooke.

THE OTTO OF ROSES.

The otto of roses consists of an o.iorifer-
ous liquid containing oxygen combined
with a solid hydrocarbon called stearop-
tene, which ia destitute of psrfume. The
quality of the oilis determined by the rel-
ative proportion of th<-3e substances, and
that iidependent chitfiyon conditions of
climate. The Bulgarian oils contain about
eighteen per cent., the oils distilled in
Francu and Ka^Und as much as thirty-five
and even sixty-eight per cent, of Btearop-
tene. The ditl'trence in the proportions ia
also shown in the higher temperature re-
quired to melt the oil which ooutains a
greater relative amount of stearoptene.
The Bulgarian oil meltß at from Gl° toG4',
French and English oils from 70° toS9J°.
Even inBulgarian oil a notable difference
is observed between that preduced on the
billsand that from the low;ands. The most
important source ofotto of roses is a small
district in Bulgaria or East Iloumelia,
stretching along the southern slopes of the
central Balkans, and approximately in-
cluded between the twenty-fifth aud twen-
ty-sixth degrees of cast longitude and the
forty-second and forty-third degrees of
latitude. Asuitable coil for the growth of
roses is famished, with need for but little
maiiuring, by the decomposition of the
s>unite, which is the characteristic rock of
the region. The average summer tempera-
tures of the district are So' at noon and
GS* in tho evening. The rosebushes do
best on sandy slopes having a good expos-
ure to the sun. The flowers of bushes
which growon inclined ground are much
richer in oil, and that of a stronger quality,
than those raised on level land, aud are
therefore more esteemed and dearer. The
flowers when fully expanded are gathered
before sunrise, often with the calyx at-
tached, and should be treated the same
day. In Bulgaria, roses which have ma-
tured tlowly in moderate cold weather
furnish the richest yields ; inEngland the
contrary appears to be the case. The
llov.-tra are distilled foran hour and a half,
with double their volume of water, in a
copper still from which a pipe paSßfs
throueh a tub that is kept constantly cool
by iutl >wing spring.water. After the dis-
tillate has been allowed to stand for a day
or two at a temperate exceeding 50', the
oil is skimmed off from it. Tne residual
liquors are used instoid of spring-water for
subsequent distillations. The rose-water
which comes over la3tis e.tremely fragrant
and is much prized formedical and culinary
purposes. Pure otto, carefully distilled, is
at tirst colorless, but speedily becomes yel-
lowish ;has a specific gravity of about 0.87,
boils at 4-14% and solidifies at from 51.S* to
60 S', or at a higher temperature in the
case of inferior oils, and is soluble in abso-
lute alcohol. I;is tested by its odor, which
can he judged only after long experience
its conge&ling-point (a good oilshould con-
geal in five minutes at a temperate of
54.5°),andby the crystallization of thestear-
optene ith light, feathery, shining plates
fillingthe whole liquid. It is sometimes
adnlterated with'spermaceti, which may
be detected by its readiness to solidify,and
by other essential oil?, the effect of which
is sometimes to lower the congenial-point.
Rose-water and otto of roses are also pro-
duced in India ;inPersia, where the trade,
formerly important, has nearly :disap-
peared ; in the Mediterranean countries of
Africa, and in France. !The otto of the
Provence rose has a characteristic perfume,
which arises, it is believed, from the pollen
of orange-flowera,' whichis brought by bees
to the petals of the roses. :
