administration of charity into the hands of
associations. The danger of being de-
ceived by impostors has nc doubt strength-
ened the general disposition that way, and
the effect of it has been to check the habits
of philanthropy, and to afford an excuse
for selfishness and parsimony. The evils
to beapprebended from blind acquiescence
in all the stories of those who solicit
charity are gerious beyond question, and it
is capable of statistical proof that among
these evils is the encouragement of pro-
fessed mendicancy. Bat it is queationable
whether the philosophers and econcmists
who have warped the world against indis-
criminate alms-giving have not done quite
as much harm as they prevented, by in-
culcaling a caution which too often results
in the elimination of all humane feelings
for the unfortunate. The recent report
of the London Society for the Suppression
of Mendicity contains some statements in
this relstion which are very saggestive.
The tendency of -which we speak, to
restrict all alms-giving to organizations,
has proceeded quite as rapidly in
England as with us, and it has in fact
gone go far as to alarm those who study
the question carefully. Thus we find
Lord Shaftesbury, the President of the
London Society referred to above, stating
that unless some determined action is
taken the Charity Orgarization Society
will, in a very few years, have the distri-
bution of all the religious and charitable
funds of the country. And this, he said,
‘“is a measure which must be resisted
¢“ with all their power and strength, for if
‘“it were passed it would stop the flow of
‘“‘private charity, and chill people’s
““hearts.” Undoubledly that is some-
thing very much to be apprehended, and
there are plenty of indications thatitis a
state of feeling easily established. A
shorf time ago a very distressing case of
misery and destitution was revealed in
*hiladelphia. The sufferer was a woman,
Sie was a wretched, ruined creature,
but she needed aid, and she weould have
starved to death had she not found a com-
panion in shame and gqualor more friendly
than the charitable organizations of that
wealthy city.

In too many of the American charitable
organizations the machinery is made to
absorb a disproportionate amount of the
receipts. We do not know how this is in
the English societies, Buat it is a common
experience in the United States that well-
to-do people nowadays subscribe a few dol-
lars a year to some of these associations,
and think that a sufficient justification for
buttoning up their pockets all the rest of
the time. Their hearts are chilled, in fact,
as Lord Shaftesbury put if, and the flow
of private charity is stopped. And while
it may be admitted that organized charity
prevents some waste of money upon unde-
serving objects, there can be no doubt that
it also deprives some of the most deserving
people from relief, becanse those who have

had experience of the manner in which

charity is dispensed by associations seldom
care to repeat the experiment of applying
to them. Then, again, it must be realized
that no charity affords the donor any real
good unless it is administered personally.
It is impossible to derive any psychical
benefit from an automatic arrangement.
If charity is locked upon simply as a tax,
which has to be paid like other taxes, it
will no more expand the hearts of the
donors than paying city, county or State
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taxes does. is only by going among
the poor, by learning their real condition,
by becoming familiar with their troubles,
difficulties, afilictions, that the truth can

be known, and that good can be done.

WASHINGTON, June 20th —Railroad Audi-
tor French, and W. F. McClellan, Chief of
the, Warrant Division of the Treasury, re-
turned Saturday from the Pacific coast, where
they have been investigating the accounts of
the Central Pacific Railroad.

ther sum of 833 807 68, with interest, ad-
vanced at various times by vlaintiffs for the
use of eaid company. Pluictifis ia their
complaint et forth that Chittenden, as Presi-
dent, and the other defendants as Trustees of
tha Corse Company, made on the 13th
of March, 1880, a certain certificate,
representing that they knew that the whole

A COOK CAPTURES A SUHOONER.

Extensive Conflagration Prevented by the
Fire Department.

Saxy Fraxcisco, June 20th.—A private
dispatch frcm Mazatlan says that the mate
and fonr sailors of the schooner Eustace have
artived there. The cook killed Captain
Hernsby, was confined in the calin and set
the vessel on fire. No further particulars are
given. The vessel left here May 31st, bound
for Mazatlan with a cargo valued at $70,000.
As it included a lot of giant powder, it is
supposed that the cook was blowa up with
the vessel.

Extensive Confiagraitlon Prevented.

Sax Francisco, June 20th,—Shortly after
3 o’clock this morning the Fire Department
was summoned te extinguish a fire at the
northwest corner.of Montgomery avenue and
Lombard street by an alarm turned in from
box 2. The buildings on both sides are con-
structed of weod, two and three stories in
hight, and are set up on stilts, so to speak,
as is also the sidewalk. When the Depart-
ment reached the ground the space under
the baildings and sidewalks’ was filled with
gmoke, and it was scmetime before the local-
ity ‘of the flames could be discovered, and
then only by cutting holes through the side-
walks and buildings. The lower floor of the
three-stery frame-house on the corner was
occupied by J. Lacoste as a wine and liguor
store. His family and ancther family occu-
pied the upper floors, Adjoiping this build-
ing on Lombard street were two two-story
dwellirgs, owned by a Mr. Partridge and
occupied by a family named Horn and an-
other family and a variety store kept by
Mr. MecGrath.  Adjoining the corner on
Montgomery avenue was a two &tory build-
ing, on the lower flsor of which was the
Occidental market kept by Mr. Horn and
the upper story was occupied by a family,
Neéxt came a bakery owned by Mr, Lamar,
attached to which was the baker’s oven, etc.,
where the fire is supposed to have originated,
Under the avenue eidewalk was a stable
where horses belonging to different parties
were kept, three of which perished in the
flames.

American Interesis in Japan.

C'HicaGo, June 20th —The Inter-Ocean’s
Washiogton special says: Mr, D, Stevens,
Secretary of the American Legation at
Tokio, Japan, reached this city yesterday.
In answer to the question which nation
stands in best repute with the Japaness he
said : The commercial policy of the English
is such as command many privileges, but the
Japanese undoubtedly eonsider Americans
very friendly. They realize the fact that we
are true friends, and have no inclivation to
force up>n them our wares at our prices.
They are daily becomisg mora and more in-
dependent, and as their education advances
they more and wore appreciate their im-
portance and their rights uader the laws of
pnationa, They look upon America as their
natural trading point, and if untrammeled,
would undoubtedly buy most of their goods
from us. The present Ministry is, accord-
ingly, friendly toward us. They are foad of
the French, in fact, well dizposed to all
foreigners who treat them fairly and kindly,
The time has passed when Japanese officers
could be bullied into any measure they may
deem detrimental.

*“How are Americans treated in Japan?’
asked the reporter.

“*With the utmost courtesy and attention
and greatest kindness,” Mr. Stephens replied.
“TIn the Empire of Japan there are about
4,000 foreigners, aud of these 800 are Ameri-
caus, and in Yokohama about 400, Others
are scattered in smaller cities, There are
about 100 Americans in the employ of the
Japanese Government, and our private
Japanese Companies. Americans have almost
entire control of educational affairs. The
Japanese prefer America when they go abroad
for education. There are fully 300 American
They do good work
and live pleasantly and with comparative
ease, In Yokochama some large business
houses are Anperican, All the largest tea
houses have of late years susteined very
heavy loszes. America controls the kerosene
trade, and this trade represents from 10,000,-
000 to 15000 000 gallons annuslly. The
Urited States is rapidly regaining its cotton
trade with China, and in due time we are cer-
tain to secure a cotton trade in Japan. At
present the English undertrade the United
States by selling a very inferior article that
in external appearance seems equal ‘to the
American article,”
