French's Pacific Coast Trip.

WasHINGTON, June 21st. — Theophilus
French, Commissiorer of Railroads, has re-
turned and resumed charge of his office in
the Interior Department. He says he went
to California on his annusl tour of inspection
and examination of Pacific Railroad matters,
and that there is consequently no ocecasion
for a special report to the Secretary of the
Interior concerning it in advance of his regu-
lar annual report next November., He also
says he has no report to make tothe Attor-
ney-General concerning thie Government suit
now pending against the Central Pacific
Railroad Compaqr in New York, as that
matter was seve! months ago referred to
District Attorney Woodford, with whom he
placed himself in communication while in
California, and whom he iantends to see in
New York to-morrow. He wiil also, while
in that city, make a further examination of

"the accounts of the Central Pacific Company,

and is assured that it will promptly pay into
the United States Treasury whatever snm he
finde to bedue from it to the Government
under the requirements of the Thurman
funding law. In view of this understanding
and the satisfactory result of his investigation
in California, he has no doubt the pending suit
will soon be discontinued. French says his
fear that the interests of the Government
were in danger from the leases, etc, made
by the Ceniral Pacific Company was
removed by discovering that the writ
ten reports fornished him on these
subjects had been obscure, imperfect
and erroreous, and his letter to President
Stanford stating this conclusion was written
to him in compliance with a request made
by the latter while they were still engagec in
examining California, ard with the explana-
tion that it would be forwarded him from the
company’s cfiico to Europe by mail. Com-
missioner French also remarks that he has
not yielded any part of his claims on the part
ot the Government against the company, but
that on the contrary they will be paidin
full, accordieg to his cfficial ascertainment
and computations.
Extraordinary Raln-storm at Baltimore,

JALTIMORE, June 21st.—The heaviest rain
and wind-storm of the year visited this city
yesterday afternoon, accompanied by thunder
and lightning. The record showed the rain-
fall to be 1.16 inches in ten minutes, and the
total fall more than 2 inches in half an
hour. The velocity of the wind was 30 miles.
The temperature fell from 87° to 63" in an
hour, The sewers of the city in many places
burst and the streets were torn up. No per-
sons were injured.

Valuable Animal Injured.

NeEw YoRrg, June 21st.—P, Lorillard’s
three-year-old Aranza, for which he paid re-
cently £12 000, was badly injured during her
transportation from Roncocus, New Jersey,
to the Coney Island race course. The mare’s
head was severely bruised, and it is feared
that the injury may extend to the brain.

Violent Death of Two Men In Texas,

NEw York, June 2l1st,—A Marshall,
Texas, dispatch says that a tragedy occurred
pear there yesterday. resulting in the death
of two men. Isaac Verge and Robert Dill
had an altercation which led to blows, and at
length to a shooting affray, in which Verge
was killed by Dill. The latter fled to the
canebrakes just over the Louisiana line,
whither he was pursued by a Sheriff’s posse.
They at last overtocok him in the brake and
called upon him to surrender. This he re-
fused, The posse then opened fire upon the
desperado. Twenty shots were fired, result
ing in the instant death of Dill, whose body
was literally riddled w’ith rifla balle,

PACIFIT COAST,

Saicide of a Boy—Camp Meeting—Iixcur-
sion,

Saxta Cruz, June 21st.—Yesterday a boy
pamed Charles B. Smith, aged 16, son of
Captzin J. M. Smith, who fermerly was
wharfinger here for the Pacific Coast Steam-
ship Company, committed suicide by taking
twelve grains of strychaoine,

Items from Eurcka, Humboldt Counnty.

Eurexa, June 21st.—1'he residence of .J.
P. Stewart was burned Moxday morning. A
portion of the furniture only was saved. The
building and furniture were insured in the
California Insurance Company for $1,600,

A corps of railroad surveyors, seekicg a
route from the Oregon line to San Francisco
by way of ths coast, have passed throuzh
here, They are following up the south fork
of Eel river to the neighborhood of T.ong
valley.

Four shipyards are in active operation here
at the present time.

Thomas Kerrigar, who is aceused of havirg
killed Peter Wickoff near Hydesville on the
13:h inst., was lodged in the County Jail last
Saturday on a charge of murder, without
bail. An application for releasa on a writ
of habeas corpus was argued before Judge
Haynes in the Superior Court yesterday, and
taken under advisement, There is much feel-
ing in connection with the case ia the com-
munity in which the parties lived.

