Garfield’s Vacation.

New York, June 24th.—The ZTrdune’s
Long Branch correspondent says : If any one
supposes that this is a focus of political news,
he is greatly mistaken, Certain newspapers
have been trying to make it so appear,
but their few facts have been diluted with a
vast quantity of imagination and invention.
The President does not talk politics nor see
people who come to make him talk. He re-
ceives very few callers, and the news of his
disposition to shut himself up to rest with his
family keeps away visitors. He does not
even get earlier information of the ballots at
Albany than he findsin the New York even-
ing papers. He seems to delight in the op-

ortunity—the first im a year—to smoke,
srive, walk and chat with his family and a
few friends—in a word, to be his own master
for a few days. His health is excellent, and
the long auxiety about his wife being re-
moved, he looks more cheerful than he has
done for many weeks.

Last night, at the Veteran’s banquet, the
name of President Garfield was heartily re-
ceived, and, in his absence, Secretary Win-
dom made a cordial response to a toast in his
honor, eulogizing his traits of character, abil-
ity and integrity.

Grant's Position—The Garfield Letter,

New Yorg, June 24th,—The Zribune’s
Long Branch correspondent says: Grant has
not yet called upon the President. A good
deal of curiosity 1s felt to see whether he will
allow his disapproval of the appointment of
a man as Collector of New York, who did not
vote for him at Chicago, to keep him from
crossing the street and calling upon the Presi-
dent. Thus far he has made no sign of per-
forming the social duty which he owes to his
own position as well as to that of the Presi-
dent. Some personal friends of his say, how-
ever, that he will call before the President
takes his departure. As to the correspond-
ence which passed between Grant and Gar-
field after Robertson’s nomination it may be
said on good authority that if Grant wishes
to publish it there will be no objzction on the
other side, The President’s letter, which is
said to have been very quiet and dignified in
tone, elicited no reply from Grant, 1t seemed
to have closed effectually the argument.
People who have seen both letters say their
publication would produce a fresh political
sensation. Grant’s letter is known to be
quite similar to the one he wrote at the same
time to Senator Jones, and the President’s
reply is a calm assertion ef his position with
regard to the Robertson appointment, accom-
panied with an expression of personal regard
for Grant, and an appreciation of his services
in the campaign, and of surprise that he
should feel aggrieved because of the appoint-
ment of asingle man in New York, who did
not belong to the faction which supported
him for the nomination last year. Thereis a
ramor that Grant iswriting a rejoinder, but if
he is, he has not spoken of it to those close to
him in social and political relaticns,

California ¥nternal Revenue Affalrs.

WaASHINGTON, June 24th.,—Commissioner
Raum says the internal revenue offices for
the California District will be transferred to
Chancellor Hartson July 1st., The defalca-
tion of Deputy Collector Kelly will be about
$2,000. He has absconded. Owing to old
age and the failing health of Collector Higby,
the Department has been endeavoring for
two years past to have him removed. His
subordinates have been taking advantage of
his infirm condition and misappropriated the
Government funds. Some of these officers
have been removed and the losses made
good, The defalcation of Hebbard was dis-
covered two months ago, and he is under in-
dictment for fraudalent travsactions brought
to light by Internal Revenus Agent Somer-
ville, of Illinois, who has been on special
duty in the California district several months.
Somerville has been instructed by Commis-
sioner Raum to prosecute the offending per-
sons to the full extent of the law,

NEw Yomrg, June 24th,—The Times onm

Privileges of the Postal Union.

WASHINGTON, June 24th.—The Superin.
tendent of Foreign Mails gives notice that
on and after July lst next, correapondence
from the United States of Colombia, which
has declared its adhesion to the Paris Con-
vention of the Universal Postal Union, will
be subject to the postal charges snd treat-
went applicable to correspondence exchanged

by mail with other Postal Union countriee,
Mails for the United States of Colombia are
raade up at and discharged from the New
York and San Francisco Postoffices, and cor-
respondence for Colombia posted at other
United States offices should be forwarded
either to New York or San Francisco, as may
be the most expeditious,
The Trouble in Indian Territory.

