THE ENGLISH RAILWAY MURDER.

England has another terrible sensation
in the form of a railway murder. Aman is
found in a compartment of a carriage,
bleeding from several wounds. He tells a
confused story of having been fired upon
by one of two men who were his fellow
travelers. Subsequently the body of one
of these fellow-travelers, a retired mer-

chant, is found some distance back, on the
line, withthe throat cut, and robbed. Of
course suspicion falls upon the young man,
\u25a0whose story of a third per3on iv the car-

riage is not believed. As moreover he
give* a fictitiousname, and a3 some articles
belonging to the murdered man are found
in his possession, the chain of circum-
stantial evidence seems strong. The chief
significance of this murder, however, is
that it once more emphasizes tbe special
danger attaching to the English fashion
of separate compartments in railroad
pas3cns»er cirs. It wou!d be impos-
sible for such a aims as this
to be committed on an American
railway, and as a matter if fact
no such crime has ever been attempted
inthis country. Bat in England there is
quite a long catalogue of just such trage-
dies, beginning with the notorious Muller
ca33, and coming up to the last outrage
precsding the present one, which was the
robbery with violeneeof a passenger on one

of the London underground lines. Itwould
seem that the apprehensions which tfce
comparatively frequent occurrence of such
crimes must impart totravelers inE-jglaad
would before this have impressed them-
Belves upon legislation, and have led to
the abandonment of the separate com-
partment plan. Itappears however that
Englishmen would rather put their lives in
jeopardy than forego the pleasure of shut-
ting themselves completely away from the
"common people," and probably this con-
servatism will continue to control the
situation for some time longer, deepite
such occasional grim protests as thi3
Brighton murder constitute?.

THE PRISON INVESTIGATION.
Inasmuch as Governor Perkins has al-

ready appointed a Commission to investi-
gate the management of the State Prison
at San Quentin, it wouldappear proper for
the San Jo3e Mtrettrf, which brought the
charges against the Warden and the Prison
Director?, to refrain for a time from print-
ing further accusations, and to put its alle-
gations iv a shape to be brought before the
Commission. The questions at issue are
not of a character to be settled by news

paper comment and assertion. They are
about to be examined and weightd care-
fully. Enough has been done in calling
public attention to them, and in bringing
about the forthcoming investigation, and
no good cad can be served while that is
pending, by carrjing on a journalistic
attack after the fashion lately followed by
the Meremy. We would aho advise that
journal, ifitwishes to avoid the suspicion
of undue prejudice, not to raise puerile
objections to the publication of the state-
ments in rebuttal of its charges, made by
those whom ithas accused. Whatever the
truth may prove to be, it is perfectly cer-
tain that Warden Ames and the Board of
Directors have exactly the same right to
be heard in defense of themselves that the
Mercury has to be heard in complaint
against them.

A FUTILE EXPEDITION.
A dispatch yesterday gr*vclyBtated that

one (Jailing, an English newspaper corre-
spondent, had just left that country with
the intention of penetrating into Siberia,
to ascertain the real condition of the .Rus-
sian convicts and political exilfs. This
loud announcement of an expedition the
entire success of which must, from the
nature of the case, be dependent upon the
extreme secrecy with which it is con-
ducted, reminds us of the nay in wnich
Mr. Winkle informed all whom it might
concern that he was "feoing to begin,"
preparatory to pulling off hi* coat and
launching int.) the fight. On that oc-
casion the bystanders, having had
ample warning, were ab!e to prevent Mr.
Winkle from

"
beginning," and it seems

possible that the Kufs-ao (Jovernment may
adopt a similar coarse with Mr.Galling.
That it will allow him to go to Siberia
openly and with its cognizance can onlybe
believed if it is further assumed that it
does not intend him to return thence.
And ifhe expect 3to penetrate Siberia in
spite of governmental vigilance, it jjper-
fectly clear that his difficulties willbe in-
created an hundredfold by tellingthe Una-
sians in advance what he proposes to do.
Infact itis entirely safe to conclude that
nothing willcome of Mr. falling's exp«di.
iior.

THE WORK OF THE BOARD OF REGENTS.

The Board of Regents have given a sig-

nal "manifestation of their contempt for
pablic opinion, and their consequent unlit-
nes3 for the responsible position they hold,
by electing as President of the University

a man concerning whose qualifications
scarcely anything is known, and who has

hitherto occupied only subordinate educa-
tional offices. Mi. lteidmay be an excel-
lent man for the position ofPresident, but

if he is his success willbe the result of a
virtually haphazard choice on the part of
the Board. The latter has assuredly not j
been guided in this matter by the onlyI
principle which it was justified infollow-
ing. Its duty was toEelect forPresident
a man whose fitness was unquestionable,
resting upon substantial evidence of ad-
ministrative educational work of the high-
est order. No man who had not thus
demonstrated his eligibilityought even to

have been named for the positioc, and the
actual decision of the Board must convince
every intelligent observer that the major-
ityof the Regents are conspicuously unfit
to perform the duties intrusted to them.
Indeed the marked disposition evinced by

these persons to administer the affairs of

the University secretly, and their coarse
and vulgarly expressed dislike of publicity
and of public opinion, show quite as
plainly as their indecent haste to appoint
an untried and unknown man President,
the extent of the mistake which was made
inassigning tosuch hands the government
of the State's cluef educational institution.

