VERDICT SET ASIDE AXD KEW TRIAL
GRANTED.

In the case of G. W. Colby, tried some
weeks since in the Saperior Court on a
charge of assault with intent to murder,
and found guilty by verdict of the jury,
the time of prorouncing sentence was
fixed for Monday last, when the counsel
{or defense moved the Court, on transeript
of the testimony and portions of the
charge to the jury, and numerous affi-
davits, to set aside the verdict and graunt a
new trial. It was averred in the afiidavits
and arguments on the motion that the jury
bad been influenced in the verdict by
statements on the trial that were ruled to
be inadmissible, and were in fact untrue,
as well as inadmissible; that the testi-
mony did not warrant the verdict, and
that it was in derogation of the instruec.
tions to the jury in the charge of the
Court as to the law applicable to the testi-
many and the obligations of jurors in
framing their verdict upon it. Among the
affidavits in support of the motion were a
number made by members of the jury,
to the effect that they had been in-
fluenced in their verdict by an im-
pression made upon  their minds
by questions or arguments of the
prosecutien that the defendant, though the
owner of the land upon which the shoot-
ing occurred, was a trespasser or intruder
there, the prosecuting witress holding, as
they were led to believe, a lease of the
land, and the rulings and instructions of
the Court upon this point had escaped
their attention. Upon the shrwing and
argument of the motion, the Court order-
ed the verdict to be set aside and a new
trial allowed. It is claimed on the part of
the dcfendant, although it would not hare
been admissible to assert it in the proczeds
ings on the motion, that instead of having
a lease right upon the premises, as the dc-
posicg jurors were led to beliiv:, tie
prosecuting witness was a fre:paser,
without leasehold or other right to be
there.
