New Yorg, July 7th.—Dr. Willard Parker
ikis morning was called upon by a reporter
of tke Post. He said: ““There is nothing in the
latest bulletins concerning Garfield’s condi-
tion which cavses me to alter my first epin-
jon, that his chances of recovery are slight,
Of course every hour that passes without
peritonitis declaring itself is so much gained,
for it allows nature to recuperate and pre-
pare for the contest which will go on for ihe
next six weeks, At the end of ten days what
ja called secondary hemorrhage is to be feared,
after which the suppurating period will be-
gie., He has now passed the shock of such
an accident, which alone is sometimes sufli-
cient to kill a mas, and the dreaded periton-
itis bas not set in, except in a local form. It
is diffased peritonitis, affecting the whole per-
itoneuw, which wonld be fatal.”

He would have
fired a third shot, but he believed the Presi-
dent was dead, as he turned very pale and
fell heavily.

Proclamation to Call an Extra Session of

Congress.

New Yorg, July 7th.—The Post’s Wash-
ington special says: It is said on good
authority that a psoclamation convening
Congress in special seesion was prepared yes-
terday, or earlier, and signed by the Presi-
dent, with the approval of the Ceabinet and
Vice-President, to be issued in the eventof
his illoess taking an unfavorable and neces-
sarily fatal turn. The object is to provide
agaivst any possible contingency, The
session would be called to elect a President of

WaxEELING (W. Va.), July Tth.—A murder
trial has been postpened, because the public
indignation against the attempted murder of
Gaifield hes made it impossible for any one
charged with a similar crime to get a fair
trial at present.

Quiet Duy at the White House,

WasHINGTON, July Tth.—This has been a
remarkably quiet day at the White House—
even more than before the President was
shot. The people seem to have exhausted
themselves in their constaut attendance since
Saturday, and now the President will prob-
ably experience the quiet he needs. Except
the Cabinet officers and messengers trom the
Departmente, very few people have visited
the Executive Mansion to-day, and matters
dropped back where they were before last
Saturday. The White Houze has about the
same appearance it has when the President
is about. The telegraph instrument is quiet,
few messages being sent or received. The
physicians can now come and go without
being stopped at every step and questioned
as to the President’s conditien.

Senator Jones and His Friends Conkling
and Arthur.

WasHINGTON, July Tth.—Speaking of the
reports zfloat, Senator Jones said to-day that
the members of the Cabinet visited General
Arthur at his house every day, and their in-
tercourse with him was of a most cordial
charaeter.

{ had never handled firearms, and knew noth-
| ing about pistols. The pistol used by him
| was purchased at a little sporting bazar kept
| by one O’Mera, right opposite ths Treasury
| Department. It is one of the cheapest pis-
| tols made, selling for 87. So cheap is this
| pistol that at a distance of twelve or fifteen
! feet the best shot could hardly hit a door
i with it unless by accident. The assassin was
| not over six teet from the Pre:ident wken he
| fired the first shot, and did not tonch his skin,
for when the coat of the President was re-
moved the ball was fouand in the sleeve,
This remarkable fact, bhardly noticed
at the time, was the basis of the in-
vestication this morning. It was arzued
that if this ball, fired at a distance of six
feet, did not have force enough to pass
through the double fold of a coat-sleeve, per-
haps the President’s wound was not as serious
as has been supposed. The other cartridges
of this pistol have since been exawined, and
similar cartridges. It is found that, although
the ball is large, there is the smallest pos-
sible quantity of powder in the cartridges.
The cartridge itself is very formidable-lock-
ing, but in fact the supply of powder is found
to be utterly inadequate to force a ball
through any great substance. This ball, fired
againgt a board at a distance of a rod, fell
back, merely making a slight dent in it. It
is now thought not impossible that the ball,
after passing through the tight fitting coat
and uader-clothing of the President, spentits
force in some of the layers of musclese. The
weight of evidence all tends that way now.
Of course the surgeons will not take any
chances in investigating for the ball so long
as the President’s symptoms continue favor-
able, The fact however of his beiag so well,
and continuing to improve so steadily, argues
that the ball cou!d not have forced through
to any vital paet. The discovery had the ef-
fect of allaying the doubts and fears of those
who have looked cn the blackest side of the
case from the first,
