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THE MANIA TFOR LITIGATION, !

There appears to be an impression
abroad in some quarters that when a legal
question is in issme it is impossible to |
bring too many suits to determine it. {
This is the fallacious idea which is being
worked upon by the lawyers who are
trying to fill their pockets out of the
debris question. They are going about
and endeavoring to persuade the people
of as many counties as possible to bring
suit against the hydranlic miners. They

! are encouraging if net actually maintaining
‘ the belief that a multiplicity of snits will

somehow strengthen the position of the
farmers and residents of the valley, And
they find msny persons so simple and un-
sophisticated as to fall in with their views.

It is, therefcre, mecessary tc point out
clearly that these notions are altogether
erroneous, and that they can only result
in the useless expenditure of the public
funds. There is no truth whatever in the
assumption that a dozen suits are better
| that one or two. A doczen suits will no
doubt put more money in the pockets of
the lawyers, but that is all they will effect.
The case of the plaintiffs in this contro-
verey is the same all over the Sacramento
valley, and if the principles in issue are
decided in one sunit they will be decided
in all. Whoever, therefore, asserts that
there is either wisdom or necessity in
instituting many suits is guilty of a false
pretense, and may fairly be charged with
a selfish desire to increase litigation for the
sake of its profits to the lawyera.

'To the first charge Halsey
pleaded, by his counsel, Paymaster Carmody,
of the Independence, eufficient punishment
by warning and reprimand from his superior
officers, since departed on the ship, and in
whose absence the Court went into executive
session and dismissed the charge. A plea of
not guilty was entered to the second charge,
and the éourt proceeded with the trial. The
findings in the case will not be made known
until after they are acted upoa by the Secre-
tary of the Navy.
