James Gannon has returned from Stuart’s
IPoint with the body of hisson, The follow-
ing particulars concerning the sudden death
of the young man have been received: The
party, consisting of Fred. Johnson, Wm.
(Gotcher, A, T MHiggins, 1. H, Briggs and
James Gannon, Jr., camped on the Gualala
river, some distance from Stuart’s Point,
Sonoma connty. Saturday morning follow-
ing Gannon and Golcher aroso early and
started from the camp to go for some deer
which had been shot the day before. They
walked some fifteen or twenty miles in the
hot sun before returning, subscquent to which
young Gannon had taken a ride of eight miles
to a store. Upon returniog to camp Gannon
laid down and seemed to be completely ex-
hausted. He complained of naunsea, and,
after being relieved, fell asleep. About 1
o’clock in the morning Golcher replaced the
coverings, which he had thrown off, and all
fell asleep. At daybreak Golcher awoke,
and turning to Gannon found that he was
dead. Messengers were at once sent to the
parents cf the deceased in this city, aod the
remains conveyed to Stuart’s Point. An
inquest was held by Justice Brocks. The
verdict, based on medical testimony, was that
the young man died from suffocation due to
a spasmodic constriction of the air passage or

trachea. Previous to going on the hunting
excursion he had suffered from asthmatic
affections, which, it is believed, were ren-

dered fatal from sleeping in the night air and
camping in the mountains.
