disaster and saved his house, The lecturer
then glanced at the history of several of the
great givers in charity that have been noted
in history—those who gave while in life, and
those who gave only by will—and considered
the varied motives which have actuated
rich men who hive so given. He believed
it commendable to acquire wealth, and that
its only evil is the abuse of it. He directed
the attention of the young men of the couantry
to the example of Peabody, both in his ac-
quirement of weelth and his use of it, and
quoted from Peabody’s Danvers address upon
integrity in business and high morsl prin-
ciples in all the transactions of life. E:::-
body learned how to derive pleasure in giving
of his acquisitions for the benefit of others. .
His benefactions were the result not of
pride, vanity or a desire for applause, bat of
a long settled purpose, and a sincere and
pleasurable desire to eontribute to aids to
progress rather than in direct charities. The
lscturer pointed out that Peabody’s fortune
went to educate men, provide homes for the
poor and open up opportunities for others to
gain a competence, Oage of his great objccts
waz to afford, so far as his effort could do it,
the advantages of homes to the greatest
oumber of people. But the distributiea of
Peabody’s colossal fortune was pot effecied
without a gle. He had to make uar!
upon and conquer celfishness and his natural
ava yusness., He felt the pleasures of gsin
and the lepging to cling to purse, acd on this
poict the turer elzaborated upoa the nat-
ural tendencies of mopey winners, the
teptations which beset them, ard the
batacles they hava to overcoms in
conquerin: gelf. Peabody used his wealth
wisely, He did not use it to live luxuricusly,
r merely to revel in its holding, nor did he
wait for death, but chose to be his own al-
moner, and enjoy the luxury of making oth-
ers happy. He quotad from Girard to show
that wealth cao, of itself, bring no happiness,
save in the use of it for good purposes,
and dwelt at length upon the powers cf |
wealth, and the blessings or the curses it
may entail. From that he passzed to Pea-
body’s example to young men aiming to ac-
guire wealth, and to those already possessed
of much of earthly goods—an example which
all may follow with profit, and which poiots,
the way clearly to the use of wealthasa
means of wirning for its possessor the purest
plcx:lsures. and the gratitude and love of man-
kind.

TAKEZ OFf TEE SPRCUTS.

There seems to be a great diversity of
opinion relative to whether sprouts on the
body of an orange tree should be removed
or left to grow during the summer to pro-
tect toe tiunk from the heat of the sun,
Many who prune the tree so as to alow
the head to form three or even four feet
from the ground make a practice of allow-
ing all shoots coming from the trunk to
grow during the summer to protect the
trees, eepecially when young, from the
heat, and in winter to protect them from
eold, taking them off in the spriug ouly to
allow another crop to grow.

Last winter our little lemon orchard was
somewhat hurt from the frost. In the

vessel sprung a leak. He had to keep
men at the pumps all the while for several |
days, the water gaining all the time.

| gt the trees into vigorous growing condi-

tion again after the apparent check by the

cold. Against our judgment we foliowed
this advice, but as a mstter of experiment

sprouts were removed from halt a dozen
average trees. To-day those trees gprouted
have sent a vigorous growth into the top,
while those not sprouted have a vigorous
growth of sprouts but httle growth cf
heads.

If the tree has a healthy growth its
tronk needs no protection from the sun;
it is the stunted tree that needs protection,
and then it is better to use shakes or boards
than to turn the vital force of the tree into
a growth that is to be sacrificed at the ex-
pense of the growth of the top, which is to
be permanent. Those sprouts will now
come off of those trees ; we want no more
experiments in that line; those who want
to follow that practice longer can do 80,
but in the futare we shall adhere as closel
as practicable to the rule to remove all
superflucus growth in its infancy. Thumb
pruning, so far as it can be carried, is much
preferable to nsing the saw and pruning-
shears. —[Prese and Horticulturist,
