ADULTERATION OF

At last steps are about to be taken in
New York to deal with the question of
adulteration of food. It is well known
that this has long been a crying and in-
creasing evil, and that it has of late at-
tained enormous proportions. There is
reason to believe that very few if any ar-
ticles of staple consumption are usually
sold in a pure state, whila the character of
the matters employed to adulterate food
is such as to make it clesr that tae manu-
facturers are entirely indifferent to the hy-
gienic consequences of their dishonesty.
Many substances are in fact commorly
used which are positively poizonous, and
it is unquestionable that the bills of mor-
tality are largely inereased by these prac-
tices, Of course this whole subject of
adulteration has its ethical as well as its
material bearing, and an inquiry into its
gsignificance as a gauge of the prevailing
morality will assuredly result in discourag-
ing conclusiozs. It is customary to say
that adulteration is forced upon manufac-
turers by the pressureof competition, but
this is no argument. All it can possibly
signify is that the general standard’of hon-
esty among manufacturers is so low that
the character of their business is con-
trolled by the worst men among them in-
stead of by the best. The reputations of the
old manufacturing firms whose wares at-
tained universal popularity were secured
by quite different methods, They acquired
the confidence of their customers by mak-
ing it a rule never to put imperfect or
epoiled or inferior goods upon the market.
Their brands thus became guarantees for
the excellence of the goods which bore
them, and competition had no terrors for
them. The only possible rivalry they bad
to fear was a rivalry in thoroughness and
conscientiousness of work, and tomeet that
they had only to keep up their own stand-
ard to the highest point.

Such firms as Cross & Blackwell, Bass &
Co., Allsop, Lea & Perrin, Fortnum &
Mason, and many others who could be
mentioned, gained their eminence in the
way we have decided. If they made a
mistake in any cf their manufactures they
at once destroyed the spoiled goods, being
solicitous above all things that no inferior
goods should go out under their name.
The success achieved by these old houses
proves the fallacy of the modern doctrine
that adulteration is forced upon {manufac-
turers by competition. The plain truth is
that a reckless desire to grow rich, joined
with a moral paralysis of the worst kind, is
responsible for adulteration. Itisnonsense
to pretend that honest men will employ
such knavish artifices, It takes rogues in
grain to adopt adulteration as a reg-
ular factor in manufacturing, and it is
time this truth was recognized. The men
who make a business of mixing all kinds
of deleterious matters with food articles,
and passing those adulterations off as gen-
uine, are really more criminal than the
class who fill our penitentiaries. A pro-
fessional burglar is in fa¢t a more respecta.
ble member of the community than a pro-
fessional adulterator. The latter takes
rank rather with the sneak-thief order.
He is a miserable cheat, who makes his
living by systematic swindling, and whose
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rapacity is so great that he constantly
takes the chances of wholesale murder
upon what passes for his conscience.

The worst feature of the business how-
ever is that the men who commit these

We desire to direc’ the attention of our
agricultural readers particularly to the
last section of Mr. Clayton's comment
upon the situation. It is certainly a some-
what guarded statement, butitas certainly
conveys an intimation that the jurisdiction
of the Harbor Commissioners ought to beex-
tended so as to cover the shipping points
which are at present drawing away the bus-
iness from San Francisco. Mr. Clayton,
in fact, proposes that the same disabilities
which he says operate against San Fran-
cisco shall be imposed upon Port Costa,
Vallejo, Benicia and Martinez ; that they,
too, shall be subjected to the wharf dues
which are driving the ships from San
Francisco. At present the natural and
other facilities possessed by Port Costa,
Benicia, etc., are enabling the wheat-
growera to ship their grain more economi-
cally than ever before. San Francizcois
handicapped, 'not oznly by her wharf
charges, but by her municipal taxation,
whereas Port Costa is subject to no im-
posts of any kind. In order, therefore, to
rehabilitate the shipping busiuess of San
Francisco, it is proposed to levy such
charges upon all the other places of ship-
ment as shall destroy their present ad-
vantages, and force the trade back to the
city, Tuis is the true inwardness of Mr.
Clayton’s suggestions, and it 1s 50 serious a
menace that the farmers cannot afford to
let it pass. The extension of the juris-
diction of the State Harbor Commis-
sioners could be accomplished easily enough
by legislation, if the attention of those
whose interests are at stake was diverted
from the San Francisco programme. It is
not to be suppozed that the shippers and
merchants of San Francisco will let this
trade go from them without a struggle, but
it is for the farmers to combine in defense
of the superior accommodations and facili-
ties they now enjoy at the new shipping
points. The Recorp UNiox pointed out
the inevitable tendencies in this connection
last year, showing that the cost of ship-
ping at San Francisco must naturally send
vessels elsewhere to load. It would have
been in accordance with business princi-
ples had the San Francisco merchants
sought to regain their advantages by re-
ducing the expenses of loading at their
wharves ; but it now seems that they are
contemplating a raid upon the rival ship-
ping points, with a view to raise the ex-
penses all round, and so to equalize them.
With such a proposition as this the farmers
are intimately concerned, and they can-
not afford to miss its siguificance,
