Arrival of a Large Number of Immigrants

—immense Demand for Laborers.

New YoRg, July 22d.—The Herald says:
An ususually large ciowd of immigrants
swarmed Castle Garden yesterday. An in-
creasing number of applications for help are
being received in the latter depot for all paris
of the country. Servants and workingmen are
in pressing demand ; in fact it was impossible
to supply the wants of the country. For the
six months ending July 1st, 19,000 men and
5,000 women were sent away from the Labor
Bureau of Castle Garden to differ-
ent parts of the United States. The
Fruit Growers’ Association of Sumner
county, Florida, =seat a committee
asking for able-bodied workingmen to be
forwarded to them immediately to work in
the orangs groves and gardens of that county.
Similar letters were received from other parts
of the South and West. Fifty immigrants
were sent to Kansas City this morning, to
work in Missouri, and fifty more are ex-
pected to leave to-day to work on the Texas
Pacific Railway, where they are to have
$1 50 a day for two months, thea to receive
wagee in land, Oat of their first installment of
wages, eight dollars and fifty cents is to be
deducted for the expense of transporticg
them to Texas. The Superintendent of the
Labor Bureau says he has stopped answering
letters asking for labor, as it is impossibls to
fill all the orders. There are applications on
file now for more than 500 house servants,
and for any amount of female factory hands
to go South, where it i3 said that hands ¢
make from $2 to $8 per week in the factories,

thereto. He begs that his respectful compli-
ments may be conveyed to the President.
