THE STATE PRISON.
Eleventh Sitting of the Investi-

gation Commission.

TESTIMONY OF CAPTAIN LEES.

Comparison of the Congregate and
Graced Eys terns.

[SPECIAL BY TELEGRAPH TO THE RECORD-t'SIOK.I

Sax Qujuitjji State Pbison, July 26th.
—

To-day's sitting makes the eleventh of the
San Quentin State Prison Investigation Com-
mission. The three Commissioners, Director
Everson and Warden Ames were present.

Rev. Dr. Piatt was also in attendance. The
minutes of yesterday's proceedings were read
and approved, and the Commission was then
called to order.
CAPTAIN LEES ON THE CONGREGATE SYSTEM.

Captain Lse?, ths San Francisco detective,
was called, and his opinions elicited relative
to the treatment of criminals, and the man-
agement of prisoners.

Captain Lies
—
Ihave been in the detective

business 28 years next October, principally
confined to this State. Iam familiar with
the prison syttem as itexists here. The con-
clusions Ihive arrived at of tho working of
the prison bystem in California are unfavora-
ble. The first object to be kept in view is,
in my opinion, to make them reformatory.
Such a thing is impossible under the present
congregate syßtem. The prisoners of the
State should te first sent to one penal Bta-
tion. The criminals should then be graded,
and hardened criminals separated from
younger and first offenders. At present the
pri-oners cannot be classified. There are
among criminals many whom we characterize
as professionals. AH second- termers are
usually considered professionals.

To Mr. Watt—Many of them elude detec-
tion, and Rome of them escape from prison.
That is why Iadvocate the establishment of
a first general penal station, and at that place
they should be graded and greater care taken
to prevent older criminals from iiifiuencing
younger one.".

THE OBADZD mtn IN ENGLAND.

That U the system in England. All pris-

oners in that cmntry are first sent to Mill-
bank or to Pentonville. There they remain
not less than nine month?. A.t the expira-
tion of the first fourteen days he is permitted
to address his friends and receive an answer.
The prisoners are numbered, and they lose
their identity. They are never called by
their proper names, but always by their num-

ber. A'lprisoners get eight marks or credits
a day. Ifhe loses any of them from miscon-
duct, he loses some of the privileges that are
permitted to them, and at the end of each
year the total is calculated, and there is either
a certain number of days to his credit or a
certain number to his debit, and his time is
increased by tho number of days against him.
Tha English system and that laid down in
tbe Goodwin Act are essentially the same.

THE DETECTIVE'S DETAILED STATEMENT.

Captaiu Lees here entered ou a detailed ex-
planation cf the interior arrangements >f the
prisoner* cell inEngland. Captain Lees, re-
suming : Daring the nine months the pris-
oner is confined at the preliminary prison,

the Warden and Surgeon make regular re-
ports of him to the Governor. On those re-
ports he is drafted to some other prison
Strong, healthy men are sent to Portsmouth
to work in the dockyards, and others to other
prisons. Through all this a classification of
the prisoners is kept in view. The second-
time offender is never placed with the first
offender. Itis a corresponding system that
willhave to be adopted here in California, or
the present existing obstacles in the way of
miking the prison a reformatory institution
willnot be overcome.

To Mr.Mills—The class of m«n deterred
from the further commission of crime de-
pends largely on the prison discipline.

rEBKJECT DBF.AD OP THE SILKST SYSTEM.

Prisoners have the greatest dread of the
silent system. They have a perfect horror
of isolation and confinement. It is not be-
cause they are more harshly treated, but
simply became they are kept alone, never
allowed to speak to any one, nor even al-
lowed to look the Warden in the face when
he comes in. Ihave heard many of them
say they would rather die than have to go
back to a prison worked on the silent system.

To the professional thieves it is especially
dreadful, and the recollection of the eilent
system will deter them from the committal
of crime when nothing else will.

DR. \V. H. I'LATT,

Of S»n Francisco, was the next witness.
After a few preliminary questions, Dr. Platt
asked permission to submit a written state-
ment of his views upon the causes of crime,
the relation of education to crime, and
kindred subjects, which he promised to fur-
nish the Commission at an early date,

WARDEN AMES

Being recalled, submitted his views, in the
form of a printed report, which he declared
to convey all the testimony he desired to give
on the subject of prison management.

Officer Hatton, of San Francisco, testif ed
concerning the effect of the prison at San
Queutin upon crime inSaa Francirco,

: JUDGE KOBEKT FERBAL

Was the next witness called. ;He gave itas
his opinion, based upon his observation as
presiding Judge of a Criminal , Court, that
the penal institutions 'of California did not
restrain men from crime, \u25a0 and that they did
not exert a reformatory influence upon con-
victs brought under the influence of the sys-
tem. His observation confirmed him in. the
belief that the pena! institutions of the State,

as a rule, returned convicts to society more
confirmed criminals thin when they entered
the prisons.

very wholesome

influence upon the criminal element of ;the
State. He believed crime to be hereditary,

and thought the children of criminals should
be cared for by the State.

REV. .JAMES WOODWORTH

Testified that he had been Secretary of the
Prison Commission for sixteen years. The
Commission's task was a voluntary one, atd
its purpose benevolent. Its object was to do
good to prisoners, both before and after their
imprisonment ;had followed the history of
prisoners ;knew instances of reform on the
part of convicta ; did not believe that the
preaching of the gospel, as that term is un-

derstood, waa certain to be practicable in
pihons ;the great variety of religious opin-
ion was assigned as the obstacle to preach-
ing;was himself a minister, acd had some-

times preached to convicts, and received
marked attention ;did not believe in com-
pelling convicts to attend divine worship in
prison ; founded his belief upon the great

disparity of religious views entertained
among them. A conscientious minister of
the gospel must teach the doctrine which he
believed to be true. Ifhe believed in the
tenets of his own church he would teach
them ; did not see how sectarian teaching
could be avoided.

PUBLIC EXAMINATIONPOSTPONED.

Further public examination wa3 postponed
until Monday, August Ist. The Special
Commission will devote to-morrow to an in-
spaction of the interior of the priaon. The
session next Monday willbe held to take the
testimony of certain witnesses whose presence
could not hi obtained up to this time. The
session willbe held at the office cf the Prison
Directors in Han Francisco. No further
public sessions of the Commission will be
held at San Qientia. Commissioner Gibbs
was granted leave of absence until Mucdiy,
August Ist.
