Montana, dated
July sth, to the Pioehe ffteord, says that
although but a short while ago it wan
pretty much all Kastern people in that
town, the Westerners arc now pouring in
there. Keal estate is at a high figure,
property on .Main street ranging from SoOO
a foot and upwards, and pretty much the
same on the back streets. The saloons arc
making money, and nearly allthe business
houses are doing well. There is great stir
and bustle in erecting machinery on the
mines, and although the demand for miners
is wellsupplied at present, after the com-
pletion of the erection of machinery, a
much larger force willbe employed inmin-
ing. Woodchoppers and teamsters are
now in demand, but the way the people
are rollinginto this country the want will
soon be supplied. A good meal, snch aa
you g«t inPioehe for four bits, costs here
from £1 to $1 ,-.0. There are three drng
stores in Butte, three or four hardware,
four dry goods, six or seven clothiug, and
a great many grocery stores, and etores of
other descriptions. There is a telegraph
office here, but it appears to be a pnvate
affair, and they do not care about doing
much outside business, so wo are in poor

circumstances for getting early news from
the East and West, being compelled to
waitfor the mail.
