No reasons are assigned by the
attending surgeons for the reappearance of
the febrile symptoms after an interval of
more than thirty-six hours of normal tem-
perature. The circumstance, .however,
causes no particular uneasiness, and the fever
has almost subsided. Aslight fever in the
evenitg has been a feature of the President's
case every day, except yesterday, for two
week?. The patieat was moved back to his
own room about 5 o'clock this afternoon.

Washington. July 2S;h.— About 5 p. m.

there was a recurrence of the President's
afternoon fevers. The evenincr bulletin
showed an increase in pulse, temperature
and respiration. The fever subsided shortly
after 7o'clock. Itwas caused by the stoppage
of the drainage tube, which prevented the
regular flow of pus. As soon as this was ascer-
tained the tube was cleaned and the flow re-
Kurned. The fever then went down, and the
President rested quietly, with a continuation
of very favorable symptoms. The physicians,
iucluding Dr. Hamilton, continue to-night to
express the brightest hopes. They regard the
crisis as successfully parsed, and the Presi-
dent will recover, almost beyond a doubt.
There were few visitors at the White Houee
to-day and to-night, and were assured that
the President was doing admirably.
Mrs. Gniltcnu's Divorce from Cliarlr.s .1.

New Yobk, July 28th.— Brooklyn
Emjk prints to-day the story of the proceed-
ings in the action brought in the Kinga coun-
ty Supreme Court in the fallof1873 byAnnie
J.Guittsau against the now notorious Charles
J. Guitteau, for an absolute divorce, on the
ground of infidelity. The caee was referred
to Louis Fuller, as referee, to take testimony
and report. The case came on for hearing in
June, 1874. Mrs. Guitteau produced but three
witnesses, and one of those was her husband,
who appeared voluntarily. He testified that
he was her husband, and had resided in New
York State for more than a year, which, as
the law then stood, was allhe could testify to
in a divorce case to which he wa« a party.
The third witness was the principal one, and
her appearance would indicate that Gnitteau
helped to prove the case against himself.
This witness was Clara Jennings. She testi-
fied that Bhe had known Guitteau since the
previous August, aud that the charges of in-
fidelity against him were true. Itis be-
lieved that Guitteau secured the attendance
of this witness, and itia said he first informed
his wife of his infidelity, and gave her the
necessary information to enable her to secure
the divorce. He put in bo defense, and the
referee reported in favor of the plaintiff.
On the 4th of April following a motion was
made before Justice Pratt to ceniirm tho re-
port of the referee, and between that date
and the 11th of the same month tha JuJge
banded down a decision confirming the report
and signing the decree of divorce. In the
fall of 1873, when the divorce proceedings
were in progreo1 and while Guitteau wa3

carrying on Iis liason with Clara Jenniags,
he was frequenting the rooms of the New
York Young Men's Christian Association,
and his name is en the books of that institu-
tion as a visitor, and was a member of Cal-
vary ]Uptit.t Church, and attended the
religious services of the church. After the
divorce was granted, Gnitteau was cited to
appear before the committee on the discipline
of the church, and when he appeared he con-
fessed hu immoralities and professed peni-
tence, but the committee had no faith inhis
professions, and expelled him from the
church.

nnrvest Prospects.

Philadelphia, July 28th.— The Ledger*
London special says :The result of the re-
cent asrricultural investigations by the Lon-
don Tinus correspondents throughout the
midland, western and southern counties of
England show that the prospects are not par-
ticularly encouraging, but few crops reaching
an average. The wheat, like that of last
year, Uunlikely to cirue up to the expecta-
tions generally formed of it. Those forming
these observations— the results of weeks of
travel—do not presage much, ifany, diminu-
tion of the British agricultural depresssion,
and the meterological conditions which have
recently prevailed over the British Isles and
Western Europe do not justify the bright
anticipation of the earlier part of the season.
Intense heat and deficiency of moisture have
marked midsummer weather from the British
and French coasts to Central Europe. Itis
true that the wheat crop.? in the United
States have fallen below the average, but
there is little ground fi>r calculations of the
transatlantic harvests largely exceeding the
average.

Affairs InTunis.

Tcnis. July 28th.— Over 1,500 Arabs have
advanced to liadenis, six kilometers from
Goletta.

Four Europeans and three Arabs have been
murdered on the road to Tunis. There is
great excitement. The Bey has ordered the
removal of the bridge of boats between
Goletta arid Radenis.

Creek mining camp has been, since its dis-
covery, a flourishing one in placer mining,
and of late splendid quartz developments
are being made. At present Ellis &Brum-
field, who have a tine ledge, have run in a
tunnel and tapped their ledge at a depth
of100 feet from the surface, and find that
they have a three-foot ledge of good pay
ore. E. G. Perkins has a shaft down,
about sixty feet, and some of the quartz
worked by arastra process has paid at the
rate of §17 per ton. As the vein at the
bottom ofthe shaft is four feet wideand
plenty of quartz in sight, this is considered
a fine result. Next to Parker's comes the
Murray Bros.' claim, on which they have
sunk a shaft 140 feet deep, followingthe
ledge all the way, and at that depth find
their quartz two feet and a half in width
and the wall-rock six feet from wall to
wall and solid. Quartz from this ledge
pays well from the croppings to the bot-
tom of the shaft.
