rable. That since 1862 the navigation of said
river has become seriously impaired by deposits of
tailings therein from hydraulic mioes ; so that now
it is only during the highest stages of water that
the city of Sacramento can be reached from the bay
of San Francisco by ships, oceau steamers or vessels
of deep draft

That hydraulic mining as now prncucel and un-
derstood, is a mode or process of mining for gold
by which high banks of earth and gravel, usually
composed of streaks containing gold encugh to pay
for the washing, and streaks that do not—the latter
in cubic contents largely predominating—are
washed and removed from their natural position,
after being shaken up and shattered by means of
immense bdlasts of powder, into sluice-ways and
flumes, and thence into the natural water cour:es
and rivers, by means of large streams of water
forced through iron pipes and thence discharged
from nozzies attached to said pipes with great force
and velocity against the said banks of earth and
gravel, by a heavy water pressure of from one hun-
dred feet to four hundred feet in hight, the gold
being scpnmud from the earth, sand and gravel by
the action of the water, and ret.uned in the pave-
ments of said siuice- ways and flumes, whilst the re-
fuse matter, consisting of boulders, cobble-stones,
pebbles, sand and clny, generally called and known
as “‘tailings,” or ‘“debris from the mines,” is
washed into and down said natural water courses
and rivers and deposited in tha beds and channels
thereof, throughout their entire length, the heav-
ier portion thereof being first deposited and lodged
in the upper portiors of said water courses and
rivers, whilst the lighter portions thereof are
carried further down and deposited in the lower
poriions of said rivers. This mining by the hy-
draulic process has been practiced and carried on
to some extent in the mountainous parts of the
State of California during the last twenty vears—
it attained great dimensions about the year 1576,
and at the present time is carried on extensively,
principally in the counties of Butte, Yuba, Sierra,
Nevada and Placer, and on a much smaller scale in
some of the other mountsin counties, and in the
hilly parts of a few of the vailey counties of Califor-
nia, lying to the east of the Sacramento river. The
tailings from & part of the hydraulic mings worked
in Placer county are discharged into the North Fork
of the American river and the streams tributary
thereto, aud a Jarge part thereof has been depos ited

®

throughout its enti'e léngth below the towa of |
Alta, in Placer county, but a larga portion thereof
has been washed and carried by the water into and
down the Sacramento river, aod depesited in the
bed and channels of the last-named river L'\ roug h-
ovt its entire length below its _mncn-m with said
American river.
