Those Infernal Machines -Arrest of Their
Maker.

Proria (Ill.), August 24,—P. W. Crowe,
who has been so prominently connected with
the infernal machines, was arrested here at
noon to-day by a Deputy United States Mar-
shal on orders of Attorney-General Mac-
Veagh. Bail was immediately tendered in
the sum of $10,000, but was refus:d until his
hearing before the United States Court
in Chicago. Crowe, with his bhondsmen
and the Marshal, left for Chicago at
10 o'clock last night. Crows takes matters
easy, and says he has digpozed of his affairs
here and is now going to devote the rest of
his life to the cause cof Irish freedom. He
intended going through the country raising
an army. 1t is understood that he is ar-
rested for a violation of the navigation laws,
and will be held on that charge. One of the
machines made at O'Rourke’s foundry on
South Washington street is on exhibition at
the Journal othce,

[SECOND DISPATCH.)

Preoria, August 2d.—A reporter inter-
viewed P. W, Crowe, the gasoline lamp con-
tractor here, who is connected with the in-
fernal machine wmatter. Peoria has always
been the head of the Fenian agitation here,
and Crowe is one of the most desperate
sgitators. Heis a man of small stature, dark,
intellectual countenance, and talked compos
edly as on ordinary topics. Crowe produced
a letter from George Holgate, dated Phila-
delphia, August 31, 1880, setting forth that
Mr. Holgate owned the McClintock torpedo
boat, which did such terrible execution
during the rebellion, and that he had been
conducting experiments with it under water,
which caused MeClintock to lose his life;
that he had refused a proposition from Spain
for the boat, He claimed that the boat
would blow up any vessel in the British
fleet, and could blockade any port regard-
less of all men-of-war in the world.
1t would cost about $20,0600 to build it, and
he would place it at Crowe’s disposal. He

claimed that the boat would do
more good for freland and bricg
the  British Government to terms
quicker than half a million of men. Crowe

said shortly after the Executive Committee
of United Irishmen met in New York. Judge
Brennan cof Iowa, Captain G. Spierman of
New York, James Kenfie ¢f Providence,,
Thomas H. Dwyer of Chicago, O'Donovan
Rossa and himself were present. They dis-
cussed Holgate’s proposition, and the
scheme of devastating England’s shores,
but on Crowe's representations they
decided that it would be too expensive, and
that they could do better work by deporiting
torpedoes in British ships, which could be
done for 825 a piece, and which would bring
England to terms by making it dangerous for
people to go abrcad, They decided to
take that course, Some time later the
United Irishmen and Fenians joined
hands, in order to execute their plans. They
were 6,000 strong in the United SSates and
Canada. There were branches in Toronto,
Quebec, Montreal and nearly every important
city in the United States, These infernal
machines ara being made in every city where
there is a branch of the Order, and will con-

tinue to be made. They are working
for the good of the *‘old sod,” =and
they were no more liable than

are the makers of revolvers and cannon,
Dynamite was no more vicious than powder,
and with these weapous tley could drive
from the seas their enemy, destroy her
trade and make a profitable busi
impossible. Some people would have
to die. It would be worse than boycotting,
but war was always cruel, and that war was
the easiest which went straightest to the
mark, killed the mest in the shortest timo,
and compelled nations to make peace. The
machines captured in England were made in
Peoria. His answers gave the reporter con-
fidence in the truth of his statement.

They were of open interior, in which the
clock-werk and explosives were packed.
The clock-work  operated with a
spring, and after six days running
it liberated a hammer something like
a gun-trigger, which struck a per-
cussion cap and ignited the charge.
The charge consists of an ounce and
a half of fulminate of silver and a pound and
a half of dynamite, and wonld destroy the
largest block of buildings in the world, The
whole thing weighed forty-five pounds.
Any warfare was good enough for
England, who did not conduct an honorable
warfare herself, and could not expect others
to do 8o, If she did not do justice to

Ireland every English ship would be
sent to the ‘bottom, until the people
no longer dared to embark in them.