A Heavy Sentence.

San Francrsco, June 21st.—Judge Free-
lon of the Superior Court has sentenced
Henry Riley, alias Gordon, alias Gallagher,
the last of the Market street burglars, to im-
prisonment in the State Prison during the
term of his natural life. The crime for which
Riley has been sentenced was for breaking
into the lodging-house No. 1024 Market
street, in March last, and robbing a number
of the lodgers. At the time he was accom-
panied by James Robinson, and, it is also
supposed, Joseph Hussey and Thos, Wilson,
Robinzon also pleaded guilty to participation
in the offense, and a number of prior convci-
tions against him being withdrawn, he, too,
was santenced to life imprisonment. Hus-
sey, whose connection with this lodging-house
robbery was not very clearly shown, pleaded
%uilty to a charge of entering a house at the

{ission and stealing some silverware, which
was found in his possession. His sentence was
two years and six months in the State Prison.
Wilson was recently tried for making a feloni-
ous entry into the house of William Fonda,
corner of Broderick and Sacramento streets,
and found guilty. Last Saturday he was sen-
tenced to the State Prison for three years.
Wilson and Riley, on the 14th of May last,
made a partially successful escape from the
County Jail. 'T'hey were both captured after
a chase of several blocks. Whils fleeing from
his pursuers Riley was twice shot, in the
shoulder and in the leg, It was feared at the
time that the wound in the leg would cripple
him for life, but he has now entirely recov-
ered from the effects of that shot. Riley is
about 24 years of age., The other jmembers
of the gang are abmt:he same age.

Rowe, Jure 2Ist.—At the election to fill
thirteen vacancies in the Muunicipal Council,
eight of the snccessful candidates wers nomi-
nees of the clerical and modern coalition, three
of the clericals alone and two of the pro-
gressists and moderates,

The Row at Marsellles.

Parts, Juue 21st.—In the Chamher of
Depaties the Minister of the Interior, re-
plying to a question, said the fighting in
Marseilles began by a numb:r of Italian
laborers attacking a party of French work-
men, This caused reprisals, and in the en-
suing series of affrays four persons were

killed and seventeen wounded. He added
that every precaution had been taken t» pre
serve the peace. The Jowrnal des Dedats
admits that the Italians were first to foment
the quarrel by hissing, but remarks that that
did not justify the acts of the municipality or
the excess of the soldiery.

Rome, June 2lst.—In the Chamber of
Deputies, the Minister of Foreign Affairs,
replying to a question, said he had instructed
General Cialdini, Italian Embassador at
Paris, to demand protection for Italians in
Parie,

Summons Dismissed.

Carcurra, June 2l1st.—The summons
agsinst Protestant missionaries for open-air
preaching has been dismissed, the Court de-
ciding that the authorities in issuing the pro-
hibition acted ultra vieres.

The Tunisian Situation.

Pagrs, June 21sk.—The army of occupa-
tion in Tunis is fixad at 10 000 men, to be
stationed at Gardimasu, Beja, Mateur and at
a fort to be constructed in the middle of the
Kroumir country. Tabarca, Bizerta and Ga-
bes, on the eoast, will also be occupied. The
relations of the Porte with the ¥French Em-
bassy at Constantinopla are reported as very
strained in consequerce of the Tunis affair.
The French Embassador was unable to obtain
an audience with the Sultan to present a
complimentary message from President Grevy
before he departed on his furlough.

The Land Rill in the House of Commons.
_ Loxpox, June 21st. —The Honse last even-
ing went into committee on the land bill,
Healy's amendment to the third clause, doing
away with distinction between present
and future tenaucies, was rejected—31 to 29,
E. Dwyer Gray's amendment—that the Gov-
ernment should extend the benefits of the
bill to tenants who were in arrear of rent
through no fault of their own — was with-
drawn, Clause three was then passed
without division,

The Changes In the P.ussian Minlstry.

Loxpox, June 21st.—A correspondent at
Berlin reports that much surprise is felt be-
cause Baron Von Boettickev has been ap-
pointed substitute for Prince Bismarck, in-
stead of Coont Von Stolberg Wernigeroce.

SOUTH AMERICA.

Lawlessness in Chile—A Cyclone in Val-