WasSHINGTON, June 24th.—The troable in
Indian Territory arises mainly from different
interpretations of the treaty stipulations and
of the permit laws passed by the Choctaw
and Chickasaw Legislatures in requiring
merchants, farmers, mechanics, Iaborers,
etc., who are citizens of the Uuited States,
to pay a small yearly tax for the privilege of
plying their different vocations within the
limits of these Indian countries, The Secre-
tary of the Interior in 1877 decided that these
permit laws imposing taxes upon foreigners
were without authority, so far as the collec-
tion of taxes were concerned. Many white
settlers and individual Choctaws and Chicka-
saws construed this decision to permit per-
sons to enter the country without the

consent of the Indian authorities, and
since then many whites, at the in-
vitation of individual Choctaws, have

established themselves in the Indian country,
and refused to either remove or pay the tax.
The question of the validity of these ‘‘permit”
laws was submitted te Congrees, and referred
to the Judiciary Committee of the Senate in
1879. who reported that the laws are not in-
valid. Secretary Kirkwood, being pressed on
one hand by the Indian authorities to aid in
the expulsion of all intruders, and on the
other nand by friends of the white set-

tlers to prevent the expulsion, and in
view of the uncertainty of the Ilaws
bearing on the matter, has decided

to submit all legal questions in the matter to
the Attorney-General, urging a speedy opin-
ion. Secretary Kirkwood to-day received
from Fort Smith, Ks., the resolutions adopted
at the mass meeting of citizens yesterday.
The resolutions maintain that the Indian au-
thorities of the Choctaw nation have passed
a law assigning a very heavy tax upon all
white persons without Indian rights to carry
on any trade or occupation within the limits
of the nation, and deploring the action of the
Choctaw nation in attempting to enforce
such a law at a time when such enforcement
would work great injury, hardship and suffer-
ing upon the white settlers. The Secretary
is earnestly implored to take such steps on
behalf of the people as in his judgment may
be necessary to postpone the enforcement of
the law in question until the present growing
crop is gathered.

The Trouble Between the Cattle Men and

Pahutes,

DeNvER (Col.), June 24th.—The Durango
Record says: General Hoffman, who, after
the murder of Major Thurman and Smith,
on May 1st, went to the scene of ditficulty
with troops as a guide, has just returned. He
says an Indian war is on hand, After the
above murder two companies of troops went
to Manecos, and found all the cattlemen or-
ganizing to drive out the Pahutes. They
collected fifty-foar men, and on June 3d went
into camp with the troops, and sent four
scouts to the Pahute strongholds. The troops
left on the Hth, suppesing the cattlemen were
going to round up their cattle, The troops
went to the Blue Mountains, ten miles
from the Indians’ village. The Indians
fled and built barricades. The troops were
given an order that if the Indians opened
fire to return it, and the men were almost
crazy to get a chance at them. The cattle
men not appearing, Colonel Crofton, com-
manding the troops, discovered their object
to be a fight. On the evening of the 4th the
cattle men elected officers—Dawson Captain
and William May Lieutenant, and started
for the Indian village with a force consisting
of forty-nine well-armed men and twelve
pack-mules. Oa Sunday, June 5th, six men
left at O'Donnell’s cabin, and the military,
being out of rations, returned to the Big
Bend of the Dolores, The next day twelve
Indians, appearing at the cabin waving a rag
claiming to be friendly, were permitted to
come in, They stated that they were bound
to Uncompabgre, but were afterwards dis-
covered going in the direction of the cattle
men. The cattle men had started in pursuit
of a big herd of horses, and, running short of
provisions, sent O'Donnell and Robinson after
beef. While killing the beet twelve Indians
were discovered. The two men fled in the
direction of the treops. They not reappear-
ing, Lieutenant May and five men were sent
to lock for them, and have net since been
heard of. and are suppcsed to have been
killed. The remainder of the men followed
the Indians into Sierra L.a Sal, at the head
of Mill creek. Last Thursday morning,
while they were getting cattle, the Indians
attacked them, killing Wills and Robineon.
of Mancor, and J. H. E-kridge, the Wilson
brothers and all the settlers in Grand valley
are supposed to have been killed. Eighteen
or twenty of the original party of cattlemen
have been missing for several days=, and are
supposed to be killed. Among them is ITke
Stockton. Four companies of the Ninth
('avalry, a company commanded by Cap-
tain Carroll and a detachment of the
Thirteeath Cavalry, start from Fort Lewis
for the seat of war in San Juan county,
Utah, 125 miles west of Durango. The
Pahutes are renegades from their tribes, the
Southern Utes, who show no signs of hospi-
tality, The Mormon settlers of Bluff City
had half their cattle run cff by the Navajoes,
An outbreak is threatened and a massacre is
feared. ILieutenants Davis and Hall, from
Fort Lewis, arrived since Hefferman, and re-
port further fighting at the seat of war, re-
sulting in the death of William IMay and
seven Indians.

(eolored), for the murder of Andrew Scott
{colored), was hanged at Holly Springs, Miss.,
to-day, before a colored crowd of 5,000 peo-
ple, who were greatly excited. Holmes made
a rambling speech or confession, urging his
auditors to meet him at roll-call in heaven,
They began incoherently shonting, *“ Bress de
Lawd,” *Amen,” **Have mercy,” etc. His
neck was broken by the drop,

Young Man and Woman Shot.