Itis a perfectly safe rule in judging the
actions of all Boards and Commisiions,

that those which shun publicity, no matter

upon what pretexts, have sinister reasons
for doing so. In a democracy the sus-
picion which naturally attaches to this
secretive tendency is all the more justi-
fiable because there is no ground for be-
lieving that the members of such a Board
are individually superior in any way to

the average citizen, taken casually. In a

.State institution, which owes its existence
to public giants and donations, which is

intended for the benefit of the entire com-
munity, which infact belongs in a peculiar
way to the people, the affectation of ex-

clusiveuess which the majority of these
Regents have set up is alike impudent and
preposterous. Nor could anything be
more fatuous and unfortunate than their
disdainful rejection of the advice and
warnings of the prtes at the very moment

when they were about to commit them-
selves to one of the most llagrant exhibi-
tions of \u25a0want of judgment conceivable.
They need the support of the press and of
public opinion. They cannot hope for suc-
cess without these auxiliaries. Yet
though they have pleaded the critical con-
dition of the University in excuse of the
extraordinary changes recently made in its
organization, they are silly enough to im-
agine that they can conJuct their experi-
ments to a prosperous issue in the teeth of
a hostile public opinion.

Mr. Stebbins remarked during the
meeting of the Baard that he and his col- j
leagues had sat there for sixteen years, and ;
ought therefore (such was the inference)

to understand their business. Let us ask
what these sixteen years have brought the i

University to V It is notorious that the
bad judgment and worse admit:btration ;

of the B>ard of Regents have almost de- ;

stroyed the usefulness of the institution.
Ithas lost the confidence of the people, i
and ithas deserved to lote that confideace.
Ithas been declining and withering in the ,
hands of these incompetent but self-con-

'

ceiled men, and now, precisely when they

most urgently needed a restoration of pub-

lic confidence in their wisdom and good
faith, they have, by an act of almost

incredible folly,effectually alienated them-
selves from the good opinion of the com-
munity.

The Regents have shown that they pos- j
sessed the stupid obstinacy requisite to the

'
rejection of sound advice. They have yin- ;
dicated their independence of the tram- :

mels of common sense, however, at a fear- j

ful cost to the institution which is so un-
'

fortunate as tohi at their mercy. We areI
really sorry for Mr.Reid, for we feel that \u25a0

he is called to the Presidency under cir-i
eumstinces which would inevitably neu- \u25a0

tralizs the most energetic ttfuttsof a much j
better known and abler man. He stands,
in fact, a sacrifice to the vanity and clique j
littleness of the majority of the Regents, j

and though he has no! a fair opportunity j

to show what he is capable of, because the
paralyzing influence of the Boaid's imbecil-
ity must clogallhis activities, he is only j

too cc rtain to be held mainly responsible
for a failure which has been prepared for

trimin advance.
Henceforward the decline of the I'ni-

versity willbe more rapid and unmiataka- j

ble than ever. At one stroke ithas abdi- j
cited the title of a lirstratc educational .
institution. The election of Mr. Iteid is j
an advertisement to all competent teachers \
to avoid the California University, and iti
H cqua'ly an invitation tosecond and third-

-
ra^c capacity to seek positions here. But
the Regents have aho prepared for them-
selves political troubles. They are charged
witlipartisan motives. It is true that
some who profess to be wellinformed deny
this, but the motives which are postulated
At substitutes for the political ones arc if
p >s3ilile less creditable, for they are personal
motives. The apologists of the Board in
|fact are also their accusers, nor has there
iyet appaarcd any interpretation of their
action which does not support and confirm
the inference that they are nntit for
their positions. Itwas observed by Re-
gent Parks, the other day, that if what
some members of the Board then said con-
cerning the springs of its action were true,
they ought alltobe

"
fired out." The ex-

pression is slangy but forcible, and we

entirely agree with Mr. I'arks. We also
submit that the majority of the Regents
ought to be "tired out," and we are com- i

pelled to the conclusion that no other rem-
edy for the present ailments of the I'ui-j
versity willever be found.

The appointment of the Rev. J. 11. ('.