Every Government building would bs tern
down, and a system of terrorism be-
gun, He claims that there are many of these
dread machines already completed in ¥rance,
in charge of trustworthy patriots, who would
use them quite freely. They had already
gently warned the British, had destroyed
the Manchester Postoffice and the Victoria
docks, with a loss of $5,000,000 ; had exploded
machines at Saliord, Glasgow, London and
Liverpool, ane had inflicted an aggregate loss
of £50,000,000. Crowe has an easy, dignified
manner, and was in no way excited at his
horrible recital. He says the manufacture of
machines still goes forward here.

FOREIGN,

Parncil’s Suspension in the House of Com-
mons.

New Yorg, August 2d.—The Herald’s
London special has the following accouct of
the suspension of Parnell in the House of
Commons: Justin McCarthy called atten-
tion to the imprisoned I.and Leaguers, ask-
ing for an opportunity to present their case
in Parliament. Mr. Gladstone replied, after
somedelay, thatthe Irish members would have
ample opportunity to discuss the arrestsin
future. This reply annoyed Parnell, who rese
and denounced the conduct of the Ministry,
in continuing to hold in prison men who were
the true authors of the land bill, while at the
same time the{ admitted the justice of the
claims put forth in behalf of the tenant farm-
ers and the absolute necessity of reform.
This conduct, Mr, Parnell declared, proved
the Ministry and the Parliament to be tyrants
and oppressors. Mr. Gladstone and Sir Staf-
ford Northcste rose simultaneously to call the
Speaker’s attention to this langnage, but Mr.
Parnell went on vehemently, paying no at-
tention to the Speaker. He declared that he
cared nothing for the Hovse of Commens,
Mr. Gladstone moved his suspension, but be-
fore the question could be put Mr, Parnell
said he would not wait to zee the farce played
out, and then withdrew before his formal
suspension, which followed immediately af-
terward by an overwhelming majority.

PACIFIC COAST.

Grain Field Fire.

Loumroc, August 2d.—A fire occurred Sun-
day night on the Pursima ranch. Between
300 and 400 acres were burnt over, mostly
volunteer grain. By heavy fighting the fire
was subdued, and thousands of acres of grain
saved from destruction.

The Mt. Tamalpails Fire.

Sax RArAEn, August 2d.—The fire still
rages on Mt, Tamalpais, and in the neighbor-
ing gulches, although every available man
that can be found has been pressed into serv-
ice to subdue it, At times it seemed that
the fury of the flames was overcome, when
the wind would raise and they would break
out afresh with such force as to

carry everything before them. The
private geer park of A, E. Kent,
near the foot of the mountain, was in

imminent danger, but through the exertions
of a delegation of San Rafael firemen it"was
saved. A report came in to-day that the fire
was spreading in'the direction of the water
company’s reservoir at La Juntas, which
caused considerable excitement here, as
it is from this place that the town of
San Rafael obtains her supply of water.
If the fire should get into the timber and
chaparral thereabouts, it would be liable to
warp the pipe, which would cut of the sup-

ply for some time, The view after dark from

the top of the hill between San Rafael and

Ross Landing is grand beycnd description,

and is a sight never to be forgotien. It lcoks

like the burning ruins of a large city.

The Shasta County Seat— Mass Meeting of
Cltizens,

SHASTA, August 2d.-—A large mass meeting
was heid at Shasta last evening, to oppose
the proposition of the people of Redding to
move the conuty seat from Shasta to Red-
Giog. The meeting wes called to order by
J. Isaacs, and E, Lewen was eiected Chair-
man, The assemblage resolved to adopt
strong measures in opposition to the move-
ment. The large Court-house was crowded,
aod much interest prevailed.

MINING MENTION

A ten-foot ledge, showing well in gold,
has been found in the Gold Bluff mine,
Nevada county.

The last two carloads of gravel washed
by the Bald Mountaia Extension Com-
pany, yielded $38.

A number of the miners formerly em-
ployed in the North Bloomtield hydraulie
mine at $2 50 a day are how working in
the Derbec drift claim at $3 per diem.