New Yorg, June 24th.—The ZTribune’s
Newark special says : A policeman found a
young man and woman—David McUartney
and Catharine Ennis-—shot in Newark on
Chestont street. They told an improbable
story about being fired at by an unknown
man, but the woman finally confessed that
MecCartney had shot her in the head and then
himself, probably from jealousy.

"Organized Gang of Herse Thieves.

LitrLe Rock (Ark), June 24th.—Sheriff
McEihanney, of Neoslo, Mo., has ferreted
out considerable information in regard to the
horse thieves of Arkansas and Missouri.
Accordisg to his statement there is a regular
organized gang of horse thieves, with head-
quarters in Arkansas, southwest Missouri
and southeast Kansas, They have regular
signs, grips, passwords and organization, the
whole cemented by the most diabolical oaths
enforcing secrecy. They have a line for run-
ping out stock extending the entire distance
from Fort Scott to Fort Smith, with friendly
houses at Short Creek, Joplin, Neosho,
Granby, Firewell, Bentonville and Fayette-
ville. The officers have descriptions ot 75
stolen animals, and aré said to be making
arrangements to begin a pursuit of the thieves,
which is to have no ending until the despera-
does are brought to justice. Owing to the
great number of stolen horses, that portion of
territory named is not considered safe to buy
or trade in stock.

Probate Refused.

FOREIGN.
The Irish Question.

DupLix, June 24th.—The Catholic Bishop
of Meath, speaking at Meltifarmham, heart-
ily concurred in the attitude of the Irish part
on the land bill, the introduction of whic
was owing to the Land League. He advised
the Land League not only to pay the legal
expenses of the evicted people, but also to
compensate them to the last farthing for any
loss they may sustain, with the help of Irish-
men in America.

LoxpoN, June 2ith,—A Prelate starts
from Rome next week on a confidential mis-
sion from the Pope to Ireland, to report the
true state of affairs, The Catholic Bishops
in America are especially instructed to ex-
hort their flocks to abstain from any action
calculated to promote civil war in Ireland.

It
was decided in the Council to send instruc-
tions to the authorities in the provinces to
remsin strictly neutral during the Electoral

canvase. The mewmbers of the Cham-
bers just dissolved were elected in
1879. The coming general election will

take place at the end of August, and the
Cortes will meet in September. It is be-
lieved that the result will certainly be favor-
able to the next new Ministry,

Two Men and a Boy Hurt—Blasting Ae-

Grass VALLEY, June 24th,—As a six-
horse wood team was descending a hill near
here to-day the brake gave away, throwing
the driver, Tom Rowe, out, injuring him and
a boy who was with him about the heads,
also breaking the ankle of Perry Davis.

The Southern Pacific’s Progress— New Ho-
tel—Eival Clalmants,

TuosoN, June 24th.—A Star special from
El Paso, Tex., says: The track of the South-
ern Pacific is laid 22 miles east of El Paso.
The graders are 15 miles in advance of the
track-layers, The force is making at the
rate of one and a half miles per day, There
are no heavy grades for 300 miles. A fifteen-
stall round-house is being erscted, also car
shops 260 by 60; a combination passenger
depot, to include all the offices of the road ; a
freight house 200 by 36 feet, and other build-
ings.

At Deming the Union Hotel is completed.
It is 300 by 46 feet, two stories, with a 16-foot
verandah. It is to be occupied by all the
offices of both roads, The depot hotel will
be opened under the management of George
W. Callabhan, formerly of the Golden Eagle
Hotel of Sacramento, on July 1st.

NEW MEXICO.

The Great Rallroad Suit—Summary Dis-
posal of the Contempt Matter,

Saxta FE, June 24th.—The great case of
the Texas Pacific vs. the Southern Pacific
was brought up for hearing to-dav. As soon
as the couneel for the Southern Pacific com-
menced his opening, the attorney for the
Texas Pacific interrapted with a suggestion
about the matter of contempt, about which
so much had been printed in the Eastern and
Western press, Judge Bristol, betore whom
the case is being heard, promptly answered
that he did not see what that had to do with
the merits of the case, and directed counsel
for defendant to proceed. It will hence be
seen that the alleged contempt, which has
worried the wires 8o much of late, has been
disposed of in a breath, The papers are now
being read, the defense being allowed the
opening aud close, and this attempt to steal
a railroad, even in this country, will meet
with signal disaster.

The average salmon catch per boat during
the week has been about 17 or 18. Salmon
on the river is worth $1 25 per dozep, or $5
per case. Some canueries are payiog 65c per
fish to the boatmen,

Flour continues dull. Prices are not
affected by the rise in wheat. Oats are very
firm at advanced quotations. Shipments to
California are much larger than during any
previous year, The supply here is hardly
equal to the home consumption, owing to the
heavy exports.