Bonte as Secretary in the place of Mr.
Steams is in some re«pects ltßs open to
criticism than the [selection for President.
Mr.Bonte is, we believe, a college gradu-
ate, though whether his acquaintance with
agriculture is sufficiently extensive and
practical to meet the statutory require-
ments we do not know. He possesses con-
siderable versatility, and willprobably be
entirely able to discharge the duties of the
office, though he, too, will be handicapped
by the prevailing unfavorable conditions
which the Board has created. So long as
the present Board continues in office, how-
ever, it willevidently be hopeless toexpect
a proper administration of the University.
It will be conducted as heretofore, in
utter contempt of public opinion, and
as though it belonged by divine right to|
the very ordinary citizens who have been !
so imprudently intrusted with authority
beyond their strength to wieldjudiciously.
From year to year the attendance willde- I
cline, and the standard of instruction ;and

'

when the next Legislature meets we may !
anticipate a fierce onslaught upon the in-1

stitution ;and an onslaught which those
who desired to be its warmest friends will
feel littledisposition to ward offer to repel.

THE INDICIMENT OF SESSIONS.
The indictment of Senator Sessions

whilea legislative investigation, is pending
is certainly a very extraordinary step to
be taken, and it is so unprecedented as to
justify the suspicion that it has been pro-
cured by partisans without any regard to
the actual requirements of the case. The
truth is that the Bradley charge has fallen
flat. It has been evident from the first
that nobody who knows Bradley would
believe him under cath, and as soon as it
was developed that the Conkling men had
been aware of what was coming several
days before the alleged bribery occurred,
the whole story was discredited utterly.

It was too plainly a conspiracy to deceive
anyone who followed the inquiry, and its

failure to affect the vote has apparently
driven the Conkling men to desperation,
and induced them to procure the indict-

ment of Sessions rather from malice than
any other sentiment. Of course there is

no evidence to prosecute him upon. Brad-
ley's case broke down long ago. Itis but
a gratuitous exhibition of venom, and will
effect nothing.

At last accounts the
thirteen Indians engaged in the fight had
crossed tua Colorado line and were en route
to the IXncompahgre Agency with their
squaws and cattle. One squaw is reported to
have been shot while herding sheep. The
Bcpublican adds : Itis an important fact in
estimating the dangers caused by the late
fight, that in none of the reports have
miners appeared aa taking a ban. It there
had been any fighting that was likely to
cmse a general outbreak, it seema that the
miners would be sufficiently interested to be
among the volunteers.

THE MARCH OF COMETS.

Ens. Record-Usion :Since the appear-
ance of the comet now visible Ihave heard
frequent mention made of the adlress of
Colonel E. D.Baker, on celebrating the lay-
ing of the Atlantic cable in San Francisco, in
1858. His oratorical use of the great comet
of ISSB upon that occasion was ina manner
peculiarly bis own, and added much to the
charm and tffset of his oration.

Even while we assemble to rejoice at the
completion of the laying of the Atlantic cable,

nations, the Almighty, as if to impress U9
withour weakness when compared with His
power, has set a new signal of His reign in
heaven. Iftonight, fellow citizens, you will
lookout from the glare of your illuminated
city into the northwestern heavens, you will
perceive lowdown on the tdge of the horizon
a bright stranger pursuicg its path across the
sky. Amidthe starryi'hosts that keep their
watch itshines, attended by a brighter pemp,
and followed by a broader train. No living
man has gazed upon its splendors before.
No watchful votary of science has traced
its_ course for nearly ten generations.
Itis more than 300 yeara since its approach
was visible from our planet. When last it
came it Btartled an Emperor on hie throne,
and while the superstition of his age taught
him to perceive inits presence a herald and a
doom, his pride saw iniis filmingcourse and
fiery traia the announcement that his own
light was about to be extinguished. In com-
mon with the lowest of his subjects, he read
omens of destruction in the baleful heavens,
and prepared himself for a fate which alike
awaits the mi^htieat and the meanest.
Thanks to the present condition of scientific
knowledge, we read the heavens wilh a far
clearer perception. We gee in the predicted
return of the rushing blazing comet through
the sky tha march of a heavenly messenger
along itsappointed wayand around its predes-
tined orbit. For 300 years ithas traveled amid
the regions of infinite space.

"Lone, wander-
ing, but aot lost,"ithas leftfar behind shining
suns, blazing stare, ani gleaming consteila-
tiuus; now nearer the eternal throne, and
again on the confines of the universe, itre-
turns with visage radiant and benign ;itre-
turns with unitnped march and unob-
structed way;itreturns, the majestic, swift,
electric telegraph of the Almighty, bearing
upon its tinning front the tidiucs that
throughout the universe there is still peace
aid order :that amu) the immeasurable do-
minions of the Great King, His rule is still
perfect ;that suns, and star?, and systems,
trend their endless circle and obey the eter-
nal law. B.