Superintendent Sprague says that the
Nevada City mine is looking very well, It
is possible that the addition of ten more
stamps will be found necessary this fall

Judge McConaughy, who is werking
tailings on French creek, witii a new tail-
ings machine, cleaned up eighteen ounces
last week after a run of iive days,

Jim Depoon and party, says the Plumas
National, recently took down $50,000 in
gold bars, the result of the geason’s run at
two hydraulic claims near Gibsonville,

The Pioneer mine, says the Tucson Jour-
nal, owned by Solomon Warner, of Tucson,
and others, has a shait down ninety feet,
Fifteen tons of ore was hauled to Tucson
and worked at Warner's quartz mill, re-
turning something over §200 to the ton.

Plumas National The outlook for
Plumas is fifty per eeat. better at the
present time than ever before. The mives
never looked half as well, and new ones
are being discovered every day. There are
lots of water in the pipes now, and the
supply will be good for the rest of the
geason.

Reports give Deadwood District the
cake, The Trinity Jowrnal says: ** The
McDonald boys struck a quartz vein on the
Gibson location, some of which is said to
go as high as $15 to the pound. Wm.
Lappen has quartz that goes $1,000 to the
ton. Grayson & Co. will have their 10-
stamp steam mill in operation by the end
of next week.”

A. H. Scott has discovered another pay-
ing quartz ledge. It is located south of
Banner Hill and near Stiles’ goat ranch,
He now has about twenty tons of ore on
the dump-pile, and it i3 estimated that the
rock will pay $25 to the ton. The ledge is
four feet between walls, Mr, Scott has
the prospect of a good thing. The woods
of all Nevada county are full of quartz
ledges that will pay well—ledges that have
never yet been tried.—[Free Lance.

The Redding Independent says: As
work progresses in the mines on Iron
mountain prospecis brighten, The lower
tunnel has tapped the same body of ore as
exis's in the upper tunnel, one hundred
feet nearer the surface, which proves that
there is an immense body of ore. Coloned
Magee says that the ore will assay on an
average about $50 to the ton. A, Potter
and others, experienced miners, have faith
in the rich future of the mine on Iron
mountain.

A correspondent of the Sutter county

Farmer writes the following from Cherokee
concerning the Sp ¢y mine of that
place : Cherokeeis chiefly one zigzag streak
on the side of the mounta It has a pop-

ulation of about 600. The mines at this
place have been considered the most ex-
tensive hydraulic mines in the State, yet
only about 200 men are employed, and no
more can be profitably employed, since the
number is limited by the supply of water.
The mines are in operafion both night and
day, and powerful electric lights are used
during the night. Electricity ie generated
by a machine which is operated by water
power.

Considerable excitement hasfbeen occa-
sioned by the discovery of rich gold-bear-
ing gravel deposits along the banks of
Keyser gulch, Fresno county. Several
gentlemen well known in San Jose are
“implicated ” in this discovery, but they
are at present mum about the exact local-
ity. The bed of the creek, so we are in-
fermed, was mined years ago, and proved
to be very rich, but the banks above were
never prospected to any extent., The
gravel 1n the new deposit is of a- bluish
cast, and .no doubt indicates the channel
of an ancient river.—[San Joge Times.

The Mariposa Gazette of the 30th instant
says information had just been received
from Yosemite valley that a very richsilver
mine has’ been discovered in Mono coun-
iy, near Mount Huffman, which. is about
thirty miles to the eastward of Lake Te-
noya. The informant stated that the sil-
ver is contained in pebbles, varying in size
from a pea to a hen’s egg and larger. The
pebbles are red in color on the outside and
blue on the inside, and are :mbedded
in a dry substance, which, when wet,
becomes a very compact clay. These
pebbles assay §500 to the ton, The
extent of the belt as far as discovered is
four miles. On the news of the discovery
being made known about five hundred
people from the surrounding country, but
mostly from Tioga District, flocked
to the mines and located claims, Besides
these, ninety to a hundred people passed
through the Yosemite valley for the same
place.
